A POINT OF ETIQUETTE.—While the quarrel
between Emperor Willlam and the Regent of Lippe-
Detmold 1s only a storm in a teacup aver a miser-
able questlon of Court etiquette, it has occupled
the press to the excluslon of almost everything
eise. A high officlal of the Minlstry of the Inte-
rln‘r has briefly outlined the facte In the cnse as
follows: The Regent was already offended on ac-
count of varlous alleged slights, for which he
blamed the Emperor, when the General command-
Ing the troops in the principality ordered hiz sol-
slllorp henceforth not to make the salutes pre-
scribed In the case of rullng soversigns, nor to
show the customary marks of respect to the Re-
gent's famlly. The Regent thereupon, deeming
hiz riglits, under the Milltary Convention of 153,
to have been slighted, appenled to the Emperor in
a personal letter for redress.  This letter con-
:nlnw! several passages which were construed by
11z Majesty to he purposely offensive, whersupon
he sent thé Regent n dispateh which lril\'-\‘!:‘lli 'a
i_iozr-!\ hands, and thence reached the newspapers
substantially verbatim. Then followed the dee
offended Regent's appeal to the sovereigns of G
many and to the Bundesrath.  The motter is ex-
pected to remain in statu quo for some time The

AGUINALDO THE INSURGENT

CHARACTERISTICS OF ADMIRAL DEWEY'S
ALLY IN THE PHILIPPINES,

A QUIET LITTLE MAN OF THE JAPANESB TYPE—
HIS BIMPLE COURT AT CAVITE—EASY OF
T AMERICANS.
Cavité, June 17.

It General Emillo Aguinaldo, who has de-
elared himself dlctator of all the Philippines,
were to wilk the streets of an American city
the casual observer would take him for a
Japanese gtudent or artisan. He ls short, but
well-knit, has the Japanese cast of face and
form of head, and the casual ahservation would
be strengthened by a hristly black pompadour
of the kind so common among the Mikado's
gubjects There are no outward or visible
marks of genlus except that the General ls
slow and deliberate, and that may be a slgn
of depth and breadth of mental calibre, Agul-
naldo g unruffed alike In victory and defeat.

cot at night when the Spanish occazlonally

THE VALUE OF HIS HEAD,

hut there soon came a necd for more exacutive
work, and an increasing fear of assassination,
and the leader sought safety in Cavité. There
he Is surrounded by a corps of his trusted fol-
lowers, The safeguards which surround him
there are such that he is protected from cvery-
thing save the treachery of those In high place.

He has established headquarters in the former
home of a rich native, situated on Calle de
Arsenal, Cavité's main avenue, The house Is
broad, low, roomy and typieally Spanish, Tt
was In old Cavité that Agulnaldo wag born
twenty-six years agd, and he has established his
aged mother and several of his relatives In his
headquarters.

THE TRANSPORT KIO GRANDE HERE.

The United States transport Rlo Grande, which
left Santiugo on July 22, enlling at Hampton Rouds
on her way North, arrived here yesterday after-
noon, She did not bring any wounded or sick sol-
diers, and when she arrived aut Quarantine she re-
ported all the crew as well.

MADRID KEPT IGNORANT.

SUPPRESEION OF NEWS BY THE MILI-
TARY CENSORS OF THE PRESS.

THE PEOPLE RESIGNED TO PEACE AT ANY PRICE
AND HOPELESSE OF EUROPEAN AlD—=NA-
TIONAL GRIEF ASRUAGED BY A BULL-
FIGHT-SAGASTA'S RECORD.

Madrid, July 17.

Madrid had a slight shock yesterday to the
tndiffersnce with which it has heen treating the
present crisis. The papers hostile to the Gov-
ernment appeared with whaole columns blank,
notably the republlcan “Pais” and the “Naclon.
al.”" The latter sheet complains this morning
that the columns suppressed In Ita yesterday's
issue were nelther more nor lpss than the dis-
patches which at a later hour were printed by
the Governmental “Correspondeéncia,’” The ag-
grieved newspapers assert that the doing away
with constitutional guarantees by afficial nrocla-
mation I1s chiefly directed not agalnst the Car
lists of the North or the Republicans of the East
and South, but against the press and the right
of free speech In publlc meetings. One pape:
facetiously announces that [t has set up in ro-
gerve whole pages from the prayer book, to use
in case of further suppressions hy the censor,
The “Pais"” comes out holdly for a military die-
tatorshlp, and this it Is allowed to print. As
General Weyler Ig understood to b coquetting
with the Hepuhlleans, thia bas given rise to
much talk. But, on the whole, it must be sald
that Madrid has little means of knowing what
the country really thinks.

