The regiments which Kentucky contributed to
the Army of the Unlted States in the Clvil War
have been long in finding an historlan. But the
volume prepared now at the instance of the
Union Seldlers and Sailors’ Monument Associa-
tion will make amends for the delay. Tt is com-
pact, and yet amule for Its purpose, The in-
formation !s systematically arranged. and the
dry details of regimental orzanization, rosters
and history are lghted often with charactieristic
gleams of soldier humor. It would be a good
deed o Index the sayings and anecdotes seat-
tered up and dhwn the witderness of hooks that
now shades the memary of the war of ‘61 What
light is cast, for instance, on the Atlanta cam-
palen when it Is described in the phrase of the
fighting men of those davs as “the battle of
May, June, July and August!” If you want a
map of the bagtle of Franliin, you are told by
one writer in pis book to look at your right
hand palm up, with the fngers eprend. The
palm represcnis the Unlen position. with the
Harpeth River flowing from the ifttie finger
argund -the vrist and off at the thumb, while
tHé! repmlfilng fingers represent the varlous
roads. from the south eonverging in Franklin,

Mr. Cullahan's study of neutrality on the
American lakes Is a very suggestive essay on
the methods by which war can he made difficult.
Back of the wrlijen agreement between the
United States and Great Britain thers In, of
course, the tacit but vigoronus determination to
have no war If it can be avolded. But two well-
equipped rival fleets In these Inland seas might
have proved a sirong temptation at various
times since the War of 1812, What has actually

_happened 1s that the long peaceful traditlon has
become almost second nature to the people. “In
case Canada should ever become one of the In-
dependent nations of the sarth,” remarks Mr.
Callnhan, “there need hs no more use of frown-
ing fleets to durken the inland waters than there
{s to-day. There waunld probably be no desire
to establish an armed truee lu place of the neu-
trality which has existed during the long period
gince Britlsh ficets went to the bottom of Lake
Erle.” And thers Is no telling how goon this
precedent of the lakgs may be appealed to In an
effort to prevent war on the Atlantle Ocean.
The latter can he crossed to-day almost as
quickly as Lake Superfor could be in 1812, Rela-
tively, nations are =0 much nearer togethey at
the end of the century than they wepe at the
beginning that there = not room for war on the

intervenjng ocean.
