At Washington Place. the home of the Queen
end the Pominis family, the t eremonies of the

nlght began. in spite of the hour all of the

Queen'a retainers werfl gathered within the

ppadOUfl grounds nnd servants ln llvery fltood at

the gate and at the fronl dOOT. Th- Queen could
Y,t frrn sltting in lonely state at a p'.ain deal ta-

b'.e. of n type to be found ln most American

kltch'ris. but though the table was plain, there
was no one good enough to slt at It wlth the

Que*n. As she ate native glrls waved whlte

feather kahills above her head.

After supper the Queeu recelved her retainers.
They fell on thelr knees on the veranda nutside

her door. and. Atlll kneeling. crawl-d across the

floor to her feet, where th"y touehed her hand
with thelr llps. Nearly all of the faithful ones

were old. the young Hawallans looking on

askance at ¦ ceremony that soemed to them in-

congruoua. The o]d people dld lt naturally and
aimply. ard eravvled backward out of their

Queen's presence. Two old women and an old
man were dronlng in melancholy recitatlvfl the

metriral hlfltory of the royal family. No one

pald any special attentlon to them. But thelr

r-ad vui.es made the nlght llke one in old Ha¬
wall. lt was like the funeral of a chlef.
At dayhreak the natives were still celebratlng

the homecomlng In their own way. The Kukul
torches were flarlng ln broad dayllght, and
women wlth bundles of twlga were swecplng
away the flowers that had been gcattered in the

pathway of the thron?less Quein.
SATISFIED WITH ANNKXATTON.

I_fHuoka_anl says that she ls sattsfled with an-

nexatlon, lndeed glad of it. though lt was a

eflock and aurprlse to her. Sh* .expeots Justlce
at the hanrta of the American people, and thlnka
that she wlll have a better chance to recover

the erown lands from the Americans than from
the Hawallan RepubllC She deniea that she had
made any effort to recover them aa yet, and
does not thlnk she wll! make any pro-lamatlon
to her people Though ahe l*.oks exceedlngly
well and ls stately and handsome, it ls belleved

Phlladelphla came in lt Beemed a. thouKh the
necesBlty for rolslng ihe Amerlcan flag hadI, as lt already floated from a hundred
j >lnta rn town.
Th.- Phlladelphla had made good time, slx

days and twenty h. urr. A goodly part of
the clty of Honolulu turned onl to welcome th*
offlcial meaaenger of annexatlon. though ;he
crowd was n<-t nearly s* large as that whlcn
greeted the arrlval of th" flral fleet of trane-
ports, nor waa il as enthualastlc. The Oovern¬
menl tug, under a huge Hawallan fla-f, held aii
the enthualoa'm. The Governmeni band, atand¬
lng under the ahelter of the flag, was playlngHawallan Natlonal alre in memory r.f a dead
natlonnHty. Th.- annexatloniata on board the
tuR cheered enthuslastlcally, bul there was not
a rlpple of a heer fr »m th.- rrowded llne of
wharves. Apparently annexatlon or Independ-
ence was aii one to them. The publlc were
laxlly curious an.i mlldly Intereated, bul the ln-
tenae peraonal Intertal whlch oll Amerlcana
take in greal eventa was entlrely locklng in this
cool, Indlfferent crowd.
