CANADA'S ATTITUDE ON RECIPROCITY.

A man closely eonnected with the Unltal
States Government, and who has tollowed the
work of the conference clasely, made the fal-
lowing statement this afternoon

Sinee T have heen here I have earefully ob-
the situation, and have learned thet
Canada expacts the TUnited States tn glve them
an exslusive preferential duty in our market
while they propose to admit our goods only upon
the same eondition that the products of Great
Britain are admitrad. The Canadians’ idea Is
that in our markets they are to have an ad-
vantage ns againat the rest of the world, while
in thelr market they wili give ns only an equal
apportunity to compets with Great Britaln, The
kind of reciprocity which the American people
tavor, and which the commarcial todies of the
United Statss have asked our Commissioners
to secure, 13 the reclprocity which gives an
equal pdvantage In the respective markets In
the eountries which are poarties to the agree-

APPOSED NY AMERICAN INDUSTRIES.

It was not then known that such great Na-
tional Industries {n the Unlted Etates as agri-
culture, lumber, coal and others were to be 1atd
nn the international bargain-counter, there to
he disposed of In consideration of securing for
a few manufacturers in Doston and other New-
waeland eltles the poor privilege af competing
In the Canadian markets on an equality with
some nther country where production Is carried
on at a cost far below the eost of production
in our own country. It wiil readlly he seen
that the Boston and Canadian proposition will

sarved

be of no material henefit to American pro-
dueers
In anttelpation of the appolntment of this

Joint High Commission, Canada some time ago
increpsed the proferantial tartff in favor of
sreat Britain 121 per cent, so that to-day In
the Canadian market American goods pay =
per cont more duty than English goods. If rect
procity hetween natlons, eapecially between the
1'nited States and forelgn countries, ls to be
secured only In this way. then the American
Government should add 25 per cent to Its pres-
ent tariff in order that it might make a reduc-
tion corpegponding to that which other countiries
Hke Canada propoge or, in other words, so
that it would have something to trade on.

It I8 thig attitude of the Canadlan press and
Canada's public m:n that leads me to belleve
that reejprocity with Canada is utterly out of
the questlon, but nevertheless American pro-
Aucers, and especlally those interested In the
throe greatest of our Natlonal Industries, should
tnke steps to convinee the American Commis-
| sloners that the Conadlan policy of reclproeity
l will pever meet the approval of the American
peoaple,

TO MAUCH |

TROOPS' TERRIBLE ORDEAL,

MICHIGAN REGIMENTS SUFFER AGONIES
ON THEIR JOURNEY FROM CAMP.
i

PENNED IN STIFLING CARS WITHOUT RATIONS
OR ICE—HEARTRENDING FCENES IN LONG
IBLAND CITY-ONE MAN DEAD
AND MANY PROSTRATED,

The sections of the train carrying the 33d and |
the 34th Michigan regiments started from Mon-
tauk Point at™ a. m., and began to arrive In
Long Islapd City at 3 o'elack. It was well Into
the evening before the last of the sections ar-
rived. During the long ride through Long Isl-
and the men suffered terribly in the hot cars.
| The healthy men aven panted for breath, end
stripped themselves of almost all their clothing,
hanging thelr heads out of the windows In an
effort to get a little of the breeze created by the
movement of the train. But this breeze was
like the one which comes from a furnace, and
only seemed to make the men want water.

Men who thought themselves strong and able
to stand the trip home to Michigan scon col-
l Inpred and sank down in the misles of the cars
| or curled themselves up in the corners completely
| worn out by the hot march to the train and still
hotter experience In the cars,

BTARTED WITHOUT RATIONS,

The men started without rations. Why, some
one may be able to say. Tt was undaratood by
the men that they were leaving army rations
behind and that thelr meals wonld be purchased
along the road, but there are few places along
the Long Island Rallroad where anything can
ba purchased. On the South Shore Road almost
every village 18 from a mile to three miles from
the nearest statlon, so that when the trains
stopped, as they often dld, all the refreshment
the men could get was to crawl from the cars
and stretch themselves under the nearest shade,
only to have to erawl hack on the cars a minute
later when the train ;noved forward. Some tried
the experiment of riding an the roofs of the cars,
but the flerce sun, worse than any they found
in Cuba, the men gay, made the tin burning hot
and drove them back into the sweltering cars.

