' THE BRIDGEPORT POLICE ISSUE AN OF-
FICIAL STATEMENT.

EVIDENCE POINTS STRONGLY TOWARD DR. NANCY
GUILFORD AND HER S0N AND DAUGHTER
~HARRY OXLEY RESPONSIBLE

pridgeport, Sept. 24—The vell of mystery
which closed down on the tragedy of Yellow Mill
pond on the day when the supposed vietin.
Marion Grace Perking, came back to her home
alive and well, and which has gince lifted a little,
day by day. was this morning pulled strongly
aside by the superintendent of the Bridgeport

Hee. who male an official statement, positive
fn character and startling in ita details. The
gtatement shows that the police are in posses-
glon of practically all the facts fn the case, and
have arrested several of the chief actors in the
crime. The statement as officlally glven out by
superintendent Birmingham s as fallows:

“We know that Harry Oxley was responsible
for Emma Gill's condition, and that he arranged
with Naney Guilford to perform an abortion on
the girl. We know the GIll girl came to Bridee-
port. We know she died In Naney Guilford's
house. We know that the date of her death was
two weeks ago to-night, The body was cut up
in that house the next day. It was cut up in
the bathtub,

“We know that on the Sunday night after the
hody was cut up Mrs. Guilford hired a team at a
jivery stable. We know that the head and legs
were placed In that carrfage. T am convinced
that Harry Gullford, Mrs. Gullford's son, on his
bleyele led the way. while Mrs. Gullford followed
in the carriage, I am convinced that he rude
direct to the Bishop-ave. cut. There the stones
that welghted the packages were gecured, From
the cut 1 am econvinced that Harry Guilford
the way to the Sea View-ave, bridge. He rode
across the bridee and back to see if the coast
was clear, and then signalled to his mother to
drive on the Lridge, Mra. Guilford drove on the
bridge and up to the place where her son was
waltine.

*1 am convinced that Harry Gullford then lift-
ed the packages from the carriage and threw
them inta the pond. The same procedura was
repeated the next night, when the trunk was
dlspased of in the same way.

“We knew that Eudora Gulliford, Mra Guil.
tord’'s dauchter, who was arrested In Wellshure,
N. Y. this morning, assisted her mother in dis-
posing of the body.

“1 gearched the Guliford house myself. I can-
not tell you of the avidence I found thera, In
the furnace In the cellar I found the heel of a
woman's shoe, the gkeleton of A woman's pocket-
taok and other things, The stones which
welghted the packages were our starting point.
One of the first steps we took waes to ascertalin
T a livery team had heen used on Sunday night.
found in that earriage some fragments of stone
Just Hke the stones used as wetghts. On the
carpet at the rear of the seat in the carrlage
we found s=pots which looked ke bloed. That
tugey had been sent by the Hvery-stahle Keeper
to Nancy Guilford’'s houae an both of the nights
in question. The case iz sufficiently advanced to
warrant my making this statement publice.
Harry Oxley s the man we want. Howard
Guernsey s not gullty. He was Oxley's frlend
and confidant. He made the mistake of not tell-
ing what he knew.”

The colored woman, Mrs. Rosa Drayton, and
her daughter, Clara, who were arrested last
pight, Superintendent Birmingham says, will
prove important witnesses. According to the
superintendent, one of these colored women
went to Southington after the finding of the
body and saw Harry Oxley. Nancy Guilford
sent her on the errand, £ald the superintendent.

This morning Harry Guilford was arraigned In
the City Court before Judge Carroil on a charge
alleging an attempt to procurs an abortion on
Emma Gill, The arralgnment was merely
formal, and was continued for one week, and
the prisoner waa committed to jall without ball,

Walter C. Foster was also arraigned hefore

Judge Carroll on a simllar charge. Foster, how-
ever, was discharged upon the recommendation
of the Prosecuting Attorney. After his release
Foster sald he knew absolutely nothing of
Emma Gill's death, He sald he had seen o
pleture of the dead girl's face, and to him It
‘did not look like her. He said that last werk
Eaturday he wrote to her at Southington, and
that probably the letter {s stll]l there. Foster
left the clty on the first train after his release.

Three Pinkerton
detectlves emploved by the State are working
in New-York State, The arrest of Nancy Gull-
ford i the on'y thing now desired by the au-
thorities.

