On the
other hand, she may be a large gainer In cash
by the sale or lease of Delagoa Bay to Great
Britain, Either of those operations would be of
exceptional import to the Lishon exehoquer.

LONDON NOTES,

PASSING OF THE FAMOUS OLD MEN-
AMERICAN EXPLORATIONS IN ENG-
LISH VILLAGES -MORALS FROM

THE TEMPLE,
London, September 27,

The famous old men are passing away one bp
ane in England. The Father of the Commons,
Mr. Villiers, died In January at the age of ninety-
six, and three veterans, Mr. Spencer Walpola,
Mr, Gladstone and Lord Mansfield, have followed
him. Yesterday Sir George Grey, one of the
oldest and greatest administrators of the enlanlal
service, was burled at St, Paul's with stately
ceremony.  Only two famous veterans in the
nineties remaln. One ls Mr., Thomas Sidney
Cooper, the Academlcian, who gave a dinner last
night at Vernon Holme to a company of friends
and recelvad thelr congratulations upon his
birthday. He was born In 1803 near Canterbury
and entersd the Royal Academy school seventy-
five venrs ago, subsequently studying art in
Brussels and devoting his talent to landscape
and animal painting. In his old age he is =il at
work In his studlo, ilving st Harbledown, near
Canterbury. The other veteran is Dr. James
Martineau, who was born in 1905 He lives in
London, ls constantly writing and shows few
signs of the Infirmitles of age.

Mr. Watts belongs among the famous men In
the elghtles. He was born in 1817, and has
been exhibiting pletures In the Royal Academy
sinee the opening yvear of the Queen’s reign, Ha
has retired from the Academy, but remains con-
stantly at work and is in fairly vigorous health,
Mr. Ruskin s his jJunlor by two years. The
wine merchant's house at Herne Hill, where he
was born, Is still stapding, but he has not been
In Londan for manny vears. Even as a child he
tearnsd to loye rural England, for hie father
uged to take him on long husiness drives ovep
the country roads far Into Seotland and Walens,
The merchant was placing ordoers for wine wher.
ever he went, but the child was tralning his
eyea for the perception of heauty In nature and
art, In one of the lovellest spots o England
Mr, Ruskin’s cloging years are passing away al-
most without publle ghservation, His house
among the hills of Coniston is pointed out te
all tourlsts In the lake distriet of Lancashire,
but the great magter of art eriticlsm and Eng-
fish prose is seldom secn and is protected against
inquisitive eallers with prying eves. His work
is done and hig health 12 slawly breaking down.

AMERICAN TOURIST ENERGY.

Hursley Church, flve miles from Winchester,
was rebullt from the protits of “The Christian
Year® and John Keble's grave is in the church-
vard. Thia was the scene of his life's work
after his retiroment from Oxford, The llvings
of Hursley and Ofterhourne were held by him
from 1535 to his death, In 1866, This tranquil
district of Hampshire 13 redolent with memories
of this sweet singer of the English Chureh,
whose hymng gave expression to a delicate de-
votlonal feeling not previously known in that
communion. Keble as the preacher of the fa-
mous sermon on National Apostasy and the
ploneer of the Oxford movement is honorad at
the University where a Tligh Church (Collage
Fas been founded In memory of his work: but
his name Is not forgotten in the quiet Hamp-
ghire villag=s where he passed the larger part
of his active life, Special services are held this
week in Hurgley in commemoration of the
restoratlon of the church; but there are al-
wava during fine weather In summer pllgrims
on the rond from Winchester to vislit Keble's
grave, It is needless to add that most af theze
pllgrims are Amwericans,

Indesd, there are fow spots consecrated hy
Englieh gonius which are not discovered and
explored hy American tourisis. A longer walk
from Winchester eastward across the downa
leads to Selborne, a qualnt, secluded village
among the Alton hills, Tt Hes midway hetween
two railways, and is outside the range of ordl-
nary trippers’ journeys. The Americans have
found it out, and have been drawn thither by
the memory of Gilbert White, wio was born ther:
and was burled in the village churchyard over a
century ago, An Englishman with & taste for
natural history recently gave me an amusing
account of two fourneys which he had made to
Gilbert White's home.

The first one was undertaken many years
ago from Winchester on a bLright summer's
day. He had fallen under the Influence of the
“Nitural History of Selborne,” and wished to
take a stroll throngh the distriet of which Gl
Lert White had left g0 full and realistic a plet-
ure. Ha reached Selborne after a long tramp
and put up at the village lnn for the night.
After dinner he asked the landlord if there was
a spare copy of Gliert White's “Natural [lis-
tory of Selborne” anywhere about the house,
The landlord looked puzzled, but satd that he
would try to find one. Not long afterward he
returned with the “A. B. C." gulde and an old
London directory, and remarked that he had
never heard of the other book. The English-
man went about the village the next morning
and was amazed to ascertiin that Glibert White
was almoet an unknown name in a district of
Hampshire which he had rendered famous by
his “Natural History.," The house whera he
had lved was Identified with difeulty, and his
memory seemed to have faded out of the vil-
lagers’ thoughts,

Naot long ago the same Englishman repsated
this walk from Winchester to Selborne after
the lapse of many years, He dined at the same
inn, and again asked for a ecopy of Gilbert
White's elassie. This time it was promptly pro.
duced, with the remark that thers were several
ather copleg in the house. “The lust time 1 was
here,” sald the traveller, “nobody geemed to
know who Gilbert White was, What has hap.
pened?” “Well, sir,” replled the landlord, “the
American tourists have been coming here in in-
ereasing number year after year, and they are
always talking about Gllbert White and asking
for the book, I finally sent up to London for
half a dogen coples. 1 had to do gomething to
keep these inquisitlve Americans quiet,” The
next morning the traveller found out that the
Glibert White house had been repalred and re-
stored, and was constantly on exhibition, with
the church and the grave. The Americans had
discoversd Selborne and reminded the villagers
that an Englishman of unfque genlus had once
dwelt there and deeply interested book-lovers
in It,

A UNIVERSITY OF LAW.

Amerleans often put Englishmen to the blush
by their supertor knowledge of the historical
and lterary assoclations of this storied country:
hut they are not the only discoverers and in-
vestigators In the fleld. Every large town has
its antiquarian and historical socleties, and
every old church has a group of speclal guar-
dians who have assumed charge of |ts antiqul.
tles. London s the only town In the world
which offers scope for the prevaration of an
encyelopedia in many volumeg, and this work
{8 now well In hand under the direction of Sir
Walter Hesant, the best-informed man ahout
everything relating to the metropalia, Ther: is
hardly an old church In London the history of
wlilch has not been written with painstaking
care; and the Hterature included In such & sur-
vey as Sir Walter Besant Is making s con-
stantly increasing

One of the most interesting pamphlets of this
nature which I have read tn a long time s “The
History of the Temple,” by Mr. G Plit-Lewis,
Q. (. The four Inns of Court, which have the
privilege of calling men to the bar, with the
nine subsidiary Inns of Chancery, which are lot
out in chambers to solleltors, barristers and the
publie, make up the most pleturesque quarter
of London; and the Temple Is the brightest and
most storled section of it. Mr. Pitt-Lewis has
glven & luminous account of the transition of
