TEE GOVERNMENT OF HAWALL

The forecast now made of the repurt of the
Hawailan Conimission differs little from that
made many weeks ngo, There is vo orcasion
for the Commissionors o propose dhy startling
povelty or “pew departure,” and they appar-
ently do not mesu to do g0 The problems of
government in Hawail are not new, They are
precisely the same that have heen mel and
solved again and again in the bistory of the
Republic.  The isiands are no more alien. in
population, customs oF othernise. #nd are oo
more remnte from the centre of governmen®
than other lands which we have hitherta ae-

written abont the impossibility of white coloni-
zation of the troples, Plenty of tropleal couti-
tries have been colonized by white Enropeans, |
and are to-day.  As for slawail, while it lies |
chfefiy within the tropics, it has a temperate
ellmate. The temperaiure of Honoluln averages
g ttle higher than that of New-Orleans, hut is
fuie more squable: and the smnmer heat in the
former eltv | Dot as great nor as oppressive as
in the Iatter,

The Commission appears, then, to be, in the
walt, simply applying the prineiples of the Con
gtitution and of practical common-sense o the
wlutlon of (he “Hawalian prohlem.” and we
doubt not that the results will he entirely satis
factory. A year ago the welkin was rent with
wild talk abomt war with Japan and war with
Girent Britain as an inevitable sequence of an-
pesation.  How ridienlons it all seems now!
so ridienlons will seem, one of these days, all
{he lueid prophecies of trouble that have heen
wade, and Hawall will be confirmed in s plaie
among our territorinl possesslons without the
slightest hitch or jar to our republican Institn-

tions.

GENERAL ROE AND THE GUARD.

The aunouncement that Major-tieneral Roe Ix
to be made and held responsible for the reor-
sanization and rehabilitation of the Nutlonal
Guard of New-York must gratify all who take
an intelligent Interest in the milirary extablish-
went.  The Governor will, of course, retaln the
ti1le and authority of Commander-in-Chilef, and
o doubr will not only exercise his influenee but
assert his supremacy it the necessity arises:
but the understanding is that General Roe will
Le in practlieal eommand, with abundant oppor-
runity 1o demonsteate the gualifieations which
Lt 1s eredited with possessing in a high degree.
Nor is thete any sufficient reason to fear that
he will prove inadequate 1o a task of which he
certainly realizes the magnitude and lmpor-
wnee. He has had careful training aud long
expertence, e is dilizent and consclentions, and
if there {8 any foundation for the critirism that
there is @ slight excess of cautlon and method
in his disposition, nssociation with Colane]
Roogevelt may he expected to coirect that ten-
dervy

Of one thing General Roe and all who are
called 1o cowoperate with him nry resy assured,
pamely. that the people of New-York will heart-
iy welcomue and support @ pretty radical rans-
formation of the Natiopal Guard.  The fact is
will pecosmized that it has hercinfore mani-
foxted too low # conception of the ollfgations
which at all thmes rest upon it This has been
due in large weasure 1o au esecedingly funlty
orcanization, but in large measure also to the
sorlos deficiencies of  individuals whe have
been intrusted with large responsibilities, n
spite of the generally high spirit wlideh the sud-
den deminnds of the war developed, the military
operations of the lust supnner have made the
inevitable consoquences of former neglect and
misdirection consplinots, 1 the lesson lds
heen thoroughly learned, large compensition for
recent disappointments will be found in the
establistiment and maintenance of vastly et
ter conditions.  To such 0 process the new code,
thongh perbiaps in need of particular amend-
ments, i belleved to be In general well adapted,
and the military authorities anticipate ittle
ditfienlty In sevuring such modifications as will
wake it wholly applieable to the purposes It
wiis honestly designed to promote.

The peaple of New-York have heen extremely
liberal in their treatment of the Natjonal Guard,
and, having long taken pride in helieving that
was thoronghly efficlent and faithful, they were
correspondingly displeased by acenmulating evi-
denees that it hiad fallen into a state ol demor-
alization.  Whatever some vain or trifling indli-
viduals who have heen holsted into places of
anthority may think, the people do not livink
upon the wilitary establishment as a Inxury 1o
b supplied for the pleasare of jts members, hut
as& 4 reasonable and necessary provislon for 1he
genera! tranguillity in time of peace and the
goneral defenve in time of war, Conesived in
auy other way nnd maintained on auy other
brsis it has no warrant to exist at all.
