1t 1s deslgned primarily, as ts name implies,
to commemorate Natlonal dofence against for-
sien aggressiom, and (b covers the perlod of
Anmorican history fndependence of the
Qeates was deciared In 1576, Hence the foreign
wars which it thus far inc lndes are the Kevo
Iutlon. the War with Tripoll, the War of 1812,
the Mexlean War and the war with Spain. Iis
principal objects are the perpetuating nf the
names and services of commissioned officers
who served In any of these Wars, and the con-
forving of companidnships in the order upon
cuch officers or unon thelr direct tineal de-
srendante in the male line.
