One of the subjects of gr«>at interest to the public
now Is that of occupations for women, and the
question. "What shall our girls learn to do that
will mnk«. these srlf-supportlng and comfortably
Independent"" Is Mfeed on all sides. Among the
callings suggested that have been tried or fol¬
lowed by women, little attention so far has been
pall to 'he Industry of woodcarvlng. which must
be i lasse.| under the head of art.
In considering this general topic and the advan¬

tage offered by th« rsrlOUS ClSSSee of artistic effort
commonly pursued by our students, surprise has
often been expressed that there has not been es¬
tablished In this country years ago any property
equipped school or master leeching wooibarving
or wood sculpture as a fin« art.
"In Europe," said one of th« workers In thin art

yesterday, "tins delicate handiwork has for cen¬
turies been OSS of the favored forms of artistic
pastime amonir the women of th« nobility, and
tO-day It counts na its devote«« many of the most
exclusive and most highly cultured women on that
continent. Lessons are as generaliy taken there,
In this fascinating art be the young women of the
Upper classes ns are music and painting by the
daughters Of families of like soclul rank in this
country.

"It Is Indeed strnnge that this craft, adaptableIn Its application to so wide a range of use und
ornament, and ha9 never her«tof«ire been properlypresented to the cultured classes here. The work is
far m ;re cleanly than painting, either In water
colors or In oil. and th« Implements require, less
attention and care. Th« simple and m«nt exact
principles upon which true art Is based are from
their very nature susceptible of more ready com¬
prehension and mastery than those underlying
many other branches commonly token up.

SKILL KASILV AfgFIRED.
"The skilful handling' of th« few tools required is

quickly attained, and In a few livens the averagescholar Is able to exe. ute exquisite work at once
a surprise and a delight.
"In addition to the rare pleasure resulting from

known ability to create beautiful things, there aro
greater benedta accruing to the sculptor, not to
mention others. There Is the fact that he has
burned th« better to appreciate and valu« propor¬
tion, form and deltcucy of outline, and this know 1-
.dge, aside from the personal satisfaction It brings,
enables him to Judge with true accuracy th.- r-
tlatlc merits of all tilings, natural or manufactured,
having form as their hi-, sis. This essential sense
can be secured In no other way so readily. In#
deed, the artistic faculty, the íesfhetic taste Itself.can be perfected only bj a fair knowledge of th«truth» which a course in wood sculpture supplies"This fact is tiling recognised in this countrynow, as It has long been recognized and obsi r iIn the centres of high art In Europe, and even Inthe For East, Wise masters of the chisel nowbring their dainty craft to th.« art lovers of ourNation, aiiJ the void that lias been felt In th- arteducation of this young country will not kingcontinue Art In everj form Is hut the expres¬sion of a refined sense. Indeed, nothing mon«, sure¬ly marks the ipirit of true refinement than the de¬
gree in which an intelligent love of the beautifulu manifest, Hence it is that cultured persons ara
not only constant patrons of art. but seek them¬selves to become proficient In some one or moro ofIts branches.
"Music, sculpture, painting, ceramics and variousother familiar forms of ¡lk« endeavor have fur¬nished expression to men's Increased and In Teas¬

ing culture, and given broad opportunity for th*development of individual fac les and tastes.Qreat as have been the bene.'lts to mankind fromthe achievements nf masters In the several line«
mentioned, It may be well asserted that the chlefest
good has come from the attention given thereto
DJ cultivated men and women, who sought onlyfurth.-r self-Improvement, and not the mere makingof fortune or a name

such persons who. In every department of »»ath^flcs.
seek such scholarships under lbs great masters
who hare unselfishly relinquished the broadening
advantages of public servi,e for the restriction of
studio or Instruction-room.
