The firemen worked hard, and at 10 o'clock
thought they had the flames confined to the
basement and vaults under the sidewalks and
urider control, when the fire broke out with
greater fury than ever on the Twentleth-st
side. Immediatsly a fourth alarm was sent In,
The fire continued to gain headway, and a fifth
call was turned In for more engines and trucks,
Thus reinforced, the firemen fought bravely from
every vantage point.

Washington, Jan. 18.—~The fallure of the Senate
to securs a vote elther yesterday or to-day on
the Nicaragua Canal bill has interfered some=
what with Senator Davig's purpose to force an
carly consideration o1 the ‘reaty of Paace be-
tween tae United States and Spaln. Two days
at least have been lost, which might have been
given to clearing away the ground for dlscus-
slon of the Parls conveatlon. Chalrman Davis
hopes, however, to have a clear field ahead of
liim before the end of the week, and only appro=
priation bills will be allowed hereafter to block
the progress of the struggle for and against
ratification.

The opponents of ratification realize that they
have not the necessary strangth to amend the
treaty. a majority vote being required to aiter
fta terms In any particular. They slso know
that. falling to change the text, they cannot
muster the one-third vote needed to defeat the
convention, Thelr only hope les, therefore, in
wearying the friends of the treaty Into an agree-
ment to append some proviso to the present
text, disclaiming any Intention on the part of
this Government to retain the Philippines, as the
price of a final vote during the lite of this Cope
Bress.

LEADER OF THE OPPOSITION,

Though the apposition hins now found A pap
Hamentary leader of gkill, energy and resourses
In the senlor Senator from Maryland, Mr. Gore
man, It is not yet clear what purpose the Demos=
eratic slde of the Sepate has to gerve in maln-
talnlng a very stubborn fight against ratifl-
catlon. Since Mr. Bryan has declared in favor
of ratifylng the treaty Arst and settlin~ the
Natlon's policy toward the Philippines later, It
Is not, perhape. to he wondersd at that Mr. Gors
man should selze the opportunity to break the
force of Mr. Bryan's leadership In Congreas by
advoeating unconditlonal oppesition to the
terms of the Peace Treaty. By rallying behind
him on this lssue the preat majority of the
Demorcrats In the two Houses, he wiil esrtainly
he able to eommit the party to his own rather
than Mr. Sryan's political programme,

But heyond its effect on the struggle for cone
trol within the Democratic organization, Mr.
Gorman’'s fight against ratification cannot proe
duce any very serious results. At best it san
only postpone an approval of the terms of peace
made at Parls untll a special session of the Sen-
ate can be called In March—a sessjon which will
find the ranks of the opposition materially de-
pleted, the Democratic leader himseit heing
among the ten or more memb + of that party
who will then have lost their seats. With Mr.
Gorman directing the fight against ratification,
Chalrman Davis s sure to encounter many obe
stacles to progress in executive session. Thers
I= as yet, hawever, no suhbstantial reason to
think that the Parls Treaty, even with due re-
gard to other necesrary legislative business,
cannot he ratified befors March 4 next

CONSRQUENCES OF REJECTION.

What would probably be the <ituation In the
event of the defeat of the pending treaty of
peace; & & question that Is frequently asked,
Answers to that question are found In opinlons
of American statesmen and the highest authori-
ties on international law and usage.

Thomas Jefferson's opinlon was that “eon-
quest glves only am inchoate treaty of peace,
which does not hecame perfect till confirmed by
the treaty of peace and by a renunciation or
abandonment by the former proprietors.”

“Everything that has been stipulated by an
agent in eonformity with his full powers ought
to besome ohligatory for the State from the
moment of slgning, without rven walting for the
ratification,” says Martens, “However,” he con-
tinucs, “nat to expose a State to the errors of &
gingle person, It has now become a general
maxim that publle conventions do not hecoma
obllgatory untll ratified. The motive of this
custom clearly proves that the ratification can
never be refused with justice, except when he
who (s charged with the negotiation, kesping
within the extent of his publle full powers, has
gone heyond lils secret Instructions, and conge-
quently rendered himself llable to punishment;
or when the other party refuses to ratify.”

VIEWS OF PRESIDENT MONROE

President Monros, commenting upon his nego-
tiations with Spaln relative to the cession of
Flotlda and tha Acclination of Spain to ratify
the treaty, remarked that the facts would
satlsfy every impartial mind that the fiovern-
ment of Spaln bad no fustifiable cause for de-
elining to ra’ify the treaty. “A treaty eoncluded
in eanformity with Instructions,” said President
Monroe, “ls obligatory In good falth In all e
stipulations, according to the true intent and
meaning of the parties. Each party Is Found to
ratify It If either could set aside w.ihout the
consent nf ths other thare would no longer be
any rules applicable to such transactions be-
tween natlons. By this procesding the Govern-
ment of Spaln has rendered to the United States
a new and very serious Injury. It has been
etated that & Minigter wouid be sent to nsk cer-
taln explanations of the Government, but 14
siirh were deslred, why were they rot asked
within the time limited for ratification? Is it
contemplated to cpen & new negotlation respect-
ing any of the artleles or conditions of the
treaty? If that were done, to what consequence
might it not lead? At what time and in what
manner would a new negotiation terminate? By
this proceeding Spain has formed a relation be-
tween the two countries which will Justity any
measiures on the part of the United States which
a strong sense of injury and a proper regard
for the rights and Interests of the Nation may

distate."
WHAT JOHN QUINCY ADAMS SAID.
speaking for President Monroe and for himself,
Gecretary of State John Quincy Adams defined,
dlstinctly and explicitly, the position of the
United States Government relative to the obif«
