| to tnck nutritlous qualitics, as was apparent from

the condition of the men who returned from Cuba
to Montuuk—men who had never heen 111, but were
groatly emaclated. He bellevad that the meat was
overdone—that there wis some fault In the process
of prepuration—thut the process lina not hean per-
tected. The bacon wos of good quality. He could
say nothing about refrigerated heof, because he aid
not sen any of it In Cuba or Parto Rico. i1a made
no formal inspection of the canned roast heef, but
had eaten some of it, and his statements were
based on his own experience. The ment was of
good quallty, but, aa stated before, was not prop-
erly prepared—was overcooked In bolling. He
thought one of the meat supplies in the future for
the Army should be dried Leef. Men could e fed
once or twiee a week on roast bheef without any
Hi-effoct on their health, but as a dally ratlon for
any length of ttme he would not consider It safe or
advisable. When the packers learned how to make
reil roust baef he thought it would bm an excellent
thing, but not as an exclusive diet. The canned
roast heef was used extensively in Cuba, but the
ration In Porto Riro was much better and seemed
to he hetter prepared,

GEN. CORBIN REFUSED PROMOTION

COMMISRION AS MATOR-GENERAL OF VOl.-
UNTEENRS OFFERED TO HIM
AND DECLINED.
washington, Mnarch 21 (Bpecial).—In  the

forthcoming Army Register, the first to be print-
ed for more than a year, which will be jssued
by the War Department by the end of this week,
offelnl eorraboration is given to the report that
Brigadler-General Corhin refuged to it
commisslon as major-general of volunteers,
whith wag tendered to him by the Presldent In
recognition of his gervices in the war with Spalin.
According to the now officlal Regleter, It ap-
pears that such a commission wasg made out
tor General Corbin on August 13, 1808, and de-
clined. This entry Is notably congplenous in
the Iteglgter because in the three hundred pages
of the volume, contalning the eomplete military
records of all the offeers In the Army, there are
fow similar Instances of an appointment by the

Presldent having heen taliowed by a declination.

Captain John A. Johnston, Sth Cavalry, on
May ) 1808, declined a commission as lleuten-
ant-colonel and asslstant adjutant-general of
volunteers, and ten dayg later accepted an ap-
pointment as major and assjstant adjutiant-gen-
eral In the Regular establishment.

Another declination was that of Major Charles
Shaler, of the Ordnance Department, who pres
terred his regular rank to that of lieutenant-
enlonel and chief ordnance officer, which wa=
tendered to him on July 18, 1808, Captaln WII.
