FILIPINOS FORCED TO FIGHT.

Aceording to prisoners In the hands of the
Americans, Aguinaldo’s generals, Garcin, Tofreo
and Pacheeo, wers with the Filipine army yes-
terdav, and drove their follawers into the first
aggressive demonstration.
