MUSICAL COMMENT.

THE LAST PHILHARMONIC CONCERT—A
QUESTION OF PUBLIC BPIRIT—
“TRISTAN" IN BOSTON—SUN-

DAY NIGHT MUSIC.

The molo features wera the most finished at tha
elghth concert of the Philharmonic Soclety last
Baturday evening, Mme, Carrefio, who long ago
won tho hearts of the peopls of New-York, and
has never estranged them, played Grieg's piano-
forte concerta, and de Heer van Rooy sang soma
pongs and Wotan's farewell to Brinnhilde from tha
last scene of “Dis Walkire.” That left little inde-
pendent work for the nrchestra—only Blemoven’.u
sighih symphony and the fire music from Wagners
drama. There are no gaudy splashes of color, such
as provide easy opportunities for the exploitation
of the “individuality” of a econductor in Beet-
hoven's elghth symphony. All is lightness, grace,
vivacity, spirit.  In conscquence there {s no chance
to hide deficlencles under the cloak of excitement
and sonority, and therefora the weakness of the
Philharmonie Band, which has so often heen coin-
mented on this meason—tha untunefulness of iis
wind-cholr—was much in evidence, It was highly
commendable fn Mr. Paur that he did not attempt
to Alvert attention from this shorteoming by erraf-
1otsm In reading. He kept everything sweetly sane,
the Allegretto Scherzando as well as the Tempo d
Menuetto. He ia to ba congratulated that he has
not besn tarred by either the Wagner or the Von
Billow stick; and so |s his publie, In Mme. Car-
refio's playing we missed that sense of rtepnsa
which Is needful for perfect beauty, as well as tha
possibilities of sensuous beauty of tone which tha
planoforts offers. In the first and last movements,
tao, she disclosed a singular penchant for creating
pontrasts of time and dynamics between the two
parts of the melodles—a davice that produced a
monotony of effect which was anything but admir-
Able, Yot sho achieved an emphatic sucoess with
her audfence, The admired barytons from the
opern sang superbly, faultlessly, most movingly.

——

Whether or not tha ffty-seventh season of the
Philharmonic Soclety, which cama to an end with
Inst Saturday night's concert, was fnancially as
profitabla to tha members of the organization ns its
{mmediate predecessors, is a question which it will
ba sasier to answer after tha annual meeting than
now., From one polnt of view, moreover, it is a
matter of entire indifference, ao far as the patrons
of tha soclety are concerned,  Artistically they
have fared as well as they did at any time within
the st half-decade, and considerably batter than
they 414 last vear. The band has played. as a
rule, with batter precision and with greater unl-
formity of effect. It has at nn tima heen observabla
that tha work of preparation had been concen-
trated on one number of the programme and tha
other pleces left to take care of themselves. Tha
general averags of performance has heen higher.
As usual, the soclety has kept jta promises scrupu-
lously. For reasons which may be left to the spac-
ulation of the curious, two eampositions mantloned
In the prospectus wers not performed.

Schumann-Helink, who had to sing two extra
wongm becausa the audlence wanted to hear the
drinking song from “Lucrezia Borgian.”" But tha
record was hroken—shs did not sing It. Mme, Engle
was to sing, but waa |ll. Thers remains to ba men-
tioned only the solo performer who did not sing,
Herr Rosenthal; but he played the pinnoforts like
a dogen virtuosl rolled Into one.

DUPUY ON DREYFUS CASE.

FRENCH PREMIER SAYS THE GUILTY
WILL BE PUNISHED,

THE COURT'S JUDGMENT TO BE ACKNOWIL~
EDGED BY ALL-—TESTIMONY OF EX-
MINISTERE MERCIER AND BILLOT.

Parls, April 9.—~Tha Premier, Charles Alex-
andre Dupuy, In the course of an Important
speech to his eonstituents to-day at Le Puy,
capital of the Department of Haute-Lolre, sald
that the situation both at home and abroad was
eminently satiafactory,

He referred approvingly to the recent agree-
ments with Ttaly and Gireat Britain, and sald
that France wes “now free for industrial and
commerrcial develnpment and a large fleld of
colonizing.”

**The Government, however, attaches impor-
tance to reiterating its determination to repress
all polemies which call the national army In
questlon, As goon as the Court of Cassation has
g!ven judgment the Government will take the
necessary measures to determine responsibili-
ties, and will act accordingly, If that should be
necessary: but those acts'and the punighment
of Individual faults will not affect the army,
which {s our hope for the future and the indls-
pensabla guardian of the constitution and the
law.

“If eertain people think ntherwise, let us lrave
them tn their despleable folly, and, for ourselves,
cantinue to look toward the army, full of grat!-
tude and confidence.”

