TANT PIECE OF EVIDENCE.

DISTRICT-ATTORNEY GARDINER SAYS THAT
JUSTICE WILLIAMS'S DECISION DOES

ney regard as of great importance in the cuse of

Jetter with Molineux's name, Which was forwnrded
to the police by F. . Fowler, of Moodus, Ceonn,
and It is regarded by the officials as the last Hnk
in the chain of evidence aguinst Mullneux, The
importance of the letter rests malnly in tha fuct
that It 1= written on blue puper with three silver
crescents as n crest, Two previous letters allege i
10 have been written by Molineux, were Wriilen
on paper of the same kind. One of the two jetiers
was to the Kutnow FPowder firm  asking for a
sample of its powder, and was slgned with the
pame of Cornish, while the gecond Jetler was
written to a patent medielne firm of Cincinnatl
and slgned with the name of the lata Henry (&
Barnet.

Captain MeClusky, of the Detective Burean, re-
eelved @& registered envelops at  Paollee Hend-
quarters on Wednesday night, and in the envelopa
fe found a letter from Mr. Fowler inclosing the
$mportant evidence, The letter from Mr. Fowler
reads as follows:
