VIEWS OF EX-MAYOR ABRAM 8. HEWITT
ON TRUSTS,

RELATIONS BETWEEN CAPITAL AND LABOR DISe
CUSSED IN A LETTER TO THE IN.
DUSTRIAL COMMISSION.

Washington, April 13.—The Industrial Commis-
slon recently requested ex-Mayor Abram B. Hewlitt
of New-York to appear before it and give his views
on industrial questions. In a letter of response Mr.
Hewitt writes, In part, as follows:

I am an old man, practically retired from public
affairs and siriving to close up such private inter-
ests as still require attention. The condition of my
health does not admit of absence from home.

You refer in your letter to the testimony which
was taken by a Congressionul committee In 1573, of
which 1 was the chairman. You doubtiess are
aware that no report was ever made by the com-
mittee. The fallure to make such a rt was due
to the conclusion reached by all the members of the
eommittes, that no report of any value could 8=
gihly be made from the testimony which was given
before the commiltee. This testimony ﬂlucfond
conclusively the fact that the witnesses when
cross-examined 1n\-sﬂnhif contradicted themselves,
Jeaving the testimony which they had glven as that
of I‘l‘tl‘l‘l_l‘ho had no clear convictlons upon the sub-
ject. No human being could pogsibly evolve from
this mass of contradictory evidence any definite
conclusions whatever as to legislation In reference
to the relations of capital and labor, except, pos-
sibly, the one conclusion, that leglslation could do
no good and would probably be mischievous.

Corporntions have continued to grow, and at the

resent moment they threaten to absorb the entlie
ndustrinl business of the country, which is ca-

ble of being administered by centralized man-
ggement. This Is precisely the direction which I
anticipated, and seems to me to be in accordance
with the evolutlon which has taken place within
the last half-century, and wanich may be In ucecord-
ance with a natural law, If there be natural laws
involved in the progress of modern clvilization.
My own view la that when Industry has been suffi-
ciently centraliged and the ownership widely dif-
fused through the distributlon of shares the work-
man will gradually acquire these shares and con-
trol tha property which they represent. In fact, I
capnot see any other outcome for the present
movement toward the econsolldation of industrial
enterprizses than the transfer of the control to
those who are actually engaged in the work of
operation. How far legislation can be made to
promote this degirable end I am unable efther to
predict or suggest, As a general proposition I re-
gard legislative interference with capital and labor
as pernicious. Women and children may properly
be protected from abuse, but I think individual in-
tercsts nre hest safeguarded by compelling the
parties concerned to settle thelr own differences
and declde upon thelr own interests. The cor-
porate movement, however, seems to me to he alto-
gether advantageous to soclety. 1 do not doubt
that with time, spread of knowledge through tech-
nieal education and the general improvement 1n the
fntelligence of men, who under our modern condi-
tlons of industrial life have ceased to be machines
and have become operators of machinery, the
gtandard of self-respect, of comfort and of happi-
ness will be permanently ralsed

There is one guestion, however, with which so-

clety will probably have to deal, and that !s the In-
crease of population. 1 forbear lo discuss tris
uestion for obvious reasons, but it is quite evi-
ent that in the future the world will experience
mare danger from redundant population than from
any other cause, The time, howevar, s far (istant
when this question will become of any practical
importance, although In some countries in the
waorld it presses for solutfon to-day. In France the
standard of comfort has been ralsed by the control
which the people seem voluntarily to have exer-
elsed in regard to the Increase of population.
Whether the moral standard in France has been
degraded by this or any other cause I do not pre-
tend to judge. This {5 & question for moralists,
and it may become a question for legislators,

BOOM IN THE [RON TRADE.

BUSY TIMES IN EASTERN PENNSYLVANIA
MINES AND MILLS,

PROSPERITY FOR ROTH EMPLOYERS AND WORK.
MEN-LONG-IDLE PLANTS STARTING UP.

Reading, Penn., April 13 (Special).—The fires of
the Industries of the great Schuylkill Valley, on
whose prosperity the happiness of over one million
people depends, are burning brighter to-day than
for a generation. Within a radius of fifty miles
of this city, one of the great Iron centres of the
country, the wages of 30,000 men have been ad-
vanced In the last month, and such is the hopeful
situation that the wages of fully 3,000 have been
Increased a second time, as indlcated in these dla-
patches a few days ago. This has all besn done
voluntarily by the manufacturers, and they must
indeed he making money when they are enahled
to do this. Long-idle anthracite biast furnaces
are again ablaze, the valus of Iron plants has
taken an upward jump, and stacks in which the
fires went out in the last Democratic Administra.
tlon are once more earning big dividends for theip
owners and enabiing thousands of men to eArn a
good lvellhood,

The last few months have wrought a great change
In the plg-iron situation, and the middle of April,
1820, finds the business enjoying more of a healthy
boom than a mers mushroom growth. The next
two weeks will find every furnace in operation
that can be kept golng at a profit. Many old
plants have been dismantled, but all the modern
up-to-date stacks are helng prepared for participa-
tion In the general prosperity.

NEW FURNACES BUILT.

In the Lehigh Valley the Crane Iron Company
and the Thomas Iron Company have reconstructed
thelr furnaces, and they are in full blast, Others
owned by Individuals are similarly busy. Allen-
town, Catasauqua, Easton and Bethlehem are the
centres of this activity. The Reading Iron Com-
pany ls getting the Emans furnace ready to apply
the match. The Topton furnace has heen ldle
for several years. Tt |s now belng overhauled and
will he going In two weeks It s owned by the
Eckert estate. of this clty, but outside caplitalists
are negotlating to buy §t, The Temple furnace Is
one of the leading plg-iron plants of this region.
It is operated by the Temple Iron Company, which,
by reason of its liberal charter, has been enabled
to form the hig combine of anthracite collieries
owned hy individuals. The president |s George F.
Baer, one of the general managers of the Phila-
delphia and Reading Rallway, who is also presi-
dent of the Reading Iron Works, which employs
3,000 hands. The Iatter, as already noted, have
had thelr wages Increased a second time within a
month. In two weeks the mateh will be applied
to the company's new anthracite blast furnace, In
this ecity, which has been nearly two years In
bullding. It Is the largest plant of its kind In
Eastern Pennsylvania. and will turn out 1,80 tons
a weal., Its cost was nearly $0,00.  The sama
eompany Is bulldlng a tube works In the lower
goction of this elty, covering several blocks, which
represints an outlay of $250,000, and will employ
many hundreds of men. Only a few years ago the
company constructed & puddling mill and skelp
mill at & cost of §300,000, and these are in operation
for the first time.

The other furnaces In this city are all in opera-
tion, Among the leading plants of this character
are the two Henry Clay furnaces. They wers
bullt and dedlcated when the great Kentucky Pro-
tectionist was In the zenith of his fame, and hava
been going ever since, except when the business
was blightad by Democratic tarlff tinkers. 1Up the
Lebanon Valley there |8 a similar healthy state of
of affairs. Some days it takes one hundred cars
to carry away the plg-iron turned out by lta fur-
naces. The Robesonia furnace is in full operation,
ard fts product i now 130 tons A week.
