r-tntement the offlcers should be llable for p.rjury
and punlshable. by not less than ten years at hard
labor. Thls act resulted In the exclusion of the
"tramp" nnd "bubble" corporatlons. Aparf from
these regulatlons, there nre no obstacl-s and> no
red tape to prevent the orpanlration under New-
Jersey laws of corporatlons for any lawful purpose.
