SMALL FIRE AT MANHATTAN CLFB.

ftUICK WORK OF A FIRE PATROLMAN TREVENTS

A SERIOUS BLAZE.

If M had not been for the energetic action of the
nrern»n, th» Manhattan Club, which accuples the
old Stewart mansion, at Thirty-fourth-st. and
Flfth-ave., mlghl have been without a home this

morning. A fire broke out In the chimney ln the
enutheast corner of the building about 7:30 l.i-.t

evening, which had in It the· making of a fine blaze,

hut by quick work was extinguished so soon that.
It I» »aid, »ome of the members of the club who

¦were in the building al the time did not even

know there had been a fire. The trouble WM
caused by a fire ln the grate of a parlor on the
flr*st floor of th» Thlrty-fourth-»t. side, which be-
«ame «o hot that the accumulated »oot In the
«chimney above wa» Ignited.
Frank Hof. of Fire Patrol No. 3, who happened

to be pa»«lng on a Thlrty-fourth-st. car at the tim».
noticed a den«» volume of «moke and sparks Issu¬
ing from the chimney, and at on-e sprang from the
car and turned in an alarm, after which he dashed
into the building and hastened to the· top floor and
out on th·» roof, Percy Thompson, a memdier of the
club, who had been sitting before the open grate.
not'eed the lire at the same tlm·», and roused mm
of the attendants. Hof was mean whil» tearinr
chunka of »oot from the top of the chimney and
throwing them down to loosen the burning soot
below. The alarm wa.« responded to quickly, and
thr«te engine«, two truck« «nd a fire patrol were on
the »cet.«· in a lew ,-nlnutes. The firemen dragged
. hoae Into the building, and had th» fir» out in a
¡Iffy. A great crowd had collected outside at ihr
aound of the »nglnes. but dlsperred In disappoint¬
ment when th·) «av. there would be no excitement
