A hundred year» ago the controversy b.gan for

poration». He foresaw t ha t banking and tran»por-
tatlon must take thi» form. He passed through the
Legislature the charter of the Bank of New-York.
A.iron Burr, who was the leader of the opposite
party, saw hi» opportunity, became the antl-mo-
-nopollat champion, assailed this bank charter, then
the only corporation In our State, as endangering
the liberties of the people, and was triumphantly
elected «o the Legislature. He then procured a

charter for a company to meet the popular de¬
mand for pure water In New-York, and Into It be
artfully Injected a clause under which he and his
friend» organized the Manhattan Bank, which cele¬
brated Its 100th anniversary la»t week. Burr has
left many descendant«.

.s frank and free as a talk In the family on all
questions of the hour. The flood of eloquence at
the Metropolitan Opera House and the »Hand Cen¬
tral Palace suggest» some »ubjects, which are not
yet party Issue», which may be profitably pursued.

This frightened the Spaniard, and he had

nothing further to say, except to go off mutter¬

ing. He told another incident of Captain Lam-
berton's going ashore and another Spanish of¬
ficer wanting to surrender his sword. Lamber¬
ton did not want his sword, and told him aen-
tentlously: "I don't want you to surrender.
What I want you to do Is to get out." The
Spanish officer wanted until the next evening
to evacuate, but I.amberton gave him till !»
o'clock the next morning.

M«»RK ABOCT ADMIRAT, DEWKY.

After relating several other Incidents, Captain
Coghlan said that after the battle of Manila he
was rather apprehensive about the conduct of
ih»· Spaniards.
"After May 1 Admiral Dewey was somewhat

In fear of the movements nf the Spanish, and he
told the Spanish commander 'If you lire a single
shot I will wipe you off the face of the earth.*
(Applause.) There never was a trigger pulled
after that. A holy calm rested on the place.
When he said he would do a thing he meant it.
. Applause.)
"It was a trying time Just before the battle of

Manila. There was a number Of torpedo«·* and
torpedo-boats about. Just befor·· we entered the
harbor w·· had a council of war, and Dewey
said: I will go ahead, and lb«· res) «>f y««'i follow
behind me." (Applause.) We went in at night,
nnd we were all a little nervous. We imagined
that the enemy would do the same thing that
we would do under similar «Ircumslan«'«·», but
they did not do It.
"We passed through th»· whole field of tor¬

pedoes, and tho»ight there must have been s«»me

mistake. But there was no mistake. As we en¬
tered the harbor it was a beautiful gray morn¬

ing, and we could see all the batteries ..f Manila.
It mude our hearts stand still, but we went

through the torpedoes, nnd after the first shot
was fired we felt our nervousness glve^ way, and
we were ready to do everything we could, know¬
ing that we had a brave anil able man to com¬
mand us.
"There were some comical things that hap¬

pened right on the eve of the battle, and, I
might say, right In the midst of the battle. Jus»
as ihe firing began three of the amateur mil·
slclans «m our ship struck up ? Hot Time In the
old Town To-night.' "

Captain Coghlan closed amid great laughter,
and was afterward ititmduied to a number of
the members and guests of the club. After
this Captain Wildes, of the United States steam¬

ship Boston, and «'aptaln Richard P. I.eary, re¬

centi·,· appointed Governor of Guam, made short
Speeches, describing the battle of Manila. After
these speeches luncheon was served In the
upper rooms of the house.

COLONEL CLARK KILLS HIMSELF.

SFICIDE AT MEMPHIS OP THE RACING»
JCDGE-DEPRESSION OP SPIRITS FOL¬
LOWED FINANCIAL MISFORTUNES.

