TALK ABOUT TURFMEN AND TURF
AFFAIRS.

Tralners were busy yesterday. The weather was
all that ecould be desired, ad that fast gallops wera
the rule at all the tracks, Backward weather s

! sometimes a blessing In disgulse; consequently the

chilly atmosphere that has prevailed for the last
#ix weeks prevented the tralners from stripping
thelr horses of the flesh accumulated during the
winter,

‘Thers Is not much talk about the handicaps, as
the rnclng public In America does not tuke as
much Interest In future contests as It does in the
cheap overnight purses raced for at the smaller
tracks. Moreover, there is Iittle sperulation on
future racing In this country, as the ordinary layer
of odds Is such a susplclously wise sort of person
that he has small fafth In the average owner,
tralner or jockey, and none at all in the racing
ofMelnls. Thus he walts until the day of the race,
when he can have a decided ndvantage by Inying
short odds against favorite and outsider allke.

Aqueduct | the place where water is as plentiful
as 11 certain industrial companies, There have heen
alx dayw' racing at Aqueduct, before large crowds,
The sport has been eminently satisfactory to the
owmners of the track and to the bookmakers., Own-
ors, however, are not saflsfled, as the purses Are
sa small that there Is little left to meel expenses
unless the owner bets on his horses. Racing for
sport at Aqueduct—or on uny track where the prize
to the winner s less than 00 net—l= little hetter
than a farce, It I8 highly exhilarating for a
wealthy owner to enter his $10,000 horses for cheap
purses and cheaper stakes. In small purses the
trainer's percentage |s so Infinltesimal that owners
suffer, beciuse the tralners serew thelr horses up
to the danger line for the purpose of betting on
them. The result is that lame and crippled horses
frequently eause owners to abandon rucing as an
expensive pastime, driving them to golf and other
games. for which they traln themeelyes, and In
which they have the blessed privilege of swearing
as much as they ke at thelr caddles. No man
dure gwenr at a trainer. The only man who tried
it In recent years was Semator “Tim' Sulllvan, who
I8 devoutly thankful that he escaped alive, and did
not make the unpardonable blunder of saying
“euss'” words to his jockey.

EXPERIENCE IN NEW-JERSEY.
HOW ONE INVESTIGATION, COMMITTEE HAD T
ETOP IT8 WORK AND ANOTHER WENT ON.

Robert H. MeCarter, of McCarter, Willlamson &
McCarter, of Newark, was counsel for the Giled-
hill Committee of Investigation, appointed by the
New-Jersey House of Assembly In 1588 to In-
vestigate the condition of affatrs In Hudson
County, The committee began Ite labors just prior
to the adjournment of the Legislature, and took
some evidence. After adjournment the committes
held a session In Jersey City, and an Important
witness wns called.  Allan L. McDermott, who
was acting ug counsel for the Democratic officlals
In Hudson, thereupon ralsed the point that as the
Legislnture had adjourned the committee was
without any power and could not compel withesses
to testify; that the committee had no legal ex-
fstence, having expired with the Legislature, The
point was conceded at ones by Mr. MeCarter, and
the committee cenned (ta Investigation. The com-
mittee's counsel had before adjournment repre-
sented to the leadere In the Legislnture that It
wottld be necessury to make spectal provision for
carrying on the Investigation before adjournment,
s0 thut the Investigators could have legal powers

MAY BREAK WITH DR. PARKHURST.
THE 8. P. C. LIKELY TO REPUDIATE HIS
ATTITUDE TOWARD THE INQUIRY.

While the step taken by Edward A Newell
in reslgning the treasurership of the Boclety
for the Pravention of Crime, of which the Rev.
Dr. Charles H. Parkhurst {8 president, was not
Atrectly due to any dissension, as was at first
supposed, arising from Dr. Parkhurst's attl-
b tude toward the Mazet Investigation Commit-
tee, It was authoritatively learned by a Tribune
reporter yestesrday that the majority of the
RBoard of Directors are emphatically appoased to
the stand-aloof palley to which Dr. Parkhurst
Is committed, It was ascertalned, moreover,
that the directors are so much in sympathy with
the Investigation that had elither Frank Moss
or Francis E. Lalmbeer asked for the support
of the soclety In thelr efforts the Board would
have unquestionably given its indorsement and
ald. The Board wouldl do so now should Mr.
Miss request {t. Further than that, it can be
gafely sald that If Dr. Parkhurst does not quick-
iy recede from the position he has taken up
toward the Mazet commlittes the directors of Lis
soclety wlill of thelr own volltlon ofMictally ap-
prove the purposs of the Inquiry, and will vote
to assist the committee as far as they are able,

U'nless Dr. Parkhurst should assent to this
ccurse, 1t I= llkely that he would withdraw from
the soclety. Apparently Dr. Parkhurst is una-
ware of the feeling held by the members of his
Beard., To a Tribune reporter who saw him at
his home yesterday, he sald that so far as he
knew the directors colnclded with him in his
views about the Mazet committee, and he seemed
to think that no actlon would be taken with-
out his sanction.

“I am not willing to talk,” he sald, “of the
reasonsg which induced Mr. Newell to resign, but
they had nothing to do with matters relating to
the Mazet committes. Thereports which appearsd
this morning Inferring the contrary are untrue,
I do not think the directors differ with me In
my views as to that committes, Whether we
may decide In the future to ald the investiga-
tion, of course, |8 another matter.'

Despite Dr, Parkhurat's oplnion, however, It
I8 undoubted that the directors, although as yet
tentatively, are at variance with him. A mem-
ber of the Board who has knowledge of the
feelings of his collengues Informed a Tribune
reporter yesterday that [t was more than proba-
ble that when the question of Mr, Newell's reslg-
nation eame hefore the Board at its next meet-
ing Dr. Parkhurst's policy would be repudiated
and the assistance of the society and the means
of obtalning evidence which it has at its com-
mand would be tendered to the Mazet com-
mittee. The Board would have made the offer
before this had Mr. Moss approached the so-
cioty. In view, however, of Dr. Parkhurst's ut-
terances regarding the committee, Mr. Moss,
animated by a desire not to create differences
in the organization, has made no request for Its
help. The disposition of the Board now {8 to
come forward and propose voluntarily to faclll-
tute the efforts of the committes, Tt i= certaln
thet the greater number of the members are
dissatisfied and annoyed that the soclety, for
which Frank Moss hag been so faithful and
energetlc a worker, should have been placed in
the position of denying him (ts moral and ma-

terial support., Further, It is hinted that the
