VOLUXTEERS* OALLANYItY PRAISED.

Everyhody la pralslng the volunteers. rolonel
FunBton came ln for the most cnmmendatlon.
the Regular offlcers notlng wlth admlratlon that
hla achievements wer*» all strlctly wlthln the
llne of the plans laid down for hlm by hla su-

perlor. Oeneral Wheaton. lt waa stated at the
War Department that Colonel Funaton would
eecure a briga(iler-jf.*neral"a commlsslon aa a re-

vard for his servlceB In the engagements cul-
mlnatlng in his darlng and herolc feats yester-
day. It was atso aald that both Colonel Funston
and the tWO men who crosaed the river under
the flre of the enemy would secure medals of
honor. High pralae ls given to all the volun-
teera, as It appears that they were in every
place where flghtln-; was golng on.

Oeneral Corbin sald thal every volunteer who
took part in the flghting ln the Phlllpplnea
alnce pes.ce was declared ahould have a medal
of honor. Hy the terms of thelr enllstment they
were entltled to wlthdraw from the aervlce, but
they had remalned voluntarily, performing
more than was requlred of them, which WU
more than ihe ordinary ( '.',' ot a aoldler.

It is expected that la /.._rrow there wlll be
further negotlationa w tt; the Insurgent repre-
eentatlvea. Whl!e the bellef ls expressed that
the Commlssion will not offer terms ao severe

as to lead to a renewal of the flghting or the
wlthdrawal of the lnsurgents to another strong-
hold further north, lt Is reallzed that Genernl
Otia must exercjse care to make sure that they
do not ln bad fnlth take advantage of the op-
portunlty afforded by a s-uspenslon of hostlli-
tlea to aecure whatever beneflt to themselves
may come from the rapldly approachlng ralny
aeaaon. Campalgnlng on the part of the Ameri-
eanB wlll be almoat impoaslble at that tlme.
However, lt la belleved that Agulnaldo la now

really In earnrst. and that hla sole effort la to
ahlft responslbllity for the surrender to the Fili-
plno Congress.
Adjutant-Oeneral Corbin says that the Flli-

plno peace overturea wlll not cause any change
of plana for sendlng shlps. suppllea and troops
to the Phili*»plm*s. Transports are about to sail
from San Francieco, and a conslderable number
©f troops are under ordera to proceed to Manlla.

It ia aald at the Navy Department that the
developmenta of the day make lt Improbahle
that the Iowa will be sent to Manlla. according
to the origlnal programme. ln view of the state
of affaira ln Chlna, however, the Amerlcan fleet
or. the Aaiatlc atatlon wlll be kept at a hlgh
atandard.
FOREIOK REPRESENTATIVE-S PI.EASED.
At the forelgn embaaslea and legatlona the

news attracted much attention. The substance
©f Oaneral Otis's dlapatch waa cnmmunlcatcd
to several of the Forelgn Offlce.) abroad. The
forelgn repres-ntatlves expressed satisfaction
at the turn of affaira. regardlng It aa moat op-
portune for the l'nlted States, aa well an a con-
aumtnation pleaslng to all clvlllzed nationa. The
Britlah Charge d'Affalres. Mr. Tower, was much
gratifled at the ldea that the end of the flghting
was In slght.
At the French Embassy tbe news was re¬

eelved wlth satlafat'tion. and. lndeed. at all the
for^lj-n catabllshments there were expressiona
"Of slncere pleaaure that the reslstance to Amerl¬
can rule in the Phllipplnes appeared to be near
ar end.
One of the ambassadors sald: "Your country

Ifl to be congratulated on this result. It means
a great deal.much more than the mere cessa-
Blon of flghting. It wlll avold a campalgn
through the a*ix montha of the Phllippine wet
aeaaon. which would have been most trylng to
the Amerlcan forcea. brave and energetlc as
they are. It will convey an Impresslve leatofl
to the Flllpinoa. and one which. lt ia to be
hoped, they will not soon forget. At the aame
trme it conveya to the world at large another
evldence of the pluck and endurance of your
eoldlers and the Amerlcan characterlatlc of in-
domitable peraeverance in the face of dlfflcul-
tleB..,
