TENTH ANNTUAL MEETING HELD AT THE HOTEL
BAVOY-THE HENRY-3T. ENTERFPRISE

Governor Roosevelt was unable to he present,
but the rest of the programme was carried out as
planned. Long before the hour of beginning every
seat wak taken, and the alsles and halle were
packed, Upon the plutform were seated Mre. Mar-
garet Bottome, founder of the King's Daughters;
Mre. Joseph F. Knapp, Mre. L. & Houghton, first
vice-chalrman of the Board of Managers for 1808
and 1899: Miss Clara Field, treasurer; Jacob A.
Rits, honorary chatrman; Dr. Joseph Dunn Bur-
riil, of the Classon Avenue Presbyterian Church,
Brookiyn, and Mrs. Juiian Heath, chalrman of the
Board, who presided over the meeting

Joseph Knapp, Mrs, Heath presented an outline of
the scheme of work at the Henry-st. Settlement,
and detined the object of {ts organization as "to
viglt, comfort and relleve the sick and needy of
New-York City, and te better thelr condition
physteally and morally.”

Mige Clara Field, treasurer, made an appeal for
more suhscriptions,  Mrs. Bottome, heing warmly
weleomed, took as her text, “Give and It Shall He
Givan T'nto You," and dwelt upon the fact that the
“anly way to get Is to give” “Thank God,” she
gald), “for No. 48 Henry-st., where women can be
chearell; phor women with children all about thein,
and the less said about thelr hushands the better!"

After a song by Mrs. Knapp, “Hear Ye the Worda
of Jesus,” the chairman introduced Jacob Rilg,
guoting Governor Hoosevelt's remark that he “'wus
the most useful man in New-York Cliy." This
honor Mr. Rlis delicately turned over to the women
present, sayving:

“1 spent the time worrying and fighting with men
to get things done, but the women did it. 1 was
anly the one wlmdpm up the job."”

As the vast audlence dispersed circulars giving
tncte and flgures of the work and prelty mite-
boxes with pletures of the Settlernent Home on them
wore given sach one, while 1t was announced that
the collection taken during the afternoon had been

WIVES OF WASHINGTON TYPOS HAVE OR-
GANIZED A GUILD.

TRAINMEN ALSO HAVE WOMBEN'S AUXILIARIES—
THE MOVEMENT I8 SPREADING, RUT I8 ONLY

SOCIAL AND CHARITABLE IN ITS SCOPE,

Miss M. E. J. Kelley, of the Social Reform Club,
has great faith In the future of trades-union auxil-
laries, made up of women, She sald yesterday to
a Tribune reporter:

“Women's auxiliaries are the newest development
In the trades-union movement. Only the printérs
and the rallway men's unlons have them as yet,
but the chances are that In a year or two there
will be auxillaries all along the line—stone -cutters,
tallors and cigarmakers' auxiliaries—and then the
publie may see interestlng developments, Women
have not been much of a success as trades-union-
1815, she declared, “Even the optimists admit that,
They seem to take kindly to the auxiliary netion,
howevér, and there are learned folks who clalm
that the solutlion of many Industrial problems will
be brought about by organizing women, not aa pro-
ducers, but as consumers,

“Women certainly do most of the buying. Par-
ticularly 18 this true of American women, One has
only to stop and think who buvs the food, fur-
niture, the children's clothes and the various other

things needed by the ordinary household, to reallze

the force of the statement. Certalnly, If a large

MISS KUEHNE BEVERIDGE BSELECTED
BY THE HAWAIIAN CLUB.

THE SCULPTRESS HAS SCORED MANY TRIUMPHE
BINCE SHE MODELLED PRESIDENT CLEVE-
LAND-STORY OF HER LIFE.

Miss Kuehne Beverlige, the sculptress, will proba-
bly be asked by the Hawallan Club of Honalulu to
mould the bust of the late Princess Kalulanl, The
cluh consists of the wealthlest natives, who always
belleved that the Princess would some day be thelr
Quesn, It is because of her well-known affection
for America that an American sculptress Is to be
asked to make the bust, which 1s to be placed in
the old palace and will be of herole size.

The sculptress is to glve free rein to her imagina-
tlon as to pose, but the lovellness of Kalulanl's
profile offers an ohvious suggestlon.

The next one wWas
Buffalo Bill, and then James J. Corbett. Willlam
Jennings Bryan and Adlal Stevenson have also
hean her subjecte. Within two hours of the news
of the death of Macen she had completed his bust,
and looks upon it a3 an Inspiration.
