Yot it will not
prove too expensive If the other dighes that go to
mnka up a dinner are chosen from urticles that are
comparatively cheap.

HOW TO COOK TROUT.

Trout may he baked, but is usually preferred

A slmple way Is to drop the fish—which has

{ried.

been rolled in meal or flour—inte a pan of hot but.
ter It should be fried a light brown, and seas=
goned after 1t is removed from the pan. If a cup

of craam I8 poured Into the frying-pan, hoiled up A
mament, seasoned and poured over the fish, it
makes a nlee sauee to eat with it

&1l another way to fry trout is to have the but-
ter 1 the pan heated to the hotiest point and then
drop in the fish that has been split and rolled in
fine mesl. When cooked on one side the fieh i=
turned wod woked on the other, 1t phould ba
served at or inid upon A napkin on A hot dish,
and garnished with parsley or watercress

Nothing enn he daintier for breakfast than hroak
trout, and for a Bunday morning breakfnst, when
the husiest person can take time to enjoy hia meal,
It is o= {ally appropriate

Oif course, aggs in any of the 6 ways there are
them alwavs make an appropriate ac-
companiment for any dish, and if trout is the main
part of the fenwt, #RES cAn ha userd In an orna-
mental way: but may he appropriately served only
for breakfast or luncheon,

SCOTCH EGGS

giiffed eggs are always liked, but another way
in eorve eggs |8 hy coating them with force-
meat rather than stuffing them. To do this, have
them bolled hard—that is, from fifteen to twenty
minutes—that the yolks may reach that menly state
sn much to be desired. The shells being removed,
they should be rolled in heaten raw egge and then
contod with forcement or sausage, and fried in hnt
fat ti)] a golden brown, If liked, these cggs may
be acrved ae a garnish to the trout.

ECONOMIZING WITH STRAWBERRIES

The high price that {= etill asked for strawberries
puts them out of the reach of many Yet If the
palate, tired with the oft-repeated flavors of winter
edibles, longs for the taste of fresh and lusclous
frufte, it can be so refreshed In A moderate way
HBirawherries made into a sauce to he eaten with
any simple desert impart a delicious, fresh flavor
that seems never to be given by preserved fruits

for conking

or jams.
If 1t ts desired to have a really dainty but simpls
Aessert with strawherry sauca, nothing will be
found better than holled rics. Tha rica should ba
bolled wuntil It becomes glutinous, Bome llke It
served cold, in which case [t should be packed In a
mould and set away to hecame chilled. The pauce
in that ease should be liquid, and made as follows:
Butter size of an egg, one-fourth of a pound of
SURNr, two eggs. Beat the sugar into the well-
beatenn egge; add  the hutter, which has been
slightly melted, and a cup of hot milk. This will
ook the eggs n trifte. When it ls cool heat In A
E!ht of strawherries, T the berries are mashed
sforsa helng added they will Impart mora flavor,
Should the rice ba werved hot, the strawberry
gaicn may he made thus
Twn cups of sugar and one spoonful of butter,
mixed: ons guart of strawherries, part of them
ed, and all stirred well Into the butter and
ugnr. This may be made richer by having it
practically a hard sauce with strawberries In It
girawherries added 1o the whipped cream for
Chariotte Husse increass the dellcacy of that dish
and give a fine flavor,

E A SILKE LOOM.

The firm of 1. C. F. Koch & Co., of West Ona-
hundred-and-twenty-fifth-st. has certainly Intro-
Auced a decided (nnovation In placing In one of

thelr show windows a =llk loom and operating It
there. It 18 & modern, up-to-dats loom, run hy
motor-power, and Is tn charge of a skilful weaver,

The silk made is placed on sale, and specimens of
it ray ba peen in the window heside the loom, to-
gether with skeins of the silk as it is hefore helng
woven fnto material

Siriped wnd fancy figured sllks are woven Ly
menns of the Jacquard machine resting on the
top of the loom; in fact, such weaving I8 spoken of
as Jacquard work. ‘The machine Is “harnessed”
to the loom by over nine thousand threads, all of
which had to be tled by hand. The exact number
Is sald to bhe 9,876,

The pattern to be woven {8 regulated by “carde '
which look like Iarges pleces of pasteboard per-
fornted with holes In different designs. When a
different pattern is desired all that has to be done
Is to c¢hange the cards. When plain kilks are to
be woven a side attachment is used Instead of
the ona at the top.

This loom Is one of the twenty for which the firm
has contracted. They will be used in the mill In
Paterson, N. | At this mill are carrled, out all
the designs got up by the firm, Therefore, It can
well be sald of them that thelr sllks are all thelr
own

Among the silks that have been made on this
Joom and mre exhibited for sale are some pretiy
striped taffetas selling for 48 cénts a .\'nnf

The novellty of a loom in the window attricts
many customers, who are euger to buy a plece of
silk that they have seen made,
