Pryse was elected chalrman  Mra, Plerson was
elected secretary, and sha read a resolution calling
for an international convention of theosophicsl so-

this year. Thia proposition did not seem to mest
with much favor, as it was suggested that so small
& gathering, none of whom had registered and
many of whom were not members of any exlst-
ing theosophical soclety, was not in a position to
undertake such & responsibility. The motion, after
some disoussion, was laid on the table.

Then followed = somewhat orotractsd inter-
change of views as to what was best to bs dons,
It was suggested that thers wers already too
many theosophical socletles and that the organ-
tsation of another, no matter how pure and goad
the purpose might bs, would only complicate diffi-
cultles and accomplish no good result,

The concensus of opinfon was that Mr. Pryse
should be appointed secretary to represant the
gconvention and that he should communicate with
the officers of existing organizations with & view
te bringing about a conference to dlscusa the ad-
visability of combining all thess bodies in one po-
clsty, which ghould work for tha establishment of
brotherhood of manking and ths purification of
the world. 1If this could not he hrought about
then thera would bs tims to discuss the gquestion
of forming a new soclety. This idea seemed 1o
be acceptabls to most of those present, and a
resolution to that effoct was adopted, with a
suggestion that all present act as missionaries in
bringing about a union of existing soclsties, b
visiting thess organisations and urzin.! that all
phould unite In the common cause ol bringing
