The anthra¬
cite coal niiners of Pennsylvanla have been flin-

gularly unfortunaie. it Is sald. and !t ls true.

So many bave left that region to s«*cnre better
paylng work elsewhoro that lt ls sald to be dlf-
llctilt to flnd hands enough. and very doubtful
whether enough can bo obtalned for the larger
output which ls requlred in the summer. The

diffleulty Is not with the rate of wages. Tbe

same men can earn more money in ihe bltuml-
noufl conl mlnes, to wblch they, nre flncklng,
only because ln those they bave work from BO
to 800 days In the year. whlle In the anfhrn.-ite
region they get only ir>0 to 17.r. days in the year.
The anthracite mlners cannot flnd full employ¬
ment becauae in various form> of industry
MtunlaoM cortl ls Mn* *voar by .T0'ir moro

largely use.1 ln place of anthracite, whlle in do¬
mestlc use gas Is steadlly decreaslng the con

eumptlon of anthracite per caplta.
These difflcultles do not wholly or mainly re¬

sult from the exceedlng nnwlstlom dlsplnyed in

former tlrues by ininlug orgnnlzations In Ihe

anthracite legton. Rlots and aflsass'nntions.
uncertalnty and irrcgularity of work, dld in¬

deed drlve from the region many thouflands of

mlners of tbe better .lnss. and crented I spirlt
of antu_.oiiism which is lnevltably hurtful to

both employers and workers; and the substitu-
tlon of less Intidllgetit and rnpabl** labor all the

time increases tbfl cost of inlninc, even while

many expensive improvements decrease It. The

ili f.u'tune of the miners In thnt region Is in part
!he frult of their own unwisdom nnd mison-

duct, but only In pnrt.
It apriugs largely from the fact that the coal-

ciirrylng roadl were for many yeara ohjects of

most exciled speculnllon, ln whlch the oontrol-

lini; parllea tooh such interest that the perma-
nent success of the roada was sacrlfleed ln or¬

der to seeure temporary gains. For that rea¬

son, In large measure, It came to pass that im-

portant eoal-cllrrylng roads were fatnlly loaded
down wlth delits and exeesslve Issues of stock.
nor have various reorganlzations and proceed¬
lngs in bankruptcy avalled to remore the ln

tolerablo burdens. As nll the roads. whether

recklessly overcapitnllzed and loadetl wlth dabti
or not, hnve to compete wlth each other nnd
nothlng ls more ih-adly to a solvent concern

than competltion wlth one bankrupt. exeept ln.;
competltlon. with two bankrupts th<* uilscon-
cluct of some bas become tbe eurao of nll. Tho
servlce rendered in hanllng coal to market
would pay at low rates a falr Interest on tho
actual eost of tlie roads engaged In the business,
but they can never bo expected to pay on such

capital nnd debts ns exlst unless the rato

etarftd ls hlgh enough to cripplo the minlng
lr.dc.stry ond thn atcn d*v*rcase of ennsumption.

decrease la shown by some _ga___ given in the

It la not to ba
forgottcn that, aceordlng to offlclal statementa,
the coat of local dlstrlbution ln New-York alone
arernges something llke $2 per ton. Wlthout

aome such arrangement lt doea not appeer
tbat rellef can be expected for the mlners, tbe

operntora or the compnnles cnrrylng coal.

A CAI.L FOR THE ABOUTIOff OF THF STAFF

SY8TF.M THAT MAKE.S EAOANISM PORSIUI.E.

From The Phlladelphla Press.
The report of the beef Court of Inqulry ends the

Investlgation lnto the conduct of the war, nnd lt
ought to begln the reform of the staff departmentaof the Army.
A worse plcture of dlvlslon, dlsorganlzatlon nnd

demorailxatlon could not be glven than the revela-
tlons of thla court of the worklngs of the Commls-
*sry Department. I.Yuler the permanent staff sya-
tem. the Comml*»ary Department had at Ita head
a man of flftv-elght year.s wlthout experlence tn
the fleld. Oeneral Kagsn was wllful. Ignorant and
untrained. He had been proved ln court-mantal
pioceedUigs reckle**, vlolent and ln*ubordlnate. He
had nover *hared In the feedlng of nny large body
of men. and he was wlthout special knowiedge of
the troplca, the ratlons operatlona thero needed or
tho best mode of supplylng them.
Yet, under our Army staff styatem, thls eoneelted.

