CONTEST BETWBBN YALE AND HARVARO-
STRI.GGLKa ON MANV FIELPS.

The nthletea of all the leadlng Eastern collegea
wlll have a busy day to-day. Among the leadlng
contests wlll he the dunl track athletie games that
wlll be held on Yale Fleld thla afternoon between
Harvard and Ynle, lhe flrst match game of base¬
ball of the season betwt en Harv. rd and Prlnce¬
ton and the boat race between the Columbla 'var-
alty erew and the Naval Academy elght at Annap-
olls. Theae three truggles wlll attract tha great¬
est attentlon of the college world, ar.d ln addltlon
to them a vast number of mlnor contests wll! be
held Whlle the Yale nnd Harvard athletes sre

runnlng and Jtimplng on the greenswnrd at Yale
Klel.l the dnughty EM baseball men wlll bo playlng
the Browti nlne at Provldence. Another track ath¬
letie match that ia attractlng oonslderable atten-
tion loeally ta that to be held thls afternoon at
I'nlverslty Heights between the New-York fnl-
v.r.lt.v athletie team and the I.afayette College
traek team.
Ynle expected last year to wln the traok games

at Cambrldge, bnt the Crlmson eame out ahead hy
a narrow margln. Thls wlll therefore be the last

opportunlty that Ynle wlll have to prevent Harvard
from heeoming a permanent owner of the dual
cup. The beat sort of materlal has been unearthed
at New-Haven thls spring. and more Intereat haa
been taken In traek athletles than for several
years past. It Is certaln that even though Yale
should fall to eome eff winner to-day she wlll have
the nueleus of a magnlfWnt team next year, for

many of her athletes are freshmen or eophomores,
who naturally have thelr best perforroanoes yet to

make. As It ls, however, the Klls have a lurklng
bellef that the Rlue wlll float trlumphant to-day.
and that although Harvard has on paper a trlfllng
better ehance Yale luck and pluek wlll ptill out

Just a shade ahead. Harvard wlll send down a blg
delegatlon from Cambrldge nnd Rostnn to eheer
her athletes. whlle a number of membera of the
TalS nnd Harvard clubs of this eity wlll Journey
to the Clty of Elm..
New-Tork supporters of Harvard, however. wlli

be somewh at divlded In thelr alleglanoo. as a num¬
ber of them who are devoto<l to baaeball wlll be
found on the princeton dlamond eheerlng Harvard
ln the tronghold of the Tigers.
