AN OPINION IN THE DE GRAUW CASE OPENS A
WIDE FIELD FOR TRAFFIC,

holds that street rallroad companies have the right
to run freightears as well as passenger-cara. This
decision fs an Important one In view of the fact
that there has been soma talk of a company foF
the purpose of running a freight mervice at night
over the lines of the Brooklyn Rapld Transit Com-~
pany.

The case decided by Justice Marean was an ac-
tlon brought against the Long Island Electric
Rallroad Company by Aaron De Grauw, of Ja-
maica, in an effort to stop the road from operating
oxpress cars on the street ratiroad In Jamalca.
Since the guit was Instituted Mr. De Grauw has
dled, but it has been pressed by the widow, Mary
E. 8. De Grauw. A demurrer by the defendants
on the ground that the complaint did not econtain
a sufficient cause of action was dismissed by Jus-
tice Marean. In writing his opinion, he says in
port:

“The demurrer presents the single question never
before adjudicated, of the congtructlon to be glven
to that provision of the raliroad law which author-
|ges street surface rallways 10 ‘convey persons and
property.’ ‘The obvious lmport of the words ‘to
convey persons and property’ comprehends the con-
voyanae of property by persons, and they should
not be otherwise construed, unless there be some
important reasgon for it. I can find no guch reason.

“Until recently there seems (o have been no de-
mand upon street rallroad companles on the part
of the publie for the carringe of freight, and no
facilities, therefore, have been furnished by the
raflroads, but the publie, having discovered that
the transportation of frelght can be made more
economically than by former methods, there {8 no

meritorious reason why it should not enjoy that.

advantage. Naturally, the method of operation of
a passenger-car by stopping on call to take up and
set down passengers is Impracticable In the opera-
tlon of freightcars. Depots along the line at con-
venlent places for the collection and dellvery of
freight will be obviously necessary in order not to
obstruet other transportation and travel. But i

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WIRELESS TELEPHONING.

SOUND OF THE HUMAN VOICE CONVEYED |

BY HEAT RAYS.

INTERESTING FEATURES OF THE BLECTRICAL
SHOW AT THE MADISON SQUARE OARDEN
—A MINIATURE THEATRE, WITH
MODELS OF FTAGE
BCENES.

A novel and beautiful exhibition was given at
the Garden yesterday afternoon to representatives
of the press. A method of telephoning which uses
the beam of radiance from a searchlight in place
of a wire was shown

At one end of the Garden, in the upper gallery,
wns placed an are lght, with the familinr conleal,
or parabolle, mirror of the searchlight behind It
When the current was turned on the beam was
projected to the opposite end of the hall, where
a simple device was used for recelving. At the
transmitting end one noticed that f
the two maln wires supplying curren
short wires ran off to an adjacent telephone booth.
Ineide the latter was a transmitter that looked for
all the world llke any other, but differed therefrom
in minor detalls. From the way in which the wires
were connected, {t was easy 10 see that most of the
current flowsd through the carbon penclls af the
lamp, but A small part went around through the
telephone transmitter

At the recelving end the apparatus was even
more simple In appearance. There was aimed tow-
ard the dlstant are light another parabolle mirror—
a bell-shaped vessel, whose lining was highly pol-
fshed and whose Interlor curves wers carefully
ealeulated. A tiny bulb, no bigger than that of &
thermometer, was fastened in the bell, at the
focus of the parabola, and from this there extended
back through the metal a short, glonder glnss tube,
that connected with the earplece of a phonograph.
There wns no elecirienl equipment whatever at the
recelving end. The person W
per-tlpped tubes into his ears heard not only the
notes of a cornet, but also human speech, emanat-
Ing from the closed booth at the other end of the

hall.
