No matter how deep may
be the feellng agalnst certain doctrlnal utter-
ances, then can he no Justltloitlon for the adoptinn
of such measures to meet them and to punlsh those
gullty of them Tl.e piou« eoverlng glven to such
uneccleslastleal and unwlse sohenns only mak<s
them the more to he d.-plored and contende.l
agalnst. Thev nro unworthv of our beloved .'"hureh
and hlglily derogatory of its highest .ourt. They
deserve to he severely frowned upon and rebuked.
Unless thev are. Presbyterlanism wlll most aurely
be wounded stlll more severely in the house of Its
frlends.

Slmllar work was
done on the same day, by golng from one clergy-
man to another ln the Interest of a 'tlcket' to l.e
voted on nt the meetlng of the Pre. hytery on Mon¬
day. One pastor was Interrupted whlle on hls way
to the pulpit. and hegged not to nomlnnte a broth'r
mlnlster for a General Assembly Commlssion.-r.
Another clergymen was ask>-d not to allow hls
name to he presented, or. if It was. to wlthdraw it.
aa It would 'In.ure the tlcket' to have thls new
name hefore the Preshytery. Falllng to secure the
deslred proml«e, the visltor begged the brother not
to mention the fact that he had heen approaehed.
but here agaln no pledge was glven. Every one of
the seven clerlcal names on the 'tlcket' on Sundoy
was r»resented on the floor of the Preabytery on
Monday. While It Is perfectly proper for a com¬

panv of men agree to aupport certaln candldates
who they thlnk will best present thelr views ln the
General Assemhlv. we do not hesitate to say that
the methods employed hy a Senator of the fnlted
States to secure a certaln klnd of logislatlon by
Sundav conferencea at a hotel are no more e*n-

the Preshytery."
