#House in the Woods™ to draw up certain lists.
They were occupled also with the organjzation
of the committees, The proceedings to-day
passed off without any incident. Only the presi-
dent spoke, the others manifesting their appro-
bation by slight, discreet murmurs.

MEDIATION IN THE FOREFRONT.

It was learned that M. de Staal placed the
question of medlation and arbitration in the
forefront in his speech to-day. The question
of the laws of war rendering war as humane as
possible by the extension of the regulations al-
ready existing was then touched upon by the
presldent, and he relegated the question of the
reduction of armaments to the third place. This
indication modifies the order in which the three
points were placed in the circular of the Minls-
ter of Forelgn Affairs, Count Muravieff, but it
has the merit of responding more closely to the
vlews of the delegates, and it is now coneidered
certain that mediation and arbitration will have
the chief place in the work of the Conference,
Further, the opinion is unanimous that the
American and British delegates will take the
most important part in the study of this gues-
tlon,

The Conference decided ta-day that all dele-
gates, Including the technical representatives,
are to participate In the sittings and join In the
discussions,

The date of the next sitting has not yet been
fixed, It depends upon the progress which will
be made hy the committees.

DIPLOMAS

GRADUATES OF THE NEW-YORK TRAINING
SCHOOL HOLD COMMENCEMENT
EXERCISES.

The New-York Training School for Nurses, which
{e among the oldest Institutlons of the kind in the
country, had its twenty-fourth annual commence-
ment vesterday afternoon. The affair was held
this year three weeks ahead of the regular time,
but an earller date was selected In order to Insure
the presenee of Presldent John W. Keller, of the
Charitics Department, who is soon to sall for Eurape,
The oxercises weré held In the dining-room of the
Nurses' Home, Blackwell's Island. There were
thirty-nine membérs of the class that had com-
pleted the regular two-year course, and sevenieen
who had completed the post-graduate course.
There were five, however, who recelved both diplo-
mas yestérday, o that the total number of gradu-
ntes was Afty-one.

Mr. Keller was the honorary presiding officer, but
the speakers we.e Introduced by Dr. Edward B.
Peck, the chalrman of the Board of Examiners of
the school. Mr. Keller, who spoke first, dwelt on
certain disadvantages under which the school
labors, - He spoke of the horror which respectabile
poor people feel of being sent to the city hoepital
“on the island,” and he seomad to think that some
such feeling might be manifested by or toward the
nurses themselves, He was glad that the Charl-
tles Department had been eeparated from the De-
partment of Correction, and he hoped to see still
further separation in the future. Mr. Keller sald,
however, that at the recent conference of nurses at
the Waldorf-Astoria he thought the repregsentatives
of the New-York City Training School were fully
equal to those from any other institution. Miss
Mary 8 Gilmour, the superintendent, read a report
covering the work of tha school in the year that
she has been at ita head.

A HALT CALLED IN LUZON.

GENERAL OTIS GIVES THE INSURGENTS
A BREATHING BPELL.

ARRIVAL OF THE FILIPINO COMMISBION IN
MANILA-THEIR REQUEST FOR AN
ARMISTICE REFUSED.

Manila, May 20, 10 a. m.—General Gregorlo
del Pllar, commander of the insurgent forces In
front of General Lawton's dlvision; Lieutenant -
Colonel  Alberto  Barretto, Judge-Advoente,
Major Zealelta, of Agulnaldo’s staff, and Sefior
Graciagnzaga, a fcrmer member of the Fillpino
Cabinet, the commissioners appointed to co-
operate with Sefiores Florenting Torres, Pablo
Campo and Teodore Yanco, of Manila, for the
purpasa of negotlating terms of peace with the
Amerlean Commissioners, reached Manila by
special train from Malolos at 8:15 o'clock this

morning.

The party was met by Lieutenant-Calonel
Barry, adjutant-general, and conducted from
the train to the launch Capltan, and taken to
the palace at Galacanan, and after breakfast
were driven through the city to the Ayunia-
miento.

The party was closcted with General Otis for
more than an hour, but the interview was de-
cidedly unsatisfactory, the Commlission having
nothing definite to propose and being unem-
powered to negotlate terms.

The Commissioners hrought a eommunication
direct from Aguinsldo asking for an armistie2
pending the decision of the Filipino Congress
a8 to what pollcy should be ndopted.

As befors, Generel Otls refused to entertain
the proposition.

The Commissioners after leaving the Clty
Hall accented an Invitation to visit the Oregon
and the other vessels of the American fleet in
the bay, and they algo recelved permlission to
see thelr famiiles before returning.

3IVING THE REDELS A CHANCE

While Major-General Otls declined to recog-
nize the rebels to the extent of agreeing ta an
armistice, he has glven notlee to the Amerlean
commanders to refrain temporarily from aggres-
slve action. Thus he i= In a position to resume
hostllities at any time. This wiil defeat any
subterfuges to gain time, which would not be
the case If the General agreed to an armistice,
The Filipinos are so deceptive that people hesi-
tate to credit with good faith thelr latest over-

tures. But more attentlon is now pald to them |

than was pald to thelr previous advances. The
Filipino Commission is acting under Instructions
from Aguinaldo and the Congress, but It is pos-

sible that If peace is arranged Genernls Luna |

and Plo del Pllar and their followers will eon-
tinue a guerilla warfare.

The Filipino Commigsioners ealled on Major-
General Otis this afternoon and arranged to
meet the members of the American Commission
on Monday, when they expect their colleagues
will have arrived. The chalrman and secretary
of thelr Commission have been chosen.

