NOTES FROM A VETERAN TURFMAN,
COMMENTS ON RACING INCIDENTS AND AFFAIRS

In epite of the obstructions placed in the way of
racegoers by the rallroads, there was an extensive
concourse at Morris Park yvesterday when the bugle
sounded, calling the horses to the post for the first
race, Bome of the tlcket-sellers in the hooths at
Willls-ave, sald they were unable to make change
for any bili of a depominution of more than £, to
the intense disgust of many racegoers, who were
greatly annoyed at being compelied to sollclt
change from obliging strungers or clse miss their
traing to the track, The plcayune policy of the
road was never so thoroughly shown ag it s this
year. The cars on the trains to the racetrack are
obsolete, stuffy contrivances of antique design,
which threaten to fall to pleces whenever the speed
of the train Is above slx miles an hour. On the re-
turn Journey the Third Avenue Elevated road takes
up the running, and endeavors to Irritate, tanta-
lize, maltreat and haraes the crowds from the
racetrack, untll forbearance Is stretched to the
utmost imit, The pntronage at the One-hundred-
and-thirty-third-st, station duting the Morris Park
meetings s Increased to such an extent that an
extrii tieket-geller has been placed at the statlon in
n booth especlally constructed for the large num-
ber of rucegoers who use the Third-uve. line to the
Clty Hall. From the foregolng It will be observed
that the ofclals have arranged things so as to
gecure the racegoers’ nickels, but have pald not the
slghtest nttentlon toward tmproving the train ger-
vice,

There were hundreds of racegoers at the One-
hundred-and-thirty-third-st. statlon last evening
who were compelled to remain on the platform

more than forty minutes for m train. In that time
four trains crovided to the lmit passed the ptation
These {ralns stopped, but there was not room
enough either In the cara or on the platforms for
Benator P. H. McCurren to stand, not to mentlon
such portly personages as Thomas P. Ochiltree or
Eugene Woods.
