Romulus, a strong man, who wis brought Into
public notlce by ‘““Tim" Hurst, of haseball fame,
was advertlsed to wrestle with two bulls In an
arens &t the West New-York Field Clul's baseball
grounds vesterday afternoon, promising that both
animals would measure their lengthe on the grouni
within two hours. A erowd of five hundred people
was present to wee the sport, which was brought
10 & close at the end of an hour by the arrest of
Romulus on & charge of crueily to animals

A forty-foot nrena was fenced in in front of the !
grandstand. Two short sectiona of fences were |
erected within the arena In order to enable Rom- |
ulug to jump behind one or the other for protec- |
tion, when he was closely cornered, Two lnrge
steers, each welghing a thousand pounds, were
taken'to West New-York early in the day. Rubber
knobs were placed on thelr horns amnd they were
in readiness for the fray when a brass hand played
and Romulus walked out into the arens dressed in
pink tights and carrying the  searlet cloth of o
mutador. A steer was then turned loose and walked
nto the arens. Romulus at once flaunted the scar- |
let eloth in its face. but the animal was & long
time In JI""“'I‘ exclted, He seemed to be more |
interested in Homuiug when the latler ran away,
for then the steer would go ufter him on a trot,

At lust Romulus seized the animal by the horns,
and It started around the ring at a lvely rate,
baneing Romulug against the fence, A few minutes
jater the wrestler was obllged to release his Tk,
Romulus stood on the fence two or three times |
while the steer eved him savagely. At one time |
the strong man turned his back to the animal and !
started to wa'k away, when the steer went for him
with head down. The crowd shouted, nnd Fomilus
dodged just in time to eave himself.

Romuius succeeded altogether in catehing the
brute by the horns four times, and did his utmost
to throw the animal. but falled.
