LIVE TOPICS FROM BERLIN.

Berlin, June 24.

AN UNPOPULAR BILL —The attention nf the
RHelchsiag last week was chjefly devoted to the
Anti-8trike bill, and the publie ghowed more In-
terest in this than ‘n any other measure of the
sosslon, The gallertes were filled for the first time,
and even the members attended bhetter. TUsunily
half the seats are empty. The press also deyvoted
a vast amount of gpace o the measure, and the
agltation agalnst {t hecame more netive during the
few duys preceding the debate. This was not con-
fined to the Boclalists, as the Evangelieal, Catholle
and labor unions nnd the Central Committes of
Christinn  Miners pronounced ngainst the hillL
Fven the Committee of the Trade Court nf Berlin,
a2 momi-court Institutfon, petitioned agalnst the
measire and asked all other such courts and or-
ganizations of laborers and employers to do the

same.

It was clear from the beginning of the debate
that the Government's case was lost. The Minis-
tors and Canservatives never showed a ray of con-
fldence. Thelr whale attitude was apologetie On
the other hand. the attacks, which were uncom-
monly sharp, came from all parties exeept the Con-
sorvatives. The vigor of the attack of the Cen-
trists and Natlonal Lifernls wns searcely inferlor
to that of the Soctulists. The Centrist leader, Herr
Lieber, was called to order for a sharp arrnignment
of the courts for recent “‘monstrous dectsions™
reningt lahorers and “mildness’ toward employers.
The Natlonal Liberal leader, Herr Bassermann,
cemplained that the measure pleased nobody hut
Boclal Democrnts, glving them excellent material
for aeltation. Herr Behel, the Soclallst leader,
spoke for two hours, attacking the bill with great
sarcasm and vigor. The points made hy the more
moderate opponents of the measure were that It is
unnecessary class legislation, and that the present
laws are adequate and reacn nll coses of strikers
maltreating  others, They demapded, instead of
the harsh punistiment provided by the bl full
friedom for labor unfons to form coalitions with
one another,

It s understood the Centrists will seek to phss
a Jaw In the autumn ahollshing the prohihition
agalnst labor organizations confederating. Prince
Haohenlohe, the Imperinl Chaneellor, promised this
vears ngo, and if the Government refuses to carry
out the promise the Centrists themselves will
prese it the bill. Tf the Government yields, it will
al. the passage of o law progecting workmen who
are willing t~ work. But such a mensure must be
heeed on the common law of the Emplire.

CANAL BILL'S PROSPECTS. —Hefore the Canal
Committee Herr Thielen, the Prussian Minlster of
Publle Works, in behalf of the Ministry and with
the exg ‘ess approval of the Emperor, sald that If
the bill pars.d the Covernment would undertake
to itmucov- the waterways in Upper Sllesia to
Berlln, so ng 1o make them navigable for 4id-ton
boats, and equalize the rallway rates of Silesia
with those of Westphalla, and glve Westphalla a
concession to bulld a ecanal. The Lippe Govern-
ment decllnes to embody these compensations in
the blll. Dr. Miguel, the Minister of Finance, de-
clared that further compensations could not be
disrussed.

The present prospects of the blll are clouded. As
goon 48 It was seen the Ministry was willlng to
muake compensation, the Agrariang adopted p pollcy
of smothering the measure under a multitude of

claims, estimated already at half a billlon marks
Count von Kanitz and other Agrarians demanded
In hehalf of East and West Prussia an improve-
ment of the Vistula and a system of canalg leading
out of the river.
