On a little spot among the
forests of masts halling from every quarter of
the globe a large tent, gayly decorated with
flags, was erected opposite the yacht, which
stood on the slips, ready for the water, and fly-
ing the Stars and Stripes and the Unlon Jack.
Crowds of people who had no chance of seelng
anything out of the ordinary assembled In the
morning in the vicinity of the yard, and detach-
ments of police appeared to preserve order,

From the rlver little could be seen except the
stern of the yacht, where, in bright golden let-
ters. shone the name “"Shamrock.”
