GEORGE W. JULIAN,

Indlanapalls, July 7.—Georga W. Jullan dled at his
homa in Irvington to-day, aged =ighty-two,

George Washington Jullan was born near Centrs.
vills, Wayna County, Ind., May 5, 1817, Early In the
century his parsats, who were Quakers, went to
Indiana, When the father died young Jullan was
east on his own resources to get an education, and
he was 20 succes=ful that he wis teaching school
In the winter and surveying In the summer while
he wan yet & mers bay. He studled lIaw and was
admitted to the bar when he wis twenty-ona years
ald

He was elected to the Btats Legisiature in 105,
and [t was then that his striking poiltical career
hegnn. Fonr yaars |ater he was slected to Con-
gress, and ne immadintely made his mark as an
uncompromising foe of slavery and a champlon of
lt\- homestend system. He was the -~andidate for
Vice-Presidont on the Fres 8oll ticket of 1862

In 1856 he was u delegate to the Plttsburg Conven-
tion. the fArst Natlonal Conventlon of the Repub.
lican party. and was 1ty vice-president and chair-
man of the Committes on Organization.

I 1880 he was re-slacted to Congress, and re-
mained n memhber for ten vears. ' He was a member
of tha Committsa on tha Conduct of the War, the
Committes on Reconstruction and the committee
appointed by Speaker Colfax to prepara articies of
impeachment against President Johnsan,

As early as 187 Mr. Jullan had espouced the
eause of woman suffrage. and In 1888 he proposed
in Congrass a ~onstitutional amendment confarring
the right o vote n]n women. e was nlso a zealous
fadvasata of the alectoral franchise for the negro.
He supported Horace Gresley for President, having
pln'd the Liberal Republicans In I§i1 FPrasident

laveland appointed him Surveyar-General of New-
Mexieo In 1585, and In 1589 he retired to privats [ife
at his home in Irvington. a suburh of Tndianapolis

Cnesius M, Clay spaks of Mr. Jullan as the great-
ast man Indiann aver praduced except Oliver P
Maortan, He was a fighting man in polities, and his
energy never slnckened, In tha feverigh days hefore
tha war Mr. Jullan rode about on a great white
horse and deliversd strong addresses ngainst slav-
ery nt the Aally risk of his life, for he had a host
of enemies, made in bitter politicnl struggles. In
Congress ha waorked stead!ly foar the antl-slavery
cause and the Homestead Bill, which was approved
by Presidant Lincoln in 1862 and hecame a .aw.
