Rl'MORS MANY TIMES DENTED.

About a year nen, on the flrst outbreak of
these attacks, Oen»ral Alger ereated a sort of

imposslhle situation. so to speak, by announclng
wlth every evldence of good falth that, whlle
prrsonally he eared nothlng for the offlce of
SecretaO .¦ War, he had never yet weakenefl
ln the face of a tlght, and wouid not, as al¬

ready stated. "reslgn under flre." Thls plalnly
placed hlm out on the flrlng llne, and th1 hottest
kind of a flre was theneeforward kept up wlth¬
out cessatlon. The fact that he wouid perma-
nently retain the War Offlce portfollo seomod
to be deflnitely determlned, unlesB the Presldent
should ask for his reslgnation. General Alger
Often repeated that assertlon; he reiterated It
wlth gr.-at emphasla only the other day In an¬

swer to the spectfic statement of a newspaper
whleh assumes to be the organ of the Admlnis¬
tration that "Alger's days are numbered"; that
the Presldent was dlssatlsfled wlth the Plngreo
alllance and wouid Inslst upon the Becretary*B
lmmediate retlrement.
There was another remarkable feature about

thls curtous freak of polltics. Every llttle whlle
some new authorlty was being decelved hy thls

Alger resijfnation "fake." Although it seemed
certaln from the statements made with reh#-
ment posltiveness from tlme to tlme hy Alger
himself. as well as from the Presldent's attltude
an.l reported givlngs out, that Alger was to re¬

maln, yet perlodically some newspaper in a new

quarter broke ln upon the tlred publlc wlth the

lntelligence, set out with great circumstantial-
Ity of detail, that Alger was to go at once, fol¬
lowed just ai lnevltably by his categorical d<--

nial, wlth the reatlirmatlon that he was not to

be forced out of offlce under any circumstances.

Where did the Insptratioa for these endleaa
chain statements come from. and why were they
perslsted in ln the face of such constant and ear¬

nest den lal s?
People b.'gan asklng themselves: "Is lt at

last possible that he Is going out?" The fact

that in spite of these constantly recurring at¬

tacks nnd retOTte Alger remained In offlce for

more than two years was strong presumptive ev-

Idence that he wouid remaln to the end.

Flre last nlght c<.mpl<*tely gutted a sectlnn 0_

the large Exe.-lslor BtOtas Of the Hrooklyn
Wharf and WarehoOSS Company, at William-*"*.,
In the Atlantlc Rasin. nnd destroyed the graln
elevator. the ofllce and the engine room. The

building contalned two hundred thousand bush-
els of graln. J. Rryce Martin. president of th.*

company. estlmated the damage at flOQ.000 to

the building and |60,000 to the stock. As a

spectacle the flre was magnlflcent.
Thomas F. .Murtha, of N... BM Court-st, a

dockman. discovered the flre shortly after 8
o'clock Ifl the gralfl .l-vator, an elght story
frame building attached to bulldlngs Nos. -"*
and 278, which are a section of a row of brlek

bulldlngs four stories In hHght fudng BttttST-
milk Channel and Governor's Island «.n the east

side and the Atlantlc Rasin on the west.

Murtha, after falllng to put out the flre. sent

ln an alarm Three alarms so.m followed, and
all the tire apparatus in the lower part of the

borough was calle.l out. A fterco llght with the

flames, whi.-h shot up through the wooden graln
elevator as If it were an alrshaft, followed. The
tramway on whbh cars tlll.-d wlth graln are

run caught flre, and by that means the maln

building was Ignit-d. Th" Davld A. Roody
steamed into th.* bastfl and threw three streains
Of water on the tlanies. A half dO-CII tln* en-

glnes rattled down the pler, and they added as

many streams to the great volume of water

which was steadlly dlrected against th- elarator
nnd through the irlndows >.f ths storehouae.
Sparks flew Ifl all dlrcctlons, and Chlef Dale snd
hls men percelved that it w..uid be n.ssary to

protect the storebouses on the south slde of the
pier. which form a rlght angle wlth th.- bulldlngs
fronting the rlver. The former bulldlngs are

fllled wlth olls of varlous kinds, and several of
them cont .in keroaene oii in large quantltle*
Th>* flremen flooded theae bulldlngs an.l played
streams on thelr roofj aml fn.nts.

in half .m hour th<* graln elevator was de¬
stroyed. The tramway Btll] burned. and It was

nearly mldnight before tbe Other Br* was extln-
gulshed. The ofllce, whi. h stood near the ele¬
vator, followed the elevator. fate. The next

building to go w is th<* engine room. and as It
went up ln sneke tbere was a loud explosion,
which caused the flremen and spectators to m at
ter.

