THE FAILURE OF THE STRIEKE.

8trikes, like poets, are born, not made. That
fact 18 emphasized day by day in the progress of
affairs in this eity. A legitimate strike is one In
which all, or nearly all, the workmen in a glven
industry feel thewselves the victims of griev-
ances which are no longer tolerable, and for
which there Is no other means of geeking re-
dress, and In which, accordingly, all or nearly
all spontancously join. Such gtrikes sometimes
succeed, and deserve to succeed. But such is
not the abortive affair which has been foisted
upon this city at the present time, This strike
was not born in any such gense of grievance, It
was artificlally devised by unscrupulous con-
spirators at the outside. It was worked up and
organized and finally ordered in the same arti-
ficlal manner. A clique of stock johhing poll-
ticians, to quote the words of the chlef strike
leader hlmself, were the anthors of {t. They
worked It up In a contemptihle manner for gelf-
{eh purposes. The men did not, as a rule, desire
it. Ounly a few men have taken part In it. There
{8 reason to believe that some of those, perhaps
most, who have taken part in it were either
bribed or coerced Into doing so0. The great ma-
jority of the employes of the corporations
against which the strike Is directed bave
promptly aud steadfastly refused to join the
strike.

The resn!t is that In both horoughs the strike
f8 a fallure. It began In Brooklyn on Sunday
mornlng. At no time sinee then, save for a few
hours at midnight, has traffic fu that borough
been seriously disturbed. The ecar company has
been steadily gaining in the struggle with the
disaffected men, and has now sneceeded In re-
storing its serviee almost to s normal condl-
tion. In a day or two more the last signs of a
gtrike will have disappeared, Here in Manhat-
tan a “sympathetlie” strike began on Wednesday
morning. Save on one line, which runs through
one of the least orderly parts of the city, there
has been no perceptible Interference with traffic,
Indeed, in the city as a whole the streetear ser-
vice bag actually been better than before. There
is no ground for fearing that there will here-
after be any material Interruption of the service.
The effort to create a strike artificlally and to
dragoon worklngmen Into it against thelr will
has Ignominjously falled. True, the leader of it
declares that “the strike Is practically won.”
But citizens wbo see the cars running regularly
and the streets free from disorder will not re
gard that utterance other than in a Plckwickian
gense. The strike has falled hecause it was
made, not born; or, if it was born, it “dled
a-borning."”

There should be little diflculty in placing re-
sponsibility for thls wretched affair. The testl-
mony of the leader of it ls sufficlent. He de-
clares that it is the work of epeculating politl-
einns, and that it has no justifieation in facts,
On that point we are quite willing to take lus
word. His statements are, moreover, abun-
dantly eorroborated by the observations of many
who bave closely watched the progress of af-
falrs on “The Btreet” Weeks ago there was
talk, clearly heard in Wall Street, that a strike
on the Brooklyn Rapld Trausit lines was about
to be organized for speculative purposes. It was
organized. It was ordered. It was attempted.
And it has, at least thus far, falled. It has
falled to “bring the company to terms.” It has

falled to paralyze or even gerfously to Interrupt
the operation of the lines. It has, above all,
from Its authors' point of view, falled to de-
press the market price of the stock of the corpo-
ration assalled. The last named feature of the
fallure {s the one that least interests the general
public. Nevertheless 1t must be regarded with
‘much publie satisfaction as causing the bitterest
Misappointment to the conspirators who tried to

make a strike when there was no adequate
cause or general demand for one.

MOLINEUX LEGALLY INDICTED.

The Grand Jury has indicted Molineux for
murder In the first degree, and there Is no fur-
ther reason to doubt that in due time he will be
put upon his trial. The Tribune has carefully
refrained from expressing any opinion as to his
innocence or guilt, but the finding of a true bill
agalnst him does not require us to withdraw any
onc of the assertions which we have repeatedly
made concerning the conduet of the District At-
torney’s office.  We have jnsisted that If an in-
dletment was to be found It should be found In
an orderly manner and by due process of law,
and not as the result of Irregular and dangerons
manceuvres which savored more of persecution
than of prosecution,

The law presumes that every man {s innocent
until he has been proved guilty, and it is the
earnest desire and purpose of the people In
whose name all erimiual proceedings are brought
that nothing shall be done by the officers of the
law who represeut them to weaken those safle-
guards which long experience has shown to be
essentlal to the protection of the innocent, That
{5 the proposition which The Tribune has sought
to malintain from the beglnning of this extraor-
dinary case, and the necessity for urging that
proposition upon publie attention, in view of the
operations of the District Attorney's office
agalnst Mollneux, has not been diminished by
the latest actlon of a Grand Jury. We hope
that his trial will be conducted with serupulons
regard for the dignlty of the people, the rights
of the accused and the requirements of justice.

