This Is an agreeable book, done in that light,
easy and plcturesque manner which the term
wpopular” implies. The subject is one which in-
vites Nvely description and moralizing of the
obvious kind, and these things Miss Techudi
furnishes in abundance. This Is not serious
bistory, nor is it witty memolr, but it s suffi-
clently truthful, and requires ne deep thought
on the part of the reader.

The opening chapters introduces us to Sefiorita
Manuels Kirkpatrick, the pretty, sprightly and
coquettish  daughter of & Beoteh wine mer-
chant and dealer in colonial wares, who, In the
early years of this century, was living and trad-
ing with great profit to himself in the city of
AMalaga. Papa Kirkpatrick is sald to have been
“a descendant of a well known Bcotch noble
family”—a family involved In the fall of the
Stoarts: but thise has always been & hazy and
indefintte assertion. Those who have professed
to find in Eugénie Montljo’s lovely features o
strong resemblance to the portraita of Queen
Mary of Scotland have tried to find also some
links of kinship between the two soverelgns,
but it 18 hardly necessary lo say that these
efforts ended In highly laughable uncertainty.
But whether she were of royal descent or not,
Sefiorfita Manuela was as handsome as proud,
and as ambitious as a princess, and, In the In-
tervals of serving customers with wine In the
back room of the paternal shop, she dreamed
dreams of advancement in the world—advance-
ment to be won by dint of her beauty, her un-
doubted cleverness and her Scotch energy. Her
first move was to capture a husband with &
title—one of the aforesald customers and a calo-
nel In a Spanish artillery regiment who had
served under Napoleon I. Don Cipriano, Count
Téba, was not young, nor handsome, nor very
wise—he has even been pronounced foollshl and
stngy: but there was no question of the fact
that he was a Spanish grandee of the bluest
blood. Manuela put forth all her charm, and,
without any concern for the opinlons of his
family, Cipriano Guzman Palafox y Porto-Car-
rero, Count of Téba, made the wine dealer's
daughter his countess. Greater honors became
hers, for, after the death of his elder brother,
the Count acguired the additional family titles
of Count of Montijo and Miranda and Duke of
Peneranda. The palr llved for some years In
Granada, where Manuoela's beauty and plquant
conversation made her salon popular; but do-
mestlc harmony was not & part of the ménage.
The lady flirted and was extravagant, the head
of the house was jealous, violent and parsimoni-
ous, and It was not long before they practically
peparated and the Countess Montljo went trav-
elling with her two daughters in search of
amusement.

The elder of these Aaughters was Fransiska
Teresla, afterward Duchess of Alba; the younger
Maria Bugenla [gnacla Augusting, who was to
become Empress of the French. This littie Eu-
geénle of the melancholy eyes was born in Gra-
nada on May 5, 1826—born In the garden of
her father's house while a fearful earthguake
was in progress, Her introduction to the world
was the prelude to many years of restless wali-
dering and fluctuating soclal position on the part
of Countess Montljo, who wasg seen and half
contemptuously admired In Paris, London and
the fashionable watering places of Europe. The
mother's brains, it must not be forgotten, were
of excellent quality, a fact which was discov-
ered by such men as Stendahl, Prosper Merl-
mée and the philosopher Laborde. It was the
fascinating Manuela, by the way, who furnished
Merimée with plots for geveral of hie storles of
Spain, and “Carmen” was among them. The
two lttle girls were presently placed In the
Bacré Coeur Convent in Parls, and there their
education was golng on when thelr father dled
in Madrid, and they were summoned by the
Countess. There was no more study for them
then: the ambitious mother took the girls of
sixteen and fifteen into soclety as soon as thelr
mourning was over, and all Madrid acknowl-
edged thelr rare loveliness, The three ladles
were immensely popular, for the Countess now
had plenty of money with which to entertain
her friends, and was a laughter loving, amusing,
fnventive and altogether delightfu]l hostess
“She made all around her dance and sing,” sayvs
M, Filon, “She scattered pleasures and created
happinesa on every side. She brought about
marriages and amused her fellow belngs till the
last day of her life.” However imprudent her-
self, she guarded her young daughters care-
fully and devoted herself to the task of capturing
eligible hugbands for them. The Dukle of Ber-
wick and Alba was of all the young Spanlsh
grandees the best match, and he became the
trusted friend of the Both beautiful
little simters llked him, and for a time he ghowed
no more admiration for one than for the other,
It 18 not to be wondered that Hugénle fell In
Jjove with the handsome and gallant youth and
wae broken hearted when he proposed for Fran-
mlska. In her disappointment the chiMd—for she
was little more—took poison, and nearly died In
the severe {llness that followed. Miss Tschudl
asserts that her whole nervous system was
shaken, and a slight shudder, a twitching of the
eyelids which she never entlrely lost, sudden fits
of deprersion and anxiety which would come on
in the midst of enjoyment, and hysterical weep-
ing when anything disturbed her, may all be at-
tributed to this dose of poison and presumably
the conzequent lness. The experience, more-
over, changed the gentle and shy little girl into
. & frivolous and ambltlous cogquetts,

