| TERMS OF THE COMMISSION'S FINAL ACT—

| AMERICAN REPRESENTATIVES RAISE

DAVID H. TICHENOR.

“D:ﬂd H. Tichenor, one of the oldest citizens
b t.hmmrk. died at his house, No. 32 Waverly-ave.,
-y l“' city, on Bunday night. He was ninety years
— T. Tichenor was of Puritan descent. Martin
le:t I::‘Ior' his ancestor, was one of the colony that
s Newark, coming from Connecticut in 1664,
. leasned the trade of mason and bullder, and

® erected 8t. John's Church, the oldest Roman
Cltho'll-: church In Newark. He helped to Iay out
the Newark Plank Road, and was identifisd with
other important public and private works. He
married Misa Jane 8 Baldwin, who died in 1850,
There are four children living. Mr. Tichenor helped
to organiza U'nlon Hook and Ladder Company In
183 and was the last survivor of thirty-sight men
of the original membership. It was sald of him
that he was the last man in New-Jersey to pur-
chase n siave, and he Aid this to give the slave
his freedom. He was one of the original organiz-
ers of the Republican party in :iﬂr--l'rler- He
WAS AN Parnest a\bolltinn'i,;l at a time when it was
a serious risk for A man to express Abolitlon views
and his sct in hufin; and freeing a slave upol'&*
Rim to the hostility of the pro-slavery element.
When ths Republican party was formed he was
one of seven men who attended the first mntmj
In Newark, and he gave freely of his time an
money to the cause. He was always a reader of
The Tribune. Up to a recant period Mr. Tichenor
was sirong in mind and bedy, and he attributed his
good health to giving up smoking in 1838,

A man of deep religious convictions, he was not
regularly attached to any church, He was a be-
lHevear in the restoration of Zlon, and one of his
closest friends was the Rev. Mr. (oodliff, of Eliza-
beth, whao hnlda te the hellef that the Habrew na-
tion will again take possesajon of Jerusalem.

THE ALASKAN BOUNDARY

OBJECTIONS TO SUBMITTING THE QUES-
TION TO ARBITRATION.

THE ADMINISTRATION STILL HOPEFUL OF A BET-
TLEMENT—SOUNDNESS OF THE CLAIMS
OF THE UNITED STATES

Washington, July 24 (8pecial).—There are no
new developments In the Alaskan boundary dis-
pute. The negovtiations now pending between
Secretary Hay and Mr. Tower, the British
Chargé d'Affalres, are all directed toward a set-
tlement through the ordinary diplomatie chan-
nels, without recourse to arbitration. As al-
ready explalned In these dispatches, the claim
of Canada has never heen definitely formulated.
TUntil that is done, no substantial progress will
probably be possible in the negotiations.

Inasmuch as the Canadlan officlals have lald
stress upon the refusal of the United States to
accept falr arbitration of the pending quesation,
it may be proper to explaln authoritatively the
reason for refusal. In the fist place, the Gov-
ernment of the United States is absolutely cer-
taln of the soindneas of Its claims in the matter
of the boundary. That would seem to be a gopd
reason for submitting the matter to arbitration,
for it might be expected that a good cause had
nothing to fear from fair arbltrators, But, un-
fortunately for such clulms, the United States
Government holds that arbitrators are almost all
subject to the fatal weakness of compromising.
In the case of the UUnited States, any compromise
would amount to the losa of lts whole conten-
tlon, for one~ Canada ls admitted to the Lynn
Canal the United States would be deprived of

It was
for this reason that Secretary Hay rejacted the
Canadlan proposal to arbitrate, attended by the
condition that in any case Pyramid Harbor
should be bestowed upon Canada.

Ottawa, July 24 (Bpeclal).—From a high offi-
cial, whose position makes (t certaln that he
speaks with authority, the followlng statement
has hesn given out as to the exact facts in the
Alaskan dispute:

“1 belleve,” sald this officlal, “that the only
thing that has prevented a grave and serious
situation between the Imperial Government and
the United States i{s the fact that no gold dis-
coveries have been made this year in the dis-
puted territory. In the present stats of feel-
ing an attempt of the miners of two different
nationalities to seize the claims under the laws
of thelr respective countries might result in
such a bitter struggle as would startle every-
bady.

“As to any report that there has been any
difference of apinlon on any question between
the Canadian Government and the British Gov-
srnment on any polnt whatever {n controversy
with the I'nited States, there has never been a
scrap of foundatipn for such a tale In point of
tact, in the negotiations which have been going
on recently the British Foreign Office has had
supreme charge of the business with Ambassa-

dar Choate

“The United States wants to retain Dyea and

Ekaguay under any clreumsinnees, We helleve
those places to have been within the proper
Canadlan line, but we sppreciate the fact that
the possession of those camps would give us
plenty of trouble and annovance. We cannot
deliberately glve up territory for nothing, with-
out even the pretence
willing to have a special article Instructing the
arbitrators to place all proper weight on the fact
that those two towns were bullt up by Ameri-
cans without a protest from the Canadlan Gov-
ernment. Can you doubt that this article would
have great influence on the arbitrators? Could
we make any greater concession than that?*
