MOVED BY CROKER'S ORDER FROM A FIRE-

Vilentine was asslgnee for |

PROOF CITY BUILDING TO A NON-FIRE-
PROOF PRIVATE STRUCTURE.

In order to ecarry out a cerrupt job, the removal
of the valuable records of the Health Department
from: o Lullding which I8 fireproof to one that I8
not, was nearly completed yesterday. Thelr former
tiama was in the Criminal Courts bullding In Cen-
tre-st., where they were not only safely housed,
but were convenlently situated for those who have
te refer to them, They have been moved Into the
old home of the New-York Athletle Club, at Bixth-
ave, and Fifty-fifth-st,, which ls generally looked
upan as o firetrap and 13 most Inconveniently
placed, at a distance from all other city offices,
simply becanse It wos o matter of pecuntary profit
to Richard Croker to hava It so.

This incident furnishes one of the most instruc-
tive cxamples on record of the manner in which
the Hors of Tammany uses his pollticsl power for
his own private ends.  After Croker assumed full
churge of the greater eity In 1888 he declded that
he wanted o elub. The New-York Athletle Club's
house was for sale Just then, and he bought it In
an offband way, without thinking much about its
locution. When the fact was brought home to him
that 1t wos Inconiveniently situnted he ordered the
old home of the Democratic Clnb to be enlarged
and refitted for him instend, Some persons thought
thist Croker had been caught with a white ele-
phant on his hands, for which ha would not be
able to find « purchaser.
