THE CASE OF DR. ARONS, —~The press of Berlla
devotes much attention to the Arons case. Dr.
Arons I a professor who lectured on physics fa
Berlin University and a Bocial Demoerat, whose
presence in the university had given great offonce
to all favorable to drustic measures for combating
Soclalism, The Diet passed a law a vear ago, called
by the press the Arons law, making It possible for
the Government to proceed ngalnst and dismiss 8o«
efulist professors. Under this the philosophical
faculty a week ago tried Professor Arons, and
unanimously declared thut they saw no occasion to
take netion. The State's Attorney appealed the case
to the Ministry, who, It is regarded as certain, will
dismiss Professor Aronsg, The pupers of all par-
ties dlacuss the case at great length. The Pan-
Grermanic “Deutsche-Zeltung” says the faculty of
Berlin University have shown the same Incapacity
for constleration of State affiirs that was shown
by some profesaors in treating the Danish question
Inst year. The “Kreuz-Zeitung'' reproaches the
faculty with holding that S8octal Democrney should
be treated on an egual footlhg with other partles,
and formulates the attitude of the Conservitives as
follows: "It ls Impossible to treat a party that de-
clares war upon the State and the existing socil
order ns having the same politicnl rights as other
parties.” The ‘Dresdener Nachrichten” re-echoes
this sentiment, adding that the ldea of political
equality for Boelullsts t« against publle welfare,
and hence It is the duty of judges everywhere to
take into sccount this fact in the administration of
Justiee,

The Liberal papers shile with the faculty, holding
that thelr declston was the only one consistent with
the freedom of university Instruction.
