Governor Woodfln bas telephoned several re¬

porta as to the aituatlon to-day. and the last
cnr- to-nlcht was the same aa the flrst.no new

fa<ieg and no more doaths. So encouraKlni? is

the outlook at the Soldiers' Home that Gov¬
ernor Woodfln. Major Thompson and other offl-

clala of the Home, as well as the re^ularly at-

tarhed physiclans. took oecaslon to telephono
the gcnd nows to thrir frlends In this city. It
was recelved here wlth joy, but the dtizens'
"ghotgun quarantlno" has not been relax^d ln
tne sllghtest dcgree, and a*aln to-nlght tho
best people of the clty aro on tho border pa-
troliln? the nnos wlth shotRuns and rlflos. Thls
llno, as now lald out, extends over four mlles.
and the volunteer guards are so close toRother
that It ls lmpossible for any one to break
throuph.
.urpeons Vanosdorff nnd Korb. of the Marine

Honr'tal Service. arrlved at Hampton thls
jr.ornlnp. The formor was attached to the
Home hospltal and the latter was detalled as

pBfgeoa Whlte'B assistant at Hampton for out-
alde work. Pr. Korh handled tho yellow- fever
aituatlon at Key 'West. He made a tour ot ln-
apactl >n In his territorjr thls nfternoon. and af-
tarward sald that the sltuatlon was well ln
hand, and. so far as he could seo. thero was
no reaaon for tho people of Hampton and Phoe-
bus to fear a spread of the fever.

OFFICIAL RF.PORTS FROM HAMTTOX.

MARINE HOSPITAL ST'RGEONS E-fCOURAOED
.FPRTHER PRECAUTIONS TAKEX.

Wnshlngton, Aug. 3..The yellow fever sltuatlon
at Hampton contlnues faToratU and enoouraglng
ln tho oplnion of the offlclals of tl Marine Hoapll
gervlce. Aecording to offlclal repcrts, thero has
been no spread of the contaglon slr^e jraaterday,
nor have any of the cases now under trc.itment

proved fatal slnce that tlme. It t<; boped to confine
tho dlsease to the Soldiers" Home an 1 Pho-hua, but
gurpeon General Wyman thlnks it too early to make
a definite prophecy regardlng the outhreak, as lt ls

only four or flve days alaefl tho presence. of the
tfever became known to the ofncials here. Dr. Wy¬
man to-nlght recelved the following telegram from
Dr. Vlckery, at the Soldiers' Home: "Sltuatlon
favorabkt and encouraglng. No neara cases and no

deaths."
Pr. Wyman also recelved from the Home a 11st of

the members of the lnstltutlon who were furloughed
on and after July 22. the day after a number of the
Inmates became 111 wlth the fever. Aceompanylng
tho names were the BXBCt dates and the tlme of the
furioofha and the destlnation of those to whom
they were granted. The Surgeon General asbed
that newspapers ln the places to whlch these por-
.ons have gone publish the list. nnd that medlcal
offlcers hold under close o'r.servation for a period of
Bt least ten days after they left the Home such of
Ihe Inmates as they may be able to flnd. Most of
the Inmates furloughcd havo gone to Northern
clties.

DR. DOTY DOKSN'T BELIEVE IT.
.HINKS FRIEPF.NOER OOCLO NOT HAVE PAMED

THROUGH QfARANTINK HERE.

As has been prevlously announccd ln The Trlb-
uno, Dr. Alvah H. Doty, Health Offlcer of the
Port, says that there ls ahsolutelv no danger of
yellow fever galnlng a footboM here, and so ri-ld
are the strlctly enforced ratea that lt ls praotlcally
Impo'sible for a yellow fever case to escape de-
'¦ n at Quarantlne. In connection wltb the out-
break of tbe dlsev.e at Ihe Natlonal Scldiers'
Hr.mo at Hampton. Va., however, thero has l.-.-n

aj.read a report to the effect that Cbaiies Kritden-
ger, an lnmate of the Home, obtalned leave of ab-
Bince and vislted Santiago, and on his return

.ought wlth hlm some extra clothlrg, wlth whlch
ln some way he pessed New-Y.rk Quarantlne
wlthout an examlnatlon and dlslntectlon of th»-
clothlr.tr, and subsequer.tly riached Hampton and
dled from yellow fever outslde the institutlon. Re-
lardlng this report, Dr. Doty aald laat nlght:
"A Bl tternont of thls character. un.upportcd by

facts, is hardly entitlert to serlous consid. ration.
Slnce May 1. all passengers arrlvlng at thls sta-

t:on on vessols fr.m Cuban ports have been held
at Quarantlne for a period of flve days from the
tlme of emharkation. unlesa they present an lm-

mune cert'flcHte issued by a representative Bf the
Marine Hospital Service at the port of departure.
Not one excoption has been made. If tbe passea-
ferg an ive on a Unlted States transport, the ves-

a»l ls detalned at Quartntlne, wlth the passen-
gers on board. undor the constant supervision of a

mernber of the medtcal corps of the Unlted States

Army. At the explratlon of flve dnys from the
tlme of embarkation. and after a report from the

Burgaoa ln chaige that all aro wall. tho paaaea-
8*-rf are brought to the deok and personally ex-

amlned before the vessel ls releaaad. In the case
of merchant vessels, all p.isscngers who do not
hoH Immune oertMcatOJ are removod to Hoffman
l«land. and detalned there under the observatlon
Of tho offlcers of thi* Department untll the com-

Pletlon of the above period, and are then only re-

leased after careful lnspectlon.
"It ls belleved that flve days ls the m*xlmum

Period of Incubatlon of yellow fever. Thls has tho
indoraement of General George M Sternherg, Sur-
B«"on General. I'. 8. A.. as well as others who have
had long experlencc wlth yellow fever and are

competent to declde. The dlsease usually appears
on the second or thlrd day. The siatemont occa-

.lonal.'y made that the period of Incubatlon of yel¬
low fever exlonds beyond flve days is not accepted
by those Who aro famlllar with the dlsease. There-
tor*. lf a careful lnspectlon at the end of flve days
after havlng an lnfected area dlsclo.es no evldence
of Jrabov fevor. it may be accepted ihat the pei-
.on ixamlned Is not a menace to the publlc health.

The ittle capital at
tho mouth of tho Ozama, under tho guns of
T'nited states vessels of war "watchlng Amerl¬
can intorests" and looklng askance at the prea-
ervation of order, may bo consldered a atep ln
the dlrection of responsibtllty to the world that
in these potty States revolutlon ahall no longor
antlclpate general oloctlons nor follow ln the
wako of tho tragedies whlch seem to be part of
tho experlence of men who occupy the execu¬
tlve offlce.
The Vlce-Presldent, General Flguero, havlng

been Installed at the head of the de facto Gov¬
ernment. lt ls belleved that tho crlsla may bo
consldered safely paasod. Thla Oovernment,
havlng tho prestlge of law and regularlty. wlll
have recognltion, whlch fact, coupled with tht»
naval demonstration, so to speak, cannot fall to
