Hrideet 8heedy, of No. 82 West One-hundred-and-
twenty-fourth-st., that he made an Arrangement
with har to get her husband, Hoger, appointed on
« pollce fores through @ man numed Hart for n
sideration of $%. The caxe was to have been
trled by Mr. York last Tuesday, but Mrs. Sheady
and her husband falled to appear, and sent a letter
stating that they wished to withdraw tha com-
plaint. Mr. York adfourned the trial untll yester-
dnv and had writs of attachment prepared for

Sheedy and his wife.

In the mean time they were subpenned to he
present yesterday afternoon, and this morning one
of Captaln MeClusky's datectives went to their
house to see If they were going to appear. He
accompanted the couple to Headquarters. Aftor
they arrived Bheedy and his wife mads ona or two
attempts to leave the bullding, but Mr. York had
geveral pollcemen wntching them, mnd they were
prevented from golng

At first the woman was unwilling to testify, and
repeatedly told the president that sghe wished to
withidraw the complaint.

HOBSON AGAIN HEARD FROIM,

REPORT ON CONDITION OF FORMER BPAN-
ISII SHIPS RAISED FROM MA-
NILLA HARBOR,

Washington, Aug. 14.—Richmond Pearson Hohson
gent to the Navy Department to-day the first long
dlspateh sinee he was assigned to the duty of tak-
inig charge of the Spanish ships raised from Ma-
nilla Harbor, which are now undergolng repairs
at Hong Kong. His report {8 unusually interesting,
denling In general questlons, such as the need of a
Inrge dockyard In the Orlent, the increasing ship-
itk at Manila, and the prospect that Manila will
succend Hong Kong as the emporium of the East,
the value of Chinese labor In all hranches of In-
dustry, ete, He algo saya the thres Spanish ships
which are completed will he worth to the Govern-
ment about $K10,6%0, and he contemplates trying to
rilse thres mo re Spanish vesscls now at the bot-
tom of Manila Bay. The lotter ia addressed to
Rear Admiral Hichborn, Chlef of the Bureau of
Construction, and {8 dated at Hong Kong, July 17.
He says:

In compllance with the HRureau's directions, 1
inclogs & spectal report on the ralsing nnd re-
palring of the Spanish vessels sunk in Manlin Bay.

The three vessels under recanstruetion, the Isia
da Cuba, Isla de Luzon and Don Juan da Asturias
are at about equal stages of completion, which |
eatimate 1o be albout M per cent, eompared with
the vessels fitted out ready for aca. The hatteries
and electrie plant, which have not arrived, will
doubtleas be the last Hems. 1 estimate that the
time of eom fon will be about six weeks after
the arrival of armament and electric plant.

I estimite the value of these vessels when eom-
pleted, exclusive of armament, to be about as fol-
