The Rev. Dr. Francis E. Tlark, president of the
' Christian Endeavor Soclety, made an address in
‘the afternoon, and led a consecration service at
Round Top at the hour of sunset John Wilils
Baer, the secretary of the society, had charge of
the Endeavor meeting, and discussed practical
methods of work. W. R. Newell, assistant super-
intendent of the Moody Bible Institute, led one
mesting, devoted to Bible study, in which he gave
& helpful analysts of the tourfold gospel history of
the life of Christ. George C. Stebbins led the
singing, which was especlally fine.

After the testimony and consecration service this
evening Mr. Baer distributed the followlng pledge,
which he asked those present to slgn: “From this
moment I eolemnly and by Thy grace renounce
and put away the evil things which have usurped
an unholy supremacy with me, the companlonships
that lower the temperature of my Inner life, the
books and amusements which have cast & shadow |
on my hours of fellowship, the sin which so easlly
beseis me, the soft yielding to sloth, which has
robbed me of S0 muny seasons of hallowed com- ]
munlon, the desire to please men rather than Thes,
and to succeed In this world rather than to be &
humble servant in Thy glorfous household,  All
these I hereby steadfustly renounce and foraake.

The wrongs, the wants, the tears and the doubt

this sentence, man without God is always hungry,
Hunger, hunger, everywhere—read it upon the sor-
rowful faces you meet upon the street, hear it in
the groan of agony that sweeps up from oppressed
humanity und all the awful ery of need that comes
from clly und from desert, from far away lunds
and our own home countries.  You may put it all
fntu the words that passed the lips of FPhilip.

KILLED BY FILIPINO REBELS.

A LIEUTENANT OF THE TWELFTH IN-
FANTRY LOSES HIS LIFE.
sSEVERE FIGHT ON THE ISLAND OF NEGROS
~INSURGENTS DRIVEN FROM
THEIR TRENCHES,

Maniln, Aug. 20 —One lHeutenant of the 12th
Infantry was killed and another was goriously
‘wounded while reconnoftring last evening north
of Angeles,

The Americans end ountered a large force of
{nsurgents and drove them from their positions.

Lieutenant Cole, of the Gth Infantry, with
.plghty men, encountered one hundred Insur-
gents Intrenched In the mountaing of the island
of Negros, and routed them after an hour and
a hnlf of gevers fighting.

The Amerieans had three men slightly
| wounded. Nineteen dead insurgents  were

seounted in the trenches.

Six rifles and a quantity of reserve ammunition
rwere captured,

The insurgents recently cut the cable in La-
guna de Bay leading to Calamba, on the south
ghore of the lake, but the break has heen re-

THE COMING CAMPAIGN,
IMAP OF OPERATIONS ON LARGE BCALE
PREPARED FOR SECHETARY ROOT,

Washington, Aug, 20.—The map of the Phi-
Hppines, and especially of that parl of the isl-
and of Luzon north and south-of Manlla, which
has been prepared for the use of Secretary
Root, may assume a more fmportant part in the
coming campalgn than has been glven to 1t
heretofore, Secretary Root has not only fs-
certained where the United Btates troops are
loeated, and has them marked off on the map,
but he has also taken Into consideration such
fnformation as can be obtained relative to the
population of the adjacent country, the kind of
people and thelr dispositlon toward the United
Stntes. The Becretary has also been studying
the lines of tra <= rtation and learning what
he can of the geogriphy of the country.

It §a believed that more than one army can
operate to advantage in the Phillppines, and
the suggestion has heen made by some Army
officers that an army should start from different
points and operate In guch A nanner as to dis-
tract and destroy the Filipino forces, At present
the “Ulnited Statea forces do not ocoupy the line
of rallway half way to Lingayen, on the gulf of
the same name, It has been suggested that If
one force were to start from Lingayen and
move south at the same time that another were
moving north there would be a great probability
of soon securing the entlre rallway for the use
