As ho started back the train for New-
York was only a fow hundred feet from the sia-
tion, the gates were heing loweraed, and the flag-
man wis waving Mr. Hollister back. To onlook-
ers |t seemed ge though he were deep in thonght
ue he passed under the gates and walked up to
the slaw moving loesomotive. The engine strurk