A Frenech friend whe has just returned from
the North tells of a characteristic scene the day
after the destruetion of Admiral Cervera's
squadron hecame known. Tt was the eve of the
patron feast of Pampeluna, and that town was
already erowded with peasants from leagues
around. After the solemn religious procession,
in which the saint, with flowers and Incense,
and mueh eloth of geld and banners, is horne to
the musle of hrass bands to every quarter of
the town, there were to ba hullfights, with the
best matadores of all Spain. The Governor
thought the disaster warranted the change of
festivity into mourning. Not &0 the people, who
threatened a temporary revolution. After con-
siderable parley, It was represented to the Gov-
ernor that stopping the bullfight in Pampeluna
would not change anything that had happened
g0 far away as Santiago de Cuba: and proces-
sion and matadores had their usual glory. This
only shows the Nttle solldarity which exists
among the Spanish people, In Cadiz, where the
slaughter came home to many families, there
was a wild outburst of passionate grief. But
even there no popular opposition ls made to
carrying on the war. It Is a part of life, like
storma and shipwrecks—and all these people are
fatalists llke the Arabs and Moors who held
their country so long under eantrol,

THE MILITARY CONTROL THE PRESS,

The censorship of the press meanwhile is en-
tirely in the hands of the military authorities,
It is carried on at the general headquarters,
and two officers of the headquarters staff are nn
duty day and night. Otherwise dally papers
would have to suspend puhblication altogether,
The recognized secrataries of the varlous editors
have to present themselves with thelr entire
paper in proof. The officer passes his eye over
the columns, crossing out with a red pencil
whatever he judges unwise to print. At first
thesespmpiy columng actually appeared blank
In the paper when published. Now Indifferent
matter {s used to fill up, but the authoritles
have forbldden the insertlon of advertisements
or “hlocking” to draw greater attentlon to the
severity of the censure. All the editors have
heen abliged to confer with the Captaln-General
concerning the class of news regarded as ob-
noxious, are to gulde themselves accord-
Ingly, In general, it 18 forbidden to eriticlse
national institutions, the Government, army or
milltary operations. It should be added that the
telegraphle dlspatches are sharply treated. On
this point the Captain-General has thought It
necessary to explain his rule of action,

“Whenever there is question of a newspaper
whase dispatchez  come from  trustworthy
gources, and the facts telegraphed seem proha-
bie. the censor will authorize the publication of
dispatches from the seat of war. But editors
must réfrain from all comment under pretext
of explaining or throwing lieht on matters: and
news will be suppressed if It seema Inexact or
exaggerated.” .

After twenty years of liberty of the press, this
s a violent measure, even for Spaln, where the
has comparatively lttle Influence. The
officers, who themselvesa have not heen
hrought up to such work, are at thelr wit's end,
gome being too tolerant and others too severe.
The result s that Madrid knows little of what
is really golng on. At present people are lazily
discussing the probable position of the Amerl-
can feet, which, here at least, is thought to
have salled for the coasts of Spain some days
ago, Every hour has new rumors of peace,
with alternations of impossible terms demanded
by the "Yanquis” The Carlist sympathizers
say loudly: “Not an inch of our natlon’s terri-
tory, or we shall fight ourselves!" The people
proper have resigned themselves to peace on
any terms, provided the Government will act
and the army does not Interfere. But the na-
tional vice la svérywhere apparent, putting off
everything unti! to-motrow—"Maflana!'" The
peaple are also filled with the deluslon, which the
Government seems to encourage, that the Amer-
jcans will aceept more favorable terma after be.
ing decimated by yellow fever around Havana,
All the papers, however, unite in telling their
readers that nothing Is to be hoped for from the
rest of Burope Even the Germans at Manlla
no longer excite curlosity or hope

THE CAREER OF SENOR SAGASTA.

The “Heraldo" consoles liself by glving Its
readers o suceinet blography of Sefior Sagasta,
to bring out in rellef the opposition between his
present course of action and his revolutlonary
antecedenta. e began political fe at twenty-
one, In 1548, by refusing to acknowledge allegl-
ance to Queen Isabella. In 1554 he took a lead-
ing part In An attempt at revolution. The Par-
liamentary Government, which was conceded
after this movement, brought hlin to the front as
a leading editor in the ranks of the extreme Lib-
ernls. It wae then that he lald down his famous
formula—"Thrones are only politlcal institutions
to satlsfy the needs of the people.” The reac-
tlon of 1836 forced him to leave Spain, byl an
amnesty soon followed, and until 1863 he was
the chief opponent In the Cortes of Marshal
(v Donnell, father of the Duke De Tetuan, Ca-
nova's Forelgn Minister, At that lime he was
especially bitter agalnst those politiclans wha,
after bitterly reviiing the Government when out
of offles, calmly carry on Its poliey as soon as
they have taken Its place. He was an active
vonsjplrator with Prim, escaped from Spain to
Portugal, gnd then to England and FPrance, and
returned to Spain at the risk of his head to pre-
pare the overthrow of Queen Isabella. nder
the short-lived republic he became, for the first
time, 4 part of the Government of his country,
and from this taste of authority dates his
change, aceording to his Republican eritics,

Six years after the restoration of the mon-
archy he was already far enough removed from
his old-time revolutionism tobe made Prime Min-
jster. and he then made hls astounding declara-
tion, “Universal suffrage is the triumph of Ig-
norance.” Since then he has been alternately
with Canovas at the head of Spanish affairs,
and he has taken care, as he does now, that ig-
norance shall not triumph—at least not by uni-
versal suffrage. 8o far as Madrid knows, the
future rests with the army; and it is with the
army that Spain as well as the United States
baa pow to count,