OfMcers and men suffered alike. The trainmen
stopped the tralns at every water-tank and had
the supply In the cars renewed, but this afforded
1ittle rellef, as the water was usually warm
While the strong men suffared the condition of
the glck became frightful. Men weak and wasted

who had smlled and rejelesd when they left the
ramp behind them curzed the day they went to
the war and raved and wandered. The doctors
and nurzes 4ld everyvthing they conld for the
slck. but when they were themselves suffering
tortures from the heat which made life almost
unendurable they could da little to assuage the
suffering of the sick

FRIGHTFT'], BCENES AT THE STATION

When Long Island Clty was reached at last
and the tralns were unloaded, the most frightful
scenes that have been seen there since the war
began  wers  witnessed Men  climbed and
crawled from the cars and threw themselves
down wheraver they happened to be. Men gtag-
gered from the cars and out into the streets
only to fall or to stagger along untll atded by
some one to a plaer to sit dowp or onte the
hoats that were to take them t6 Weehawken.
The Red Cross rellef statlon had lts full force
on hand, In expectation of something of tha
| kind, but Its force was swampsd In ten minutes.
The rallroad company ordered a&ll of Ita erm-
ployes who could be spared to help In'the werk,
and storekeepers and residents of the section
lent thelr ald.
| Mrs. A 3 Hammond, Mrs. Appleton, Mrs
Pau! Dana. Mre Chauncey and Miga Reld, who
ars now In charga of the rellaf station. directed
affairs.  Lisutenant Dricker, of the 15th In-
tantry, and two men who have heen detailed
to the station at Long lsland City, warked hard.
Dr. Valentine and Dr. Carpent=r, the railroad's
physicians, were also on hand, as wers Drs Hall
and Powers, of 8§t. John'a Hospita!. Many eltl-
zons alded, led by George Clay and J H. 8med-
ley, business men of the nelghborhood. wha
called on their fellow-tradeamen to aid

Ambulances wers summaned from St John's
Hospital, In Long Island City, and from the
Preshyterian Hosplital, in Manhattan.

HELP TOO LATE FOR ONE MAN.

One of the first men found to need the ser-
viess of an ambulancs waa Gearge Allen, a pri-
vate In Company F of the 34th Regiment. His
home was at Milan, Mich. He was eaompletely
exhausted, and when the volunteer nurses were
carrying him from the train to the ambulance
he sald thelr help was yseless, and asked to ba
1oft alone, as he was dving. As the stretcasr
was placed In the ambulance he 1led, and his
bodw was taken out, that the ambulance might
be used farssome comrade who was alive. Al-
len's body was carrled to the baggage-room and
taid out on a hlanket pending removal to the
margue,

Then the ambulances from Manhattan arrived
Those men unable to go further with the regl-
ment were sent across the river. It was declded
ta ssnd none but those in immediate danger to
g8t. John's Hospltal, for it Is considered good
policy te hold this hospital always ready for
emargency cases, because it I# not far from the
rallpoad station

ANOTHER BADE HIS FRIEXDS GOODBY,

Fdward Reyes, of Compary A, of the 34th
Regiment, was also taken to the Presbyterian
Hospital  While In the relief station he ob-
talned paper and wrote a letter home. He said
ft was probably the last letter he would ever
write, and he bade his friends goodby, He en-
tered the Army a strong man, hut he ia now In
the last stages of consumptlon His prediction
that he will never see home aga
be verified within a few days,

One private, who went on with the other sol-
dlgrs toward home, was carried from the train
to the boat by a hospltal steward, and to show
his gratitude the man, who is suffering from ‘
consumption, and i€ wenkened by fever besldes,

y ttle book made out of the hark of
i‘:v: et:-.t;“ uI:tri;r which the exchange of Hobson
and his men took place. The sick man sald he
wanted to take the book home to his folks, and
counted on doing so when he made the bonk, but |
now he realized that if his body tf»ached Michi- [
gan he would be fortunate, He did not waunt to |
ko to & hospltal in New-York to die. but wanted |
to get ag near home as he could, so his com-
rades tonk him along

POLICE® REEERVES CALLED OUT.