Late to-day Superintendent Birmingham sup-

lemented his previous statement with the fol-
owing announcement: "1 am  positive that
Nancy Gullford is not now in Europe, and am
pretty sure she s at the present time within
twenty miles of Wellshurg, N. Y.

SAN FRANCIBCO,

Chicago, Bept. 2.—"The Tribuna" says that a
traln bearlng ten milllon ounces of sliver bullion
from Philadelphla to 8an Franciseo |8 soon to mark
A pew ora In the Federal Government's method of
transparting the preclious metnl between frs mints.
It has been known for some time that such n great
gnipment wus in eontemplation, and the appearance
of Asslatant Secretary Vanderllp of the Treasury
Department In Chieago was for the purpose of
making definite arrangements.  Mr.  Vanderlip
wig In eonsuliation with the Western rallroad
officials, nnd the shipment is to be made on a spe-
clal fast frelght train, guarded by Federal soldlers
anl  detectives, It i# supposed that hereafter
frelght and not expross will be the method of ship-
ment.

The Phlladelphla Mint 1s being run to its full
eapaclty colning gold—both forelgn and domestic—
which has heen pouring In at a surprising rate, and
the Intention s to transfer ten milllon ounces of
sllver to the Pacifie Corst, This amount means
over thren hundred tons, or fiftean average car-
jonde.  The express charges on any such quantlty
at anything ke schedule rates would be an ltem
which even the Upited States Treasury could afford

A MYSTERY OF THE WIRES,

‘Telegraphic communleation between 8t. Louls,
Kunsus Clty and Chleago was cut off for a short
time to-day by a mysterlous electricnl disturbance
which telegraphers, for some unknown reason, con-
nect with the aurora borenlis,  Electriclun E, .

The currents attuck nll wirea
that form parts of ground circuits, and nullify en-
tirely the electriclty that I8 sent over them by
artificin]l means, The only way the eurrents can bha
avoldod (8 to couple two wires at each end, form-
lr# a metallle eireult,  Ground currents cannot
affect the wires in a metallle elreult.

This pavement has been very
unsatisfactory, and has already been discarded
nearly alt of the Lirger eitles, hut the form o
paving treated of hy the Commercinl Museum's
port Is one Ly which nlocks of very ha v
earefully eut by machinery to a uniform are
clogely Inld on a foundation of concréte.

This form of puving has recoived tests of about
elehteen vears, unde* all kinds of traffie th
principal clties of Australla, where it hos
g0 satlefactory that all the larger Australian eft
are now using 8 more than any other form
pavement, and at least one clty, Sydney, has din-
l.'ﬂif;h'll all other forms i favor of the bardwood
gystem,

During the lnst ten years a number of experls
ments have been made with this pavement in Ete
ropean cities, but the blocks huve not @ren down
tor o suffclont lenegth of thme to arrive ¥t a Wﬁ
definite estimite of their durability, In the Unl
States thers fs but one example of o street paved
with Austrnlian hard wood. namely, Twentieth-st.,
between Hroadway and Fifth-nve, New-York City.

Vashington had ac length awake sl to the fact
that the conditions in Alaskn consequent upon the
Mucovery af the unparalleled riches of the Klon-
dike hnd nover been aluplicated. To mest thesa
condittons Inspector Clum was sent into the Mew
territory, clothed with authority such ns has rarely,
if ever, heen given to one mat in the service before.

In the veirs preceding the discovery of the Klon.
dike, Mr. Clum states It had been the cheorful
custom of the Government to allot about threa
years to the estublishment of a postoffice on the
Yukon One summer the woulil-he postmaster
would send in hiz applieation. The next summer he
woulld recelve his appointment, with his officlal
band in blank, with instrietions to 11 it out and
retirn 1t in order tp receive his commisaion, Some
time in the third summor the postmaster's oom-
misston would arrive. By that time, the tradition
of the Department goes, the new postmaster would
have heen enten up hy bears, died of old age or
seurvy, or have loft tha country. The eystem Was
not hriliiantly successful

Rut Inspector Clum changed all that, In A com-
pret form he carried with him to Alnzka complata
outfies for the establishment of postofflees,
sidos postoffice supplies, =uch ns stampa, postal
enrds and what not, he took with him dating and
cancelllng stamps, keye for mall sacks and a dozen
unid one things of that sort.