The “Figaro,” econtinulng fta publication of
the evidence hefore the Court of Cassation In
the Dreyvfus case, printa the testimony of Gen.
eral Mercler, former Minister of War, and of
risneral Billot, who formerly held the same
portfollo,

The latter gald that the War Office recelved In
April, 184, from & person Indicated by M.
Cavalgnac, a document containing the words,
“Ce canaills de D—" and a letter showing a
leakage from the Ministry, and stating that
plans of the fortifications at Nies had heen
given to a foreign Power. Soon afterward other
{nformation was recelved showing that the
traitor was In the Seeand Burean. The hor-
dereau, recelved In Beptember, enabled the au-
thoritles to begin an Investigation. The bor-
derean was ]:I\.'Pn to Colone! Henry, who showed
it to General Sandherr, General Gonse and Gen-
ernl Do Bolsdeffre, and laatly to General Mer-
eler. The resemblance In the writing to that of
Dreyfus was striking.  General Mereler in-
formed the President and M. Dupuy, who ap-
proved of the investigation. M. Gohert, the #x-
pert charged with the examination, first thought
there was a resemblance between the writing
in the bordereau and that of Dreyfus, and
asked the name of the author of the bordereau.
When this was refused, M. Gobert declined to
make a report, and the document was then
ghown to M. Rertlllon, who pronounced the
handwritings the same. General Boladeffre then
selected Major Du Paty de Clam to make the
preliminary Investigation which led to the ar-
rest of Dreyfus. He questloned Dreyfus, who
admitted the resemblance, s=aving, "They've
stolen my handwriting.” On another occasion
he sald, referring to two foreign Milltary At-
tachés: “Ah! I would Hke to plunge my polgn-
ard Into thelr throats!"

SILENT AROUT S8RECRET DOCUMENTS.

General Mercler refused to answer questions
concerning the communication aof the secrat
documents to the court-martial, saying that the
revision proceedinge wore limited to Colonel
Henry's forgery and the opinlona of experts,
who declared that [t was Impossible that Ester-
hazy could have heen the author of the hor-
dereau, as he could not have obtalned all the
Aocuments. On these points General Mercier's
testimony was practically the same as that
glven by General Roget.

Tha testimony of General Blllot was mainly of
a negative character, and did not contain any
new facts except the assertion that the Dregyfus
brothere told GGeneral Sandherr on December 13,
1804, that they were ready to offer thelr whole
fortune for the discovery of the real eulprit,
This was the heginning of the Dreyfus cam-
palgn taken up by Colonel Plequart.

ERRORS IN THE BORDRREAT.
FRENCH ARTILLERY OFFICERS FPOINT OUT WHY
DREYFI'S WOULD NOT HAVE MADE THEM.

The Ilatest cahle dlspatches summarize the testi-
mony glven before the Criminal Chamber of the
Court of Cassailon by artillery oficers and pub-
llshed In the “Figaro,"” showing that the Informa-
tion furnlshed tn A forelgn Power about a certaln
cannon could not posalbly have heen written by
Captaln Dreyfus in the famous bordereau. This
testimony s the outeome of a “mémoire,” which
was to be presented to tha whola Court af (Cas-
satlon. The only typewritten copy of it was ment
to The Tribuna by lts principal author. Albert
Hans, a French ofcer of artlllery and a membar
of the Legion of Honor. [t {a entitled “Thé In-
pnocence of Dreyfus Demonstrated by OMcera of the
French Artillary.” The officers unlted to prepars
that voluminous “mémoire.”” The small portion of
it herewith translated leaves aside the pure tech-
nicalities of the question, but gives asome views
which completa the wvarlous testimonies already
reported from the “Figaro" in the cahle dinpatehes,
These testimonles, notably that of Major Hart-
mann, of the 24 Artillery, showed that an artillery-
man would never have used ahout the 120-calibre
gun the terms smployed In the bordereau, and mis-
taken the technical word “hydraulle” for ‘“hydrao-
pneumatic,” or “ls 120" for “Ils 18 court,” wWhen
destgnating Neid as oppoxed to sloge guns,

The “mémoire’”’ says, among other things:

“From the month of Beptember, 184, when ‘Le
Matin® published a fac-simile of the anonymous
bordersny, taken In 1884 from the office of Mr.
Bohwartgkoppen, the German Military Attaché,
and attributed to Dreyfus, doubts wers aroused In
the minds of a number of French artiilery ofMecers
as to the culpability of the ex-captain.  Thess
doubts increased after the publication, on January
7, 1884, of the indletmeant stating that the bordereau
wis the only charge made against the accussd
man. . The tenor itself of the bordereau ofters
X sire means to gat at the truth, through an
analysis of the document from the point of view
of terminology. which is the ‘ensembla’ of the tech.

“The land and naval armies have special
lartes, the roots of which go back to the very
origin of the language. And even every special
military corps makes uss of partleular terms, com-
ing from traditlon or imposed by technlcal neces-
sitles, For Instance, a naval officer will write ‘on
board'; an infantry officer ‘the barrack’ and a
cavalry or artillery offcer ‘the quartier.” The na-
tional standard symbol of the country will be
called, respectively, by the same officers, the
‘pavillon’ (eolors), the ‘drapeau’ (fAag), and the
‘stendard’ (standard).

N, 8—that Is to say, he was & master of technles,
His erudition and his scientific value are therefors
undeniable. This being understood, let us pass to

Many ather technieal errors and contradietions
rontained in the wording of the hordereau are
demonstrated by the “mémolre” which says:
“Knowlng his profession thoroughly, Dreyfis conld
not have committed so many mistakes in so few
words, Even a simpla non-commissioned officer of
artillery would nave usad the terms heard ai every
moment tn the barracks quartier and tha palygone
(the placa far firs Arllle) for practice or for theory."