Memphis, Tenn., April 22.Colonel M. Lewi»
Clark, of Loul»vllle, prominent In turf drele»
throughout the I'nlted State«, killed himself at »
o'clock this morning In hi» room at the Gaston
Hotel. Colonel Clark came to Memphis to set a»

presiding Judge of the rnces «t Montg.imery Park
on April S, and It was noticed by hi» friend» that
he seemed much depre»»ed. At the racetrack Judge
Clark was usually Jolly and affable, but thi« year
he was not himself. At the gathering» In the
clubhouse and elaewhere he often remarked that

Ijl» day wa» pa»f, nnd that he was about to the
end of hi» course. Continued Ill-health contributed
to his melancholy frame of mind. He could no

longer stand the many trials which hi» dutle» at
the track made upon hi» »trength, and complained
frequently of fatigue.
At the hotel hi» weakness was particularly no-

tlceahle. He was restless, and at time» even Irrlta-
ble, something unknown In him before. He would
»It In hi» chair and drop off suddenly Into a slum¬
ber, from which he could with difficulty be aroused,
and he was In a comatose condition almost half
hi» time. At night his sleep seemed disturbed, and
he would nrlse In the morning apparently unre-

freshed. For the last week hi» Qondltlon grew
steadily worse. Dr. K< nnedy ./ones was hi» physi¬
cian, and was forced to spend most of hi« time with
his patient. The nerve tissues had wasted away,
and Colonel Clark wa« a victim of neurasthenia, a

nervo,,» disease for which there I» no cure »ave

absolute rest. With his Illness and depression came

financial «llfflcultles.
Colonel «'lark possessed a competency, but he

began to »peculate. The exact nature of hi» deal¬
ings was not known, but he watched ? lo»ely the
stock quoi.itlo,?«, and »eeme.i greatly disturbed by
some letter» which he received. One In particular,
which came from a Loul»vllle bank yesterday
morning, »earned to trouble him. HI» «peculation»
were not coming out at all to his liking, and It I»
said he was a heavy loser. The extent of his losses
I» not known, but It !« thought he had lost hi»
money and add his property heavily Incumbered.
V.sterday morning he was unable to get up from
his li.-d. Dr. Jones was summoneif, and worked
over the patient all morning. La«l nigh, Dr Jone»
left Mr Clark at ? O'clock, promising to return at
an early hour this morning.
Just ho.v Colon··! Clark committed the net which

deprive«! him of his life no one know« Dr. June«
came to the hotel at 9:20. He wa« shown to Mr
Clark'» room, and knocked at the door, lie re¬

ceived no answer, and. after km»· king aaveiaI
llmea, called Ih· Clark, The door wa» broken
open, and Colonel Clark was found lying on the
bed. His right hand wa» cro«»e.l upon his breast,
und In It wus clasped a revolver. The bullet bud
filtered the right side of the head about two Inches
In front of th·· temple, and ranged downward Into
the brnln. Dr. Jones wa« convinced thnt the pa¬
tient hud been dead ten or fifteen minute». Th«
shot was so well aimed, the physician declared,
thai .I'.itli muvt have been Insti«,itaneou». No m«a.

sage of any kind wus left hy Colonel Clark. The
only papers In the room were some old letters und
torn telegram· lel.itlng t., racing matters.

«ll.tt-Iy Informed relatives In Louisville. Stuart R.
Knot! and other Intimate friends of the dead mu»

«'lark, and those who were clo»e»t to him were the
least surprised at the news that he had died by hi»
own hand. For several years he had been an un¬
happy man. «living way frequently to melancholy.
Not only his waning health made hlm de»pon«lent,
but an apprehension hung over him that In the last
years of his life everything would go wrong. He
W·« afrnlil »hat he would finali»· meet with financial
embiirrassmeni.
Colon·! <'lark »vus a man of great pride, and It
WM often Ihe cuse that be exaggerated small turf
matter· Into a reflection "ii his honor. He brooded
und fretted Over trivial thing», and Imagined that
hi» Integrity as a racing Judge was Involved In
conlloversles, which to others could not be COB-
-trued as even Indire.·,|y concerning him. OuteM·
of hi» Income as a Judge, he accumulated money In
»lirions business venture«, and hi» estate will
iloubtleas be found to be worth a handsome sum.
Colonel i'lark was fifty-three years of age. He