hld'-bound. routlne-numbed man had lndependent
control of tho selectlon. purchase and euDply of
ratlon*. For years he had had nothlng to do wlth
work tn the fleld. He hnd sat at a de*k the year
around and algned papers untll all mllltary ca-
paelty. lf he ever had any, was gone out ot hlm.
No general In the fleld had any control over hlm.
He waa lndependent of the commandlng general of
the Army. He reported to the Secretary of War.
l.ut evetits and experlence have conclualvely proved
that thla check waa worse than worthlesa. A
clvlllan at the head of the War Department Is ln
the handa of the heads of staff buslness.
Oenernl Kagan waa able to d»*fy experlence. He

perpetnted the "colossal error" of provldlng
canne.1 beef for the ataple ratlon of the army at
Santlago. On hls own Indivldual order he bought
2,7.'.9.-72 pounda wlthout Inspectlon. The total sup-
p.y procured waa three or fourfold the needa of
the Army. The eanned beef ratlon had never heen
teated. lt wa* adopted on one man'a order, wlth¬
out con*u1tutlon. wlthout experlment. agalnat the
general oplnlon a*id paat practlce of the Army, an.l
under our Army etaft ayatem no general head of
the Army waa reaponalble.
Thla "coloaaal error" paaaed ln the War Depart¬

ment wlthout question. No one challenged It. No
one Interfered wlth lt It was posslble for one
man. and a man llk* Oeneral Eagati, to ruln tho
aupply of food to an entire army. The commandlng
general, Major-Oeneral Mllea. liad experlence bul
no authority. The Secretary of War had authority
but no experlence. Under tho Army system of
lndependent and permanent staff departmenta the
Army ratlon waa altered and rulned, and .... one lu
actual charge of the flghting knew It untll the mla-
ehlef waa done paat remedy.
A system llke thls needa to be torn up hy the

root*. The staff departmenta need to be reorgan-
laed and pla.-ed uaider th. dlrect control and respon-
alblllty of the head of the Army. Patronage and
polltlcs In staff nppolntmenta need to be ubollshed
The Secretary of War ought lo bo pluced ln hls
proper poaltlon as the clvlllan advlaor uf tha Pres¬
ident, through whom ordere aro transmlited. and
deprlved of dlrect control of staff department*,
whose membera uae hlm and thelr poatilona for
peraonal enda. A general etaff oai the German planneeda to take the place of the cllque and cabal of
ataff officers who "run the War Department'*under the preaent ayatem A Secretary of War
who brlnga on theae reforroa wlil givo an efflclent
Army. A Secretary who doea not wlll contlnue tha
lneffhleney of the paat year and many paat yeara.

suffer great buslness losses every Prealdentlal
year. and th* dangera of unwl«« law-m*Wing
have prompted many Statea to dlapenae wlth
annual electlona and eesalons of Lflgifllaturafl,
and to cut short even the hlcnnlfll fleealonfl. Tha
Porto Rlcana, who are an excltabl* people, the
large majorlty uneducated, all unused to self-

government. and at the mercy of demagoguea.
mlght easily waste the better part of their ener-

gles for year* in polltical egcttement and party
Btrlfe.
But a great portlon of the Intelllgent p*op!»

already reallze thla danger. and are d!«pee*d to
go slowly and Bafely In the dlreetlon of govern-

lng themselvefl. whlle I know of none who would
care at present to "take part In governlng the
Cnlted Htatta."

It ia true. agaln. that they dld not "eaat off
the Spanish yoke," but when thelr laland aud-

denly became the seat of war they gave us every

ald ln thelr power. Peraonally. I found them.
vvherever I went. ready to flght the Spanlarda.
BTtfl wlth machetes alone. and the few hundreds

tor whom I could flnd captured rlfles were ss

good partlaan aoldlers as one could ask for.

The only complalnt of the Amerlcan H«gulai_
was that when they met the enemy "the natlve

troops rushed forward and |:ot In the way of our

flre.''
I belleve lt wlll be aa startllng to our peoplo

ae to the Porto Rlcans to flnd the latter con-

sldered "BubJectB of the Unlted States" and lf

"expanslon" Ia to take that form lt wlll havo

few frlends.
At present the Porto Rlcans are pecullarly un-

fortunate. They have loBt thelr practlcally fre«

trade wlth Bpain and Cuba. and have no frefl
trade with the Cnlted Statea. whlle their flhort

crop of coffee meetfl th. excesslve produetlon of

Hrazil and <_oe» not pay tltem for Its ralfllng;
many of the laborlng claaa are eonseouently ln

extreme destitutlon. Afl yet they ar? patlent,
peaoable and loyal. but It Is hlgh tlme we wera

conslderlng what can be done for them. If wa

cannot improvc conditions In Porto Rlco, wh» ^

everything waa In our favor. It la a poor outlook

for expanslon generally; lf. on the other hand.
we make these people proud and glad of belng
Americans, we flhall be well repaid. Thelr lal¬
and home wlll be the most charming resort for

our people. thelr prosperity will be our proa-

perity, and thelr floldiern wlll help to flght our

battles in the troplca.