THE SBITUATION AT 1LOILO.

At Ilollo an attack on the Americans was re-
cently expected. The Filipino leader boasted
he had two thousand rifiemen and ten thousand
bolomen, and had the Impudence to send an ul-
timatum to the American commander, ordering
him to leave the island. As a result, many of
the natives left the town and for geveral days
the outposts were doubled. In addition, the
Yorktown and the Iris anchored in positions
commanding the mouth of the Jara River, where
the attack was expected to take place, but it
talled to materialize,

calad, which has bheen Interrupted, has been
resumed,

THE RI0O GRANDE EXPEDITION.

LITTLE GUNBOATS CLEARING THE RIVER
BANKS-PICTURESQUE INCIDENTS
OF THE ADVANCE,

Manlla, May 20,7:50 a. m.—The expedition up
the Rio Grande Rlver niet with no resisiance ex-
cept at the outskirts of San Luls, where several
hundred Filipinos were entrenched on the banks
of the stream. The rebels retreated beyond Can-
daba, and the gunboats steamed ahead, all the
way training their Gatling guns upon the banks
and dropping sheils wherever uniform appeared
on shore. The gunboats dispersed the Insurgents
pefore San Luls. After they had passed sharp-
shooters from trees across the river, o hundred
yards distant, harnssed the 17th Infantry, which
was marching by fours aleng the narrow,
wooded rogd, from which the troops were unabls
to see the enemy. The members of one battallon
lay on thelr faces In the road for a quarter of
an hour trying to locate the riflemen and return
their fire. Two Americans were wounded.

The road wound close to the stream und was
thickly settled. It was a plcturesque march,
Many groups of hundreds of natives were clus-
tered under the trees on the opposite bank, dis-
playing white shirts, towels, sheets, or anything
white, on poles. Some shouted welcomes to the
American soldiers, but most of them malntained
a sullen sllence,

An old man, In a carriage, met the troops two
miles outaide of the town. He sald:

“ have lived in Engiand and I have told the
people that the Amerlcans are like the English
and that they need not be afraid.”

FEARED THEY WOULD BE KILLED.

Captain Grant, In command of the gunboats,
tanded before the troope arrived, and met with
& “Porto Rican" welcome. The natives, who
had assembied on the shore, crowded about the
Amerieane with fulsome expressions of friend-
ship, apparently half afrald that they would be
massacred,

Captain Grant quickly distributed the men
from the gunboat Laguna de Bay to guard
the town, and the natlves sent n messenger to
tell the people who had taken refuge In the
ewamps to return. Hundreds of the natlves
thereupon returned timidily, a man with an
improvised flag of truce flving from a bamboo
pole preceding each party.

A Capuchin priest, one of the few whom the
Filipinos had not imprisoned, was found at Can-
daba. He sald It was useless to try to con-
vines the natives that the Americans had not
come to oppress them, as thay belleved their
teaders, who had strongly \mpressed this belief
upon them, and who have told storles of maa-
sacres, rapes and Filipino victorles. The walls
of the town were placarded with reports of the
slaughter of Americans, hundreds of whom were
gald to have been taken prigoners,

RAID ON INSURGENT BTORES

As soon as Major Kobbe reached Ban Luls
the natives ralde=l the Insurgents’ rice stores,
All day a stream of half-naked people emerged
from the storehouse, in the manner of ants,
rushing to thelr homes with bags of rice on their
heads.

On Thursday night a body of rebels returned
to San Luls and burned part of the town. Lleu-
tenant Cunningham, with a 8ignal Corps party,
engaged In running a telegraph line, wan
cumped near the place. Major Kobbe sent the
Army gunboat Cavadonga there, and found the
party to-day in the town,

The Rio Grande, since Major Kobbe started
has been the highway for the exodus of lh;
patives, and to-day there is a continuous pro-
cesnlon of thatched cascoes, with white flags
drifting down (he river and containing whuu;
famlilles of twenty to thirty persons, with their
household goods and animals on board. Thou-
eands of these bhoats have passed the Army
gunboats.

The Nebraska regiment marched from
Fernando to Calumpit to-day for a uu:y d:l;::
rest. The regiment numbers ahout three hun-

panies are mers squads, and their battered can-
teens and shiny clothes show unmistakable signs
of rough campalgning; but the wsoldlers nre
happy. Beveral of them dropped by the way
from the heat, but when they boarded a special
train at Calumpit, bound for Manila, they yelled
like schoolboys, and the other troops went to
thelr stations and cheered heartlly.

ALLEGED ATTEMPT TO KILL WHEATON.

CURIOUS STORIES THAT HAVE REACHED
WASHINGTON FROM MANILA,

Washington, May 20.—A Manila newspaper, “The
American,” of date April 18, and recelved at the
War Department to-day, contains a curious siory
of the arrest and imprisonment at Manlla of the
Insurgent leader, General Pio del Pllar, While this
appears In a Manlla newspaper, yot nothing of nn
officlal character to this effect has ever been ro-
celved here, nnd the statement 1s In direct conflict
with cable dispatches of the last day orf two, say-
ing that General Plo del Pllar s In front of Geon-
eral Lawton's command, while to-day’'s advices sy
that he Is at Maniln as one of the peace commis-
sloners,

The same nowspaper, under date of Bunday,
April 18, contalns news of an Attempt 1o ansnsal-
nate General Wheaton, which seems to have elther
encaped the attentlon of the American newspaper
correspondents at Manlla or to have attrocted the
blue penell of the censor.