It was an Impr.-sslve and beautlful sieht. In
the rigging of ships at the oth'i pler. Ifl the
basin, along the strlngpleeea, on the lumber
plles. in th<* wlndOWl and ..n the roofs of houses
and from every vantage point great erowds wlt¬
nessed the tln*. Distant plaees wer.- lllumlnated
b ythe flames, whi.-h red lened the sky frorn the
horlzon llne tn thi- zenith. A Shower of sparks
hung llke a v.til over the basin and rlver, and
thr water fell like g sh.-et of silver tnist be¬
hlnd it.
The two flre chaplnlr.*-. who were recently ap¬

polnted. nttended the flri. Th>*lr servlees were
not requlred, as nobody was Injured.

ELECTRIC UXES-RIOTIXG ON SECOND AVENUE

FIGIIT IX BROOKLYN GRADUALLY QriETIXG DOWN

A futile attempt was made yesterday to start an effective strike on the clec-
tric lines of the Metropolitan Street Railway Company in Manhattan, out of sym¬
pathy for the strikers in Brooklyn.

Few men responded to the call, hut General Master Workman Parsons savs

thev did not receive adequate notice, and he prcdicts a complete tio up for to-day
of the Second, Fourth and Madison, Sixth and Fighth-ave. lines.

Next to its failure to stop trafflc, the feature of the strike in Manhattan
was all dav and all night rioting in Second-ave. PoUcemen charged the mohs
again and again, used their clubs freeiy and made many arrests.

Women mingled with the rioters in manv cases, encotiraging them to stone
the motormen, the conductors and the patrolmen. Some of these women
were thrown down and trampled upon when the police charged the crowds.

Traffic was not dclayed to any apprceiahle extent on any of the lines,
except the Sccond-avc., during the dav, and few cars were sent out in that
thoroughfarc after 10:20 at night, and car« were only rnn at one hour intcrvals
in Fighth-ave. after 11 o'clock.

Cars were cxtrcmely scarcc in the outskirts of Rrooklyn, and passcngcrs
complained hitterly of delays and transfer

Strikers in Hrooklyn expressed great pleasurc at the going out of the
Manhattan motormen, and denounced the attempt to wreck the pillars of the
Flfth-ave. elevated road as an outragc for which they were in no way responsible.

The street rallway strike whleh was started

In Brooklyn last Sunday, spread to Manhattan

The trouble ln thls borouch was preclpltnte,!
about 8 a. m. by a few Impatlent men. who

broke away from the control of (leneral Master

Workman Parsons. and endeavored to tla> up

the princlpal electrlc llnes of the Metropolitan
Btreet Rallway Company. They met no BUCceM

at aii on the Madlson and Fourth ave llne, got

a trlfllng respoOM on the Stxth-ave. and Klghth-

ave. llnes. and caused serlous Inconvenience on

the Becond-ava. line <>niy. There they Bueceeded
ln suspending trafllc for a couple of hours In

the mornlnp. That was the extent of thelr

threatened tle up Cars ran all day long on al!

the lln.'S on Behedule tlme. or near it. Not more

that four hundred of the company's thirty-one
hundred men had rjuit work up to last mldnlght.
Rut if Uttle was acconii'llshed In the way of a

legtttmate strlke, the city was actually dlsgraced
by the rioting which followed Vlolem . \. as re-

sortcd to by the strikers or thelr sympathlzers
from tlie -itari. Thls was conflned almost wholly
to the Second-ave. llne. where motormen who re-

fuse.1 to strlke were dragged from some cars

ar.d beaten, stones and other mlsstles were

thrown through the wlndows and obstrnctlons

were placed on the tracks or w-edg'd ln the elec¬

trlc condult slot. The trouble increased as the

nlcht came on. and many casualtles on both

sides resulted.
WOMKN MOB LEADERS.