THE CANAL REPORTS.

The special counsel in the matter of the canal
lmprovement agree as 1o the main guestlon and
do not differ materlally in any respect. They
were deputed primarily to ascertain whether
eriminal proceedings ought to be Instituted
agalnst Messrs, Aldridge and Adams, the former
Superintendent of Public Works and the former
State Englneer. They report that the evidence,
which they have examined with great care and
beyond doubt with serupulous fmpartiality, does
not warrant such proceedings, and thus ends In
a somewhat unsatisfactory manner a contro-
versy which has played an important part in
the politics of the State for two years, We say
the result i not entirely satisfactory for the
reason that whereas the State was exceedingly
i1 served In an lmportant and costly transac-
tlon It appears impossible to obtaln redress from
any quarter or to apply a penalty of any sort.

The speclal counsel hold that the men chiefly
responsible for the direction of the canal im-
provement are secure for two reasons. In the
firet place, their discretionary powers, extended
by a mischievous amendment, were remarkably
large, and in the second place the statute of
Hmitations covers some proceedings which might
otherwise have been brought into eourt, though
on that point a positive oplulon was unneces-
sary and s therefore mot expressed. But the
diseretionary powers under which the work was
prosecuted were unquestionably abused. That
was, in substance, the conclusion of the Investi-
gating committee appointed by Governor Black,
and po explanation offered in behalf of the ne-
cused officlals has even tended to make it un-
tenable, They were not actuated solely by the
desire to accomplish a large publie undertaking
in the best manner under the free observation of
the people whose money they were spending.
Political considerations, tenderness for contrac-
tors, secretiveness in respect to ample evidence
in their possesslon that the work was going o
ecost a vast sum In excess of the estimate, an ar-
bitrary exerclze of their power to expand a spe-
clfie enterprise by unauthorized though in a
measure incidental operations—these are the
chief faults which were originally alleged
against Messrs, Aldridge and Adams, and which,
after divers searching Inquiries, we must con-
sider proved. In the aggregate they reflect a
low sense of official obligation and demonstrate
i reckless disregard of the public welfare.

1t remains to be said that since the eanal sean-
dal developed the conduct of two Republican ad-
ministrations in relation to it has been above re-
proach. Governor Black chose a Commission of
able and upright men to investigate the whole af-
falr, promptly published their findings, appolnted
i Democratie lawyer of excellent reputation to
review the evidence, and on his report directed
the Attorney General to take action. Colouel
Roosevelt, as the Republican candidate for Gov-
ernor, boldly and honestly confronted the issue
on which the Democratic party hoped to defeat
him and made explicit promises which he did not
shrink from redeeming after his election. Two
Demoerats and a Republiean, all possessing the
confidence of thelr brethren at the bar and the
respect of the publie, were selected to determine
whether or not eriminal proceedings ought to be
hrought agalnst two prominent Republicans who
kad been honered by their party with Important
offices. They have declded against snch proceed-
Ings for reasons which will be accepted as con-
clusive, but nobody ean honestly doubt that if
they had rendered an opposite declslon the de-
linquents would have heen vigorously prosecuted
by a Republican Attorney General.

Here, we suppose, the matter must rest, so
far as individuals are concerned. It remalns for
those who will hereafter have the power to do
80 to correct ihe evils of a system which has
been thoroughly diseredited and establish suita-
ble gafegnards for the protection of the State In
the management of its canal buslness,

FURTHER CONCESSIONS AT PRETORIA.

The firm attitude assumed by Mr, Chamber-
Iain and Sir Alfred Milner appears to be having
its effect, The scheme of franchise reform put
forward by Mr. Krilger ten days ago has been
materially modified, until it is now probably in
an acceptable shape, which it certalnly was not
In when first proposed. Fuller detalls of the
original scheme show that it was not nearly as
good as it appeared to be In the brief cabled
summaries. 1o some partleulars it was absurdly
Mogical. For example, it provided that Out-
landers settled in the Transvaal in 1807 should
receive the frauchise In 1904, but those settled
in 1898 not until 1007; those settled In the
spring of 1809 should get it In 1008, while those
settled slx months later, In the fall of the same
year, should get It two years earller, In 1006,
Anything more ridiculons than that wonld be
difficult to imagice., The later proposals, which
seem to have heen adopted, abollsh those
absurd features and give the franchise after
geven years' residence, which may be rechoned
retrospectively.  Thus all who have been settled
in the country slnce 1802 will recelve the fran-
chise at onee, all sinee 1863 next year, and so on.
Sir Alfred Milper's proposal was for a five
years' term, and Mr. Krilger's was for a nine
years' term. The soven year proposal 18 thus a
splitting of the difference, which, other things
belng satisfactory, Is not a bad form of com-
promise.