The Bugénie of the years between this sorrow
and her marriage to Napoleon III was a pletu-
resque if not admirable figure. Bhe frequented
the bull fights at Madrid in odd fancy cos-
tumes, she galloped through the streets of the
city of an afternoon on a horse without a snd-
'dle, and smoking a cigar or cigarette, and she
often appearcd In man's attivre. The gilded
youths of Madrid raved about her, flutiered
round her—but not one of them wanted to marry
her. Here 18 a pleture of her set forth by one
who saw her at one of her favorite bull fights:

Her slender flgure is well defined by a costly
bodice, which enhances her beauty and ele-
gance. Her dainty hand Is armed with a riding
whip, instead of o fan, for she generally arrives
at the circus on & wild Andalusian horse, and In
her belt she carries o sharp pointed dagger.
Her lttle feet are incased in red satin boots.
Her head i§ crowned with her broad, golden
plaits, interWoven with pearls and real flowers;
her clear brow shines with youth and beauty
and her gentle blue eyes sparkle from bencath
the long. lashes which almost eonceal them.
Her exquisitely formed nose, her mouth, fresher
than a rosebud; the perfect oval of her face,
the loveliness of which Is only equalled by her
graceful bearing, arouses the admiration of all
She Is the recognized queen of beauty. It {8 ghe
who crowns the victorious toreador, and her
white hands present him with the prize due to
his courage or agllity, while she accompanies
the gift with her most captivating smile.

The young Queen Isabella appointed her one
of her malds of honor, and she was consplou-
ous in the festivities which followed the Queen's
‘marriage; but her andaclty and unconvention-
allty displeased the royal lady, who preferred
to bave a monopoly of those qualities, and the
girl was dismissed. Countess Montijo, who had
been appointed First Lady of Honor, lost that
office for reasons even less creditable, and
mother and daughtsr presently left Spain agaln
for travel in other lands. It {s recorded that
in dlsenchantment with the world Eugénle con-
templated burying herself in & convent, but that
mhben she entered to take her vows au aged,

half witted nun came toward her, looked at
her vacantly, and suddenly exclalmed: “My
daughter, do not seek for rest within our walls;
you are called to adorn a throne!” This Is a
pleasing tale, but more flowery than credible.
However this may be, Eugénle gave up her
intentlon and the two women spent several
seasons in the gayest capitals of Europe.
Bverywhere the girl was a consplcuous and
much admired cocuette. They mst Louls Na-
poleon in London in 1847-'48, and it is said that
the then poverty stricken prince proposed In
vain to Eugénle, who llked him and had a be-
ltef in his future, but was too prudent to join
her life to his at that time. This may be as
apocryphal as many other stories about the
pair, but it is certain that during the two years
that followed the Spaniard carefully watched
the Prince's career, and that she set out for
Parls shortly before the coup d'état. She ap-
peared in the Court cirele for the first time In
the autumn of 1852 at Complidgne. She was In-
troduced by Baron Rothschild and accompanied
by his daughter, Countess Napoleon Camerata,
and the beautiful creature who was perfection
itgelf as a horsewoman reawakened all his
tformer fancy in Napoleon's heart He had
asked in marriage most of the eligible princesses
in Europe, and had been repulsed, and In hu-
miltation and exasperation he was quite ready
to yleld to a veritable, if not to be lasting,
infatuation for the granddaughter of the Malaga
wine merchant. Mother and daughter con-
ducted the affair with prudence and Inflaming
coldness; the Emperor’s relatives and friends ex-
hausted themselves in uselesa protest. The
marriage was opposed in the Ministerial Coun-
cil, and publlc oplnion dld not favor It But
Napoleon took his own wgy, and the tle was
knotted with magnificent ceremonies in Janu-
ary, 1803,

In the early years of her married life the Em-
press was heartily admired by the French peo-
pie. She was certainly beautiful, and she filled
her position with unexpected dignity and grace
Her kindness of heart was great and unaffected,
and she Inaugurated notable charitable enter-
prisee with a judgment remarkably good. In
most directions she was a better wife than
Napoleon 111 deserved, and she was an excellent
mother. If the Court over which sha presided
was & frivolous, corrupt and vulgar one, 1t was
perhaps not' altogether her fault. The Paris
tradesmen assuredly had no reason to turn
against her, for her craze for dress and show
kept a stream of gold running through thelr
¢hops, and there was sRlways something on the
carpet with which to amuse the crowd. The
Church, too, had reason to think well of her, for
she was ever {ts devout, not to say bigoted, ad-
herent. Whenever sha meddled with politics
ehe was mischievous, even absurd. She was
bitter tn her hatreds, and foollsh in many of her
friendships. It {8 to her credit that she always
ghowed great respect for bralns, and admlired
even those who attacked her In print if they did
it cleverly, Her literary tastes were not pro-
found nor otherwise unusual, but they were far
from contemptible. She had some taste In art—
but not enough, be it remembered, to prevent
her from Introducing the most hideous abomina-
tion of modern times, the enormous crinoline.
She net the pace In fashlon toward the novel
rather than the beautiful, and the feminine
world has not yet, In truth, fallen out of step.
She was never 4 thoroughly happy woman, even
when the world seemed to offer her most. The
gharpest thorn in her lot was her consclousness
that she was not born In the purple, and ehe
felt to the depths of her belng the slights she
recetved from those more fortunately placed,