SMiss Flscher and Miss Clark, who are In
charge of the dlet kitchen at the rellef atation,
worked hard all afternoon providing strengthen-
ing food and drinks tor the men, They had the
ald of 8 male and a femule cook, and called in
cooks from a neighboring restaurant to ald for

THE PRESIDENT ARRIVES,

HE BPENDS THE DAY IN TOWN AND
LEAVES THE CITY FOR MONTAUK.

WITH HIM ON THE TRAIN FOR THE CAMP ARS
THE VICE-PRESIDENT, SECRETARY ALUER,
BENATOR PROCTOR AND OTHERS—

TO GO TO PATERSON TO-DAY,

President McKinley arrived in the city yesters
day. His uain, which was compaosed of a comble
nation car and two private cars, reached Jersey
City over the Pennsylvenia Raliroad at 11:43
o'clock In the morning, The Fresiden* was in
George H, Westinghouse's private car Glen Eyre.
In the President's party were Mrs. McKinley,
Colone! Myron T. Herrlck and Mra. Herrick,
Major Webb C. Hayes, George . Cortelyou, as-
sistant private secrotary to the President; Mrs,
McKinley's maid and the steward of the White
House, Ag soon as the train stopped John Addi-
son Porter, the President's secretary, walked

| down to meet it. Vice-President Hobnrt, Mre.

Hobart end Garret A. Hobart, jr, who were
also awalting the arrival of the train, greeted
the President when he stepped down from the
car.

Tha President wore a blue serge sult and a
straw hat. He looked warm and somewhat
fatigued. Owing to the uncertainty of the hour
at which the President was to arrive, only &
small number of people had gathered to greet
the party, but these warmly welcomed him, As
the President passed tha engine he stopped and
spoke to the engineer, saying that he had en-
joyed a pleasant trip and thanking him for his
care, The party then went aboard the ferry-
bhoat 8t. Louls, which ecarried it tn Twenty-
third-st. ‘Therc a squad of mounted police Kept
bark the crowd while the President and his
party walked to their carriages. They were
jnined by Willlam 8. Hewk, one of the proprie-
tors of Heatel Mo.nhattan, who escorted the
party 1o that house Wherever the President
was reengnized cheers greeted him.

At the hatel anather squad of police waa lined
up, and the Presjdent passed in hurriedly and
went upstalrs immedlately to the apartments
that had heen reserved for him. The hotel was
decorated in honor af tha secasion. Flags were
fegtooned aver the deak, and a full-length por-
trait of the Presidsnt, drapsd In American
colore, hune in the earridor. After the President
had rested far a time in his rooms he received a
numbger of callers. He would not say anything
about his plans ather than that he was going to
Maontauk for a vigit. He Aid not intend to re-
visw the trosps formally. Ha sald that none of
the women In rhe party would go to Montauk,
and that hs Aid not knaw just what he would
dn after he reached there

One nf the President's first callers was Alex.
ander H. Revell, of Chicago, president of the
T'ninn League Cluh of that city, a prominent
Republican and personal friend of the President.
Another caller was Ferdinand W. Pack, Coms
missioner-Gerera! to the Paris Expasition. who
salla to-dayv on La Touraine, of the French Line.