was the son of General M«'rlwether Lewi« Clark
ami Abigail Churchill. HI» father was the »on of
Governor William Clark, of the f.-tmou» I,ewl» and
Clark expedition to the Pacific. In ldíM-'?ß. HI»
mother »vis the daughter of Colonel Samuel
Churchill, of Louisville II,· was born and rear··'!
in Louisville, and began his business life In the
Citizens' National Bank He married Miss Miry
Anderson, «laughter of orvllle Anderson, of Louis¬
ville, who, with one son. Churchill, who lives In
Chicago, and two unmarrie«! «'laughters, survives.
Mrs. ?'lark Is now with ner two daughters, Mary
and Caroline, in l'ari».
Colonel Clark was one of the most notable fig¬

ures of the American turf. Twenty -five «ear» of his
life wer»· devoted to It, during all of which no

breath of scandal ever assailed his name. H« WM
the author of a majority of the turf rules or law»
of the present day, the founder of the first Ameri¬
can Turf Congres», the maker of the first uniform
».ul»· of Weight«, tin- pioneer In a system of stakes
aid i-ices that has been followed by every ra ¦··-

track In America, and the author of many notable
reforms that have te,nl"d to the purification of the
turf.
A dispatch from Memphis to "The Post" says

that It i« belleve«l a letter recently received by
t'Olonel « lark from Louisville had much to do with
his suicide. The letter was In his hand early till»
morning, when he railed a bellboy. He was (tend¬
ing by the mantel nailing It, when the corpse
was found the II tier w.t« lying on the mantel.
The contents of the letter have not been made
known, a» It waa taken In charge by Stoney Mont¬
gomery, together with all oilier effect« belonging
lo the d«·.ol m m.

Colonel M. Lewta Clark's many friends In this
city were shock··.] by the news of his sad end, al¬
though a large number of them thought that he
might at «ome time kill himself In a fit of de¬
spondency, as he *ai frequently despondent on

account of his poor health. He had not been well
for a long time. The turf «ufTers a »erlou» loss by
hi» death, for he had Its best Interest» at heart «nd
worked earneslly and ful, hfl illy to put racing on a

higher plane. Ills career was a long one. nml he

was frequently spoken of a« one of »he last of the
old regime of turfmen. Colonel Clark will per¬
haps be beet remembered In future year» a« the
organizer of the Ix>ul»vllle Jo«'key Club anj as a

wise racing official and a strict disciplinarian. He
presided at every meeting at the track of the
I/)iilsvllle Jockey Club, and succeeded In attracting
to the course large numbers of persons who love
honest ruclng.
Colonel Clark wa» quick to ferret out dishonest

practices and to punish severely all persons guilty
of wrongdoing. He tried In every way possible to
protect the public and If he thought a race was

suspicious he declared all bets off.
At one time th·· I/3ulsvllle Jockey Club wa« one

of the foremost racing associations In America, and
many of Its »take race«, principally the Kentucky-
Derby and the Clark Stake«, attracted horsemen
from all parts of the United State». The Clark
Slake» and the Kentucky Derby are »till Interest¬
ing contest», but the meeting» at the track have
.ot been for some years a» »ueeessfnl as the early-
meetings, on account of the valuable stakes and
purses offered by the big Eastern track».
In the early eighties Colonel Clark wa» considered

one of the principal advisers of the men who estab¬
lished racing at Latonla and at Washington Park.
Chicago. Owing to hi« effort» to Improve the »port
Colonel Clark made »ome bitter enemie». In 18S2
he was »hot und wounded by Thomas Moore In the
Gait House. Louisville. At a meeting of the West¬
ern Turf i'ongre»s, held three year» ago. Edward
,'orrlgan look a threatening attitude toward Colo¬
nel Clark. The Colonel calmly pointed a revolver
at the giant disturber of racing In the West and
threatened to »hoot hlm. Corrigan trembled and
turned pule He made no more threat».
Colonel Clark served a» an official at great num¬

bers of meetings on Western racecourse».