A promlnent feature of the rioting in Second-

ave. was the number of women who took part
In lt, as far as their preatnce and thelr lungs

WPr(. eoncemed. They Inclted the stone throw-

ers by looks and words, and when the police
charged the mob they often stood thelr ground
Wlth great boldness, feeling sure the patrolmen
wouid not club them. Several of these women

were knocked down and trampled on, hut dld

not aeem to mlnd lt much. Children formed a

large part of the mobs, too, and their elders

often egged them on to throw stones at th"

motormen and police, by offerlng a penny for

every tlme they hlt the mark. The Rrooklyn

police. who bore the brunt of the fightlng. sald

the Second-av*. mob was much more dangerous

than any they had to d .i! wlth in thelr own

borough. and much more eager for a "acrap."
At 10*20 p. m. the company decided to send

out no more cars on Second-ave. untll thls morn¬

lng, the danger to the men from the moli belng

too great and passengers belng afrald to rlde

in the cars. Later. however, half a dozen cars

\vr>re sent out.

Devery*! men showed what thelr Chief meant

by hls orde to "stand no nonsense." and

clubhed all disorderly men with such a wlll that

the rioters were terrlbly dlscouraged. _oud

complalnts were heard that the patrolmen
showed tmnccessary 8_.lv.ty and vlgllnn.e In

preservlr.g order, and many promises were made

that Tammany wouid los» many labor votes at

the n'-xt electlon ln consequence. These com¬

plalnts. of eourse. came from those who were

clubbed or whose frlends were clubbed, while

"only looking on." It seems useless to inform

such people that those who throw stones count

on hldfng themselves behlnd the onl"okers. and

wouid not be llkely to throw anythlng if they
had to do lt In the open. A good way to escape

4 clubblng Ib to ke.-p away from the placea
wh-re clubblng 1" going on.

DEVEB1 IN HIS KI.KMKXT.

Mr. Devery, who mlght easily be improved
upon as a suppressor of unobtruslve crlme, Is in

hls element when there is any bone cracking to

be done. He let the strikers know that hls men

were ready, to use hls own words, "to knock the

tops of thelr heads off." and In order that they

mlght not be hampered b> havlng to beat any of

thelr own aco,ualntances he brought four hun¬

dred pollcemen from Brooklyn and Queens to

do the clubblng. These men were flred by the

example which the Manhattan pollcemen have

set tn Rrooklyn, and they "dld Devery proud"
wlth thelr nlght sticka The Chief declared that

there wouid be no ne*d to call out the mllltla

here or In Brooklyn. He has entlre cont-den.e

that hls forces cmild _JOTH all rioters wlthout

even resortlng to revolverB.

The strlke was started purely out of sym¬

pathy for the Rrooklyn men. but Par-nna now

deelai-B that It wlll not be settled untll the

Manhattan employea get a ten hour work day

j and b"tfer pay fnr ' .rlppcrs " Mr. Vreeland
deflea Parsons or any one else to Ue up his
roads. He explains the dfsaffection on the Sec¬
ond-ave. llne hy showlng that lt was Ihe last
acqulaltlofl of hls company. and the ien em¬

ployed on It are not so well acoualnted wlth
hlm and hl.s methods as the others. That there
should be any strike at all was as great a sur-

prise to hlm as it was to Mr. Parsons.
Tha attltude of these two men, who repre-

ser.tf.! ll.- opposing forces. formed a striklng
oontraat. '"he rorm-n*. confldent in the loyalty

I of the in-.'.it majority of his employes. sat in hls
offlce ai; day prepared to receive and treat

The latter
remlnded one atrongly of a drure major. who
proudly tossing hls haton and avaving hls plume.
marcbea ahead, thlnking hia band Is followlng.
Buddenly he becotnea aware thal he is aii alone.
thal th" band has turned a corner, and is march-
int ln a totally dlfferent dlreetlon wlthout hlm.

Taeklog his baton under hla arm, gatherfng hls
coal Uils in one hand and holdlng on hls helmet
wlth tiie other, he skurrtea after the band, and
once m"re Installs hims.-lf at its h.-ad, but his

dignity suffered Badly in the effort.