Of Importance sgecond only to that of the
franchlse itself 1s the question of redistributiog
of seats, and concernlng that the Pretoria Gov- |
ernment does not appear yet to have made any
offer of adequate actlon. How monstrously un- |
just the present distributlon {8 a few figures will
ghow, There are 28 members of the Volksraad,
elected from 23 districts. Of these memhers 10 ‘

come from 18 rural and exclusively Boer dis-
tricts, with a male population of 35,000 and a
voting roll of 12,000, Three more come from
three mixed distriets, with a male population of
18,000 and a voting roll of 4000. Five more

come from three distriets where there Is a slight ]

predominance of Outlanders, with n male popu-
lation of 40,000 and 7,000 voters, The remaining
four come from four districts inhabited chiefly
by Outlanders, with a male population of §1,000
and only 4,000 voters, Thus while In one set of
distriets a male population of 48,000 gends 10
members, of o strong majority of the Volks-
rand, In another set of districts mlc' popula-
tion of 121,000 sends only ® members. While
the member for Lydenburg, n Boer district, rep-
resents exactly 1,000 men, the member for Jo-
hannesburg, an Outlander district, represents
06,000 men. 8o If all the Outlanders were en-
franchised at once one voter n Lydenburg
would have ns much power as fifty-six voters in
Johaunesburg. Beyond doubt this state of af-
falrs ealls loudly for immediate and radieal re-
form. It would be the emptiest of mockeries to
give a man a vote and still Insist that it shall
count for only one fifty-sixth as much as the
vote of his nelghbor.

Other points worthy of notiee are to be borne
in mind. One is that while sons of Outlanders
are to receive the franchise at twenty-one, sons
of Boers receive it fully at the age of sixteen.
Another is that these franchise concessions ap-
ply only to elections for the Volksraad, and not
to Presidential elections, A t!drd is that the ut-
most proposals are far short of what has long
been granted in the Orange luver Free State.
Thus, under Sir Alfred Milner's demand only
gsome 33,000 Outlanders would be at once en-
franchised, while under the Orange State systemn
at least 44,000 wonld thus be enfranchised. So
we are not to regard these eoncesslons made by
Mr. Krilger as at all liberal. They are really
scanty and meagre, and it will be an act of
generoglty and condescenslon for the British
Government o accept them as satlsfactory.
This is all the more evident when we recall the
explicit promises made by the Transvaal Gov-
ernment and by Mr. Krilger personally when
home rule was granted to the Transvaal, to the
effect that “settlers of whatever origin should
have the full enjoyment of all elvil rights,” and
that there should be “equal protection and equal
privileges” and “no difference so far as burgher
rights are concerned.” That is to say, the Boers
promised to give allen ecolonists the same politi-
enl rights which they themselves enjoyed.
Never was a pledge more flagrantly and utterly
broken. For that breach of faith the utmost
concessiong Mr. Krilger conld make now would
he but seanty amends. Yet It may be well for
Great Britain to exerclse extreme clemency and
generosity and accept for the present the plt-
tance of amends which he so gruidgingly offers.

NEW POSSESSIONS AND THE TARIFF.

This Is just the time of all others, erics a stal-
wart Free Trader, for the Democratic party to
accomplish the overthrow of Protection with
ease,  After battling for generations on that
issue, 18 it coneelvable that the party will run
away from It precisely when the best apportu-
nity of its whole history comes? This was the
one question on which [t won success with
Cleveland, and it would be amazing folly now to
abandon it for the one question on which it
sustained 1ts most complete and humiliating de-
feat with Bryan, With new possessions which
produce sugar largely, some radical alteration
of the tariff will be unaveidable, and it will ba
all the more casy just now to overthrow protec-
tive duties, because the great Industries have
gained a hold on foreizn markets and want Pro-
tection mno longer. Such, In substance, is the
reasoning of sundry Democratie jouraals which
geem to have been suggested hy certaln pithy
remarks of Senator Movgan In the same vein,