If not happy at the culmination of her pawer
and besuty, what can be sald of the hent, hag-
gard white haired woman who now wanders, a
childless widow, from England to France, geck-
tng health and ease of mind? Hers {a a pathetle
fizure, one to which the most censorious must
pay the tribute of a sllent courtesy. It is nearly
thirty years gince the Second Emplre fell In
flaming ruin, but it is still too soon for a definite
history of that strange and fantastic perfod. It
{s possihle that the final record will be kinder to
Eugtnie Montijo than have been many of her
contemporaries,

But the Romans, being a nation of
officials and civil engineers, kept the actor on
the outskirts of soclety, treating him much In
the same way as he was treated in the olden
times in France. In Home the professional en-
tertidner was disqualified by law, but for all
that he occupled an Important place in the social
life of the Empire. Nero had the second Paris
murdered because he was jealous of him. Julius
Cwesar, after Pompey's defeat, gave a grand per-
formance in Rome. He restored the ring of
knighthood to the tragedian Laberfus and gave
him & fee of H00000 sesterces (about £5,000),
Fifty years later Augustus made a law forbid-
ding the Senators and Knlghts to walt outslde
the theatre to present thelr homage to the actors.
Custom and law always went exaotly In opposite
directions. The more actors were flattered In
actual practice the more gevere was the leglsla-
tion against them.”

Corelll as advance royalties on her two new
novels are so large as to be thought almost un-
precedented in the recent annals of publishing.

GOOD THINGS TO EAT.

GLIMPSES OF GASTRONOMY IN FICTION.

From The London Evening Standard.

It is curigus that so far the gastronomy of the
novellsts has attracted little or no attentlon from
Hterary eritics and philosophers, and the more so
that, Inslgnificant as this feature may seem to
the careless, there is none which 18 more char-
acteristic of the nation, ideas and temperament
of the Individual to whom we owe In each In-
stance the lterary banquet. Women novellsts,
with one or two exceptions, notably Oulda, rare-
Iy allow thelr heroes and herolnes to partake of
a generous feast; whereas in the pages of the
great male novellsts dinners abound, and reflect
the pame artistic tendencies as are discoverahle
in the courage of the hero, the purity of the
herolne and the general trend of the writer's
philosophy of life. Compare Dickens with
Thackeray. Note how the attitude towards life
of each reveals itself in thelr gastronomlic de-
geriptions, Thackeray is fust as fond as Dickens
of telling you what his charactera eat and drink
upon all occasions, which detalls he very justly
understands are by no means unimportant ac-
cessories to thelr portraits; and whether it Is
Major Pendennis's elegant little dinners or the
Mugfords' plebelan but magnificent feasts, or
Hecky's “salml” prepared for the fascination of
Mr. Pitt by her own hands, according to the
veracious lady, or Talbot Twysden's shabby,
cheap, pretentlous affairs with his wretched
ChAtean Margaux, there (s always the same at-
titude, slightly cynical, yet epicurean—the atti-
tude of the man of the world with a fastidious
palate, who knows how to appreciate dellcate
and rare viands and wine, and has yet sdime
kind of restraint which prevents his enjoying
them In an open, hearty manner. How differ-
ent from Dickens's very real, hearty and some-
what coarse rélish of the food his personages eat,
and invariably enjoy! Not a sauecepan or an
oven I8 gafe from him, and he |8 never in more
hilarious spirits than when the fare is of the
humblest kind, Mr. Swiveller's hofled heef and
greens, which this Ingenious gentleman obtaing
on eredit in his usual careless manner; poor Mrs.
Quilp's Nttle ten party of new bread, fresh but-
ter and lettuces; or the famous meal prepared
for Mr. Codlin at the “Jolly S8andboys”—nothing
can exceed the gusto with which he retalls the
affalr. “It's a stew of tripe,” sald the landlord,
smacking his lips; “the cow heel” smacking
them again, “and bacon,” smacking them once
more, “and steak,” emacking them for the
fourth time, "and peas, cauliflower, new pota-
toes and sparrow grass, all working up together
in one deliclous gravy.”

All honest, wholesome appetites had the sym-
pathy of Dickens, and never waa there a novel-
{st more loyal to the British fare of roast beef
and stout. Between these two novelists standa
Beott, and, while less coarse and reallstle than
Dickens, more full of homely, unaffected sim-
plicity, and thershy more nobly dignifled than
Thackeray. His breakfasts and dinners serve tp
cement the bonds of good fellowship and genial-
ity, and there ls ever a hint of pleturesque splen-
dor about them which saves them from degen-
erating into mere animal eating and drinking.