The President’s purty tock luncheon togather
fn a private room of the hotel At about 330
o'rlock the Prestdent, accompanied by Vice-
President Hohart and John Addison Porter,
dreve (o the Fifth Avenue Hotel, from the bal-
seny of which they viewsd the parade of the
waval Reserves. It Is sald that as sson as Mr,
McKintey found, on his arrival In New-York,
that he would ha able to ses the parade. he an-
nounced his intantion of dning so. The scanes
which attended his review of the Reserves areé
described in another column.

The President and his corapanions returned
+n the Manhattan Hotel at about 4:39 n'clock,
By this time it had becoms generally known n
the city that the President’s party was thera
and o largs crowd was pregent, Mr McKinley
was loudly chesrsd He bowsd repeatedly In
acknowledement. At 0 a'clock, with Mrs Mr-
| Kintey and Mr and Mr2 Hobart, tue President
started for a drive In Central Park.

Retuwiring to the hotel, the President and
Yise-Prosident found dinner ready to he served
in the State suite. The Prasident's party dined
{1: a private room. After donner the tima was
spent in a hopeless strugzie to keap cool. A
rumber of callera were received by tae Pres-
{dent, nclnding Geaeral Daniel Blckles,

Early In the evening a dispatch was raralved
paying that Secretary and Mre Alger, Secra-
tary and Mrs. Bliss, Surgeon-General Sterm-
bere. Ccmmissarv-General Eagan and others
were on thelr way to New-York, and would
joln the President at Long Island City, to g0 to
-tontauk Polnt. At 10 o'clock the traps were
| gathered together, and President McKinley,
Visel'resident Hobart, Secretary Porter and
Major Webh C. Hayes entered carriages and
started for the rallroad statlon.

They went in three carriages and wers driven
Aown Park-ave to Thirty-fourth-st., and then
to the ferry at Thirty-fourth-st. apd the East
River. A crowd of guests and citizens had
gathered on the portico and balconler of the
hotel to witness the President's departure. The
carrlages had reached Fifth-ave. hefors many
people had recognized who wera in them. At
Park-ave. and Thirty-fourth-st. some newsbhoys
shouted that the Pregident was coming, and
hunidreds of people quickly gathered and cheered
loudly as the carriages pasged. The party
crossed the river on the ferrybeat, which left
the slip at 10:15 and five minutes later the
President entered the Long Island City rallroad
station, and, passing through the dense crowd
which thronged tr, walked to his car
.The train which was walting to carry the
President to Mountauk was standing in the sta-
tlon and was made up of four Pullman sleeping-
cars, the St. James, che New-Zealand, the Glen-
evre, the Inlanthe, and & baggage-car. Upon his
arrival at the station Prasident MceKinley and
Vice-President Hobart entersd the lolanthe,
where they remained several minutes

President Baldwin, of the Long Island Rall-
road, had been at the station for hours person-

| ally superintending the arrangemoents for the

President’s trlp. He was working about the sta-
tion in h!s shirt-sleeves and was an extremely
busy man. The train was ready to start at any
moment. It was in charge of Willlam King,
conductsr, and R. E. Morgan and W, E. Coz-
zeng, brakemen. The traln was drawn by engine
No. 4), with John Faoley, enginecr, in the cab.

Secretary Alger. accompanied by Mra. Alger:
Commissary Fagan and Senator Proctor, arrived
in Jersey City over the Peansylvania road on
the B p. m. Congresslonal limited, Attorney-
Genernl Griggs met the party as they alighted
from the traln, and he accompanied them on
board the Government beat General Meign
The General Melgs tromediately steamed down
the river and around the Battery and up the
East River to Long Island City, which was
reachad a few minuates after President MceKinley
and party had arrived thae, Just as Secretary
Alger and Attorney-General Griggs reached
President MeKinley's carriage the latter and
Viee-President Hobart allghted and greeted
them.

The President, accompanied by Vice-Presi-
dent Hobart, SBecretary Alger, Attorney-General
Griggs and  Senntor Proctor, then walked
through the station and visited the hospital of
the Red Cross, opposite. This hospital has only
recently baen opened. It |s a thres.gtory frame