That Senator will be treated with respect by
all who appreciate a genuine Americanism, but
1f this partleular suggzestion were found afloat
without his name attached It might be aftrib-
uted to those whom that Senater holds In deep
contempt as enthuslasts of things foreign, Where
has the Senator learned that American Indus-
tries mo longer want protective dutles, unless
from forelgn journals printed on both sldes of
the ocean? He would not find his constituents
about Birmingham of that mind, nor the sturdy
wool growers of the West, who have done at
least thelr full share in maintalning the honor of
the flag. Nor have the wool manufacturers
made g0 much as a redpectable beginning In the
way of invading foreign markets, and’they well
know that another Wilson tariff would mean for
them, and necessarily for wool growers, another
four years of extreme prostration. But the
question will in fact be declded, not by the man-
ufacturers, but by the milllons of workers who
knew what It was to hunt in vain for work at
low wages under Cleveland. Tt Is exactly be-
cause the Democratie party did succeed onee on
that lesne with Cleveland that it was ready to
run away from It, even foto Populism, defeat
and disgrace,

The {dea that the tarlff must be reconstructed
becanse new possessions grow sugar 18 pre-
sented by Senator Morgan with his accustomed
zenl, but not with hls usual studious examina-
tion. If he had reviewed the history of his coun-
try with reference to this question he would
have found that it had been declded before, and
not as he supposes. Possesslons of the United
Stites do not beecome part of the United States
until they haye been brought within the Union
as Suites or Territories. The tariff is to-day
enforced respecting fmports from Porto Rico
and the Philippines exactly as it they had In no
sense become property of the United States.
Proesident MeKinley is well advised in declining
to abrogate a law on the supposition that Con-
gress will make such disposal of new posses
glons that the tarllf will no longer apply to
them. It Is a marvel that Senator Morgan
seems ready to assume that Americans will re-
quest the mixed and colored races of the Islands
to help Americans govern this conuntry.

Were it determined on any ground or for any
reason to admit the sugar of Porto Rico free, as
the sugar of the Hawailnn Islands has been ad-
mitted, 1t does not follow that the consequences
wotld be of large hmportance, Porto Rico Is
not of unlimited size, nor has it such a supply
of unoccupled land and available labor as would
promlse any vast outepme of sugar, The supply
from that island has fallen off materially, to this
country more than half since 1872, and was
never large enough to all eountries to compare
with the quantity received by ihis country from
Hawall, But it may be added for the enlighten-
ment of Free Traders that any reduction in the
rovenue dorlved from importations of sugar
would assuredly be followed by heavier duties
upon the manufactured artleles which this coun-
try 18 able to produce for itself, in order to se-
eure further development of home Industries as
a result of the eollectlon of a higher revenne for
a time. This country has not done growing yet,
g not Inclined to stop developing Its Industries
and 1 not In the humor to return to the theorles
which brought digaster under Democeratle rule.

THE EARTHQUAKE IN ITALY.

Although the full extent of the damage
wrought by Wednesday's earthquake In Ttaly ls
not yet fully known, it 18 npparent that the
shock was one of unusual violence for the local-
ity visitad. Ages ngo much more appalling dis-
turbances occurred in the central and northern
parts of that country. The foundationa of tha
El.ernal‘CIty are Indd on rock of voleante origin.

!Bnl no signs of coneg remaln there now, and

active eruptions have long been confined to the
reglon near and south of Naples. Earthquakes
are not always due to the same causes that pro-
duee voleanoes, to be sure, hut these have douhbt-
{esn tieen the chief agencles at work in Bouthern
Europe. With the cessation of one phenomenon,
therefore, the dlsappearance of the other was
to be expected. And for centuries Rome has en-

joyed pretty much the same Immunity from
earthquakes as Milan, Turin, Genoa and Venlee,

A curlous feature of this week’s disturbance
18 that It was an accompaniment of an eruption
of Mount Etna, more than three hundred miles
to the southward. Vesuvius |8 much nearer,
Yet all Iast year, while that famous object was
attracting world wide attentlon by Its ejection
of lava and heated stones, and was creating al-
most a panle in Naples, not the faintest dis-
turbance was experlenced In Rome. No special
tronhle has been reported of late from Vesu-
vius. And it 18 only in response to forces that
are actively at work on the Island of Slclly that
the city of Romulus and an area thirty or forty
miles across In her Immediate vielnlty are &o
badly shaken as to Injure a number of large
bulldings and to cause a widespread alarm.
The Intervening territory seems to have escaped
altogether. Vuleanlsta suspect that water eom-
ing In contact with molten rock at a depth of
fifteen or twenty miles ls often responsible for
such performances as 13tna {8 now engaged in.
But they confess thelr inabllity to explain some
of the attendant eircumstances of an eruption.
Here I8 one that might possibly puzzle them,

The statement that the columns of the Pan-
theon were seen to tremble, and that a few of
the stones of the Coliseum were dislodged, will
provoke aolieitude all aver the civillzed globe.
Fortunately, these venerable rellcs of a wonder-
ful perlod in human history have survived the
ordeal much better than less anclent and sacred
edifices, It s similarly a cause for unlversal
cengratulation that the palace of the Vatican,
contalning art treasures of Incalculable value,
has also been spared. The exceptional charac-
ter of the visltation justifies the hope that Rome
will not be aMicted In the same manner for gen-
eratlons to come.

Captaln Bamuel W. Bartlett of the steamer
Diana, which earries the Peary rellef expedition,
Is fne of a large family of widely known sea cap-
tuing who have figured prominently In Aretio ex-
ploration work. ©One of his brothers, John, Is
captain of the Windward, now somewhere in
Greenland. Another 1s Henry, who was commander
of the Falcon, lust between Phlladelphia and St
John's, N. F., in 18, after bringing home most
of the members of the Peary expedition of the year
hefore, and an uncle, William, was captaln of the
Panther, which rescued the Tyson party, of tha
Polaris expedition in 15878, from a flos of lce on
which they had floated for nine months In Melville
Buy and off the const of Labrador.

Dr, August Ravogll, the Itallan Consul at Cineln-
natl, has been knighted by his sovereign, King
Humbert, In recognition af hls eminent services In
the profession of medicine. Dr. Ravogll was grad-
uated in Rome, and subsequently reccived another
diploma from the Royal College of Medicline of
Vienpa, He came ta thls country clghteen years
ago, and has been Itallan Consul at Cineclnnatl for
about half that time. He is accredited as being ona
of the foramost dermatologists in America, Ho has
held the professorship of dermatology In Miamli
College and the Cinctnnat! College of Médicine and
Burgery, and holds the chalr of that branch of
medical sclence In the medical department of the
university to-day. He is o member of the Academy
of Medicine, ot the Original Hesearch Bociety of
Cinelnnat!, of the Board of Diractors of tha
Dermatologleal Branch of the American Medieal
Assoclation, and of the State Board of Medical
Examination of Reglstration. Dr. Ravogll and his
wife are at present sojourning in Rome, and will
return to this country in September.

I, who died
In Springfleid, Ohlo, on Tussday night, was ono
of the original faculty of Wittenberg College, and
remained with that institution In charge of the
department of natural sclence and physics until
1882, Later he became connected with the United

ON JANTUARY 4 HE DECLINED TO ACT AS
ASSISTANT IN THE CANAL CASR
Albany, July 20 (Bpeclal).—Soma Democratie
newspapers, in commenting upon the reports of Aus.
ten (. Fox, Wallace Macfarlane and Benjamin 3,
Shove, concerning their examiination of tha evi-
dence taken by the Canal Commission, declars that
Governor Roosevelt “ignored the oplnlon of ex-
Judga Countryman, a competent jurist, that the

testimony did warrant criminal prosecution.”

As a matter of fact, Judge Countryman may be
sald to have “ignorefl” his own report, He was
clothed with authority by Governor Black to go
into court and seek to econvict the canal officers of
wrongdoing, but resigned this authority. Proof of
this assertion can be found in the following let-
ter, which Attormey Genaral Davies mada publia
tn-day, a letter addressed Jjointly to Governor
Roosevelt and himself;

Gentlemen: 1 received from Governor Black,
under date of the 234 ult, a notification of my
designation and employment “as counsel to assist
the Attorney General In the prosecution and trial
of such criminal actlons or proceedinga’ as may
be instituted against the late State Engineer and .
Burveyor and Superintendent of Fublle Works
in consequence of the testimony taken during tha
last year before the Canal Investigating Commls.

While I appreciats the compliment implied in this
designation, I have reached the conclusion, after
due deliberatlon, that In justice to myself i ought
not to aocept the position, and I, therefors, respect.
