CORPORATE ANARCHY.

Property and Industry are the foremost oppo-
aents of anarchlsm, That is so obvicus as to be
wellnigh an axtom. The man who IS wo lazy
wowork or ton shiftlessto save may be inelled
toward that barbarism tn which he would be
free to despoll his nelghbor's goods. He has
Uttle o hope from the law aud Nitle to fear
from lack of 1 The mnn who works and saves
it owns sanething, however, gives hostages to
Inw and order, He las sometlilng at stnke
The whole purpose of Lis Mie, materially speak-
g, is conditioned upon the maintenanee of bow,
sud would be menaied nnd prolnbly destroyed
by aoarchy. Not anly in theory but in aﬂt‘unl
practics it is therefore incumbent upon every in-
Hustrialist, whether he be o wage enrner with
willlons of motiey or n eapitalist with a strong
bund and hrawny arm, to defend law and to
maintain order, and he whi does otherwise,
Blther by amission or Ly commission, direets the
fleadliest of Hlows against his own personnl wels
fare. And sinee i lgs come to Pss inthe pata.
vl evoldtion of soclety and of indostry that
ek profretty is helid and mueh 'Inl-%lms.»-limns-
noted by those unlons or ss<oclations of fndl
vlduals which we call comporations, it bas also
Dot 10 pass that these litrer are suppozed to be
thief amouz thie bulwarks of Inw and order, and
gre assuredly the objects apnlngt which the ad-
Coats of grnrebistnoand soclalsin direct thelr
mOst savage sttacks

We s toulay, howeser, the amazing anid re-
wolting spectacie of ifustriad corporations defv.
Ing law, violating order and prectiving mm.r-
shisi.  That s precisely what the projnoters of.
trolley MHues in Westehester Connty did last
woek. 1t does not manter that they neted under
a pomingl protext of legality, nor that thelr do
fngs were supervised and guasded B nomina
nfficers of the lnw. They were i spiclt if not in
letter—nned we nre not at ull sure they were not
in letter - Iawhrenkers, They thenselves showed
this by the very time and manuer of their apera.
tlons, I thelr work had been honest and law
aliding it conld and should have been done
peacefully in open daylight. Instead 1t was
dope at night, with menfce of violenes and mur-
der to any who should fnterfere.  In that It pro-
elalmed frself as belng Jdone in defianes, or at
Jehst (h evaslon, of the law, On toe fuee of it
the doers of the deed appear to sny:  “We know
tape have no rleht toodo this: but we have the
egdght, in the form of bindgeons and revolvers;
fandd g0 wete golng o do 11 0O, If we accept
thoir most plausible explanations, they say in
pulistiuec: “We have no certaln legal anthority
“ta do this, byt nelther are we speciically en-
“Jolued frot dofog §t, and no such ipjunction
“onp be fssued tefore mornlog: 5o we're golng
“to do it and take the chanees of legal approval
“or disapproval.”

Wi feind not, howerer, speculate upon thelr
matives.  They are obivions to all men, These
men saw that they bad a chance to do, by
stealth or violenee, at nidnieght, what they could
not or might not do openly and quietly by day-
lght, and they did It, trusting to the apathy or
Ietilenee or despade of the public to let the ac-
complished fact remaln.  In that monstrous
theory they ought to find themselves mistalien.
The Conrt s declared them trespassers upon
the property of the publle.  Then they should be
expelled aud required to repair the damage done
by thelr fllegal trespasa. That is to say, thelr
trolley tracks should be torn up and they it
among them be any responsible men—be coni-
pelled at their own cost to rebulld the road they
have rulned. It is Intolerable that they should
be permitted to remain ns trespassers while ap-
pesl after appeal wends it slow way through
the mazes of the conrts, A clitlzen dovs not bing-
bor a trespassing traup in his parlor for months
while the question of his trespass is consldered
by lawyers and judges. Te puts him out or gets
& policeman to put blm out  If such summary

proceedings were exernted ngainst some of these
{mpudent trolley trespassers the effect would be
most salutary upon all their tribe. They wonld
Jenrn—if they are capable of learning auything -
that It Is not enough that they have not heen
proved 1o have no right 1o build a road, but that
they must wait until it 18 proved that they have
& right to bulld It

The point which we wish to emphasize at
present, however, ls not that one trolley com-
pany has treated i1s riva' with harshness, nor
thiut it has destroyed public property and vio-
Iated publie rights, nor yet that it onght 1o he
expielled at onee from fts fmpudent trespassing.
No, hut simply that in thus plaving ducks and
drakes with law and order corporations are
| playing the game and foto the hands of their
worst enetles, Nothing in the world econld make
a corporation more odlous than such perform-
ances s those of st week. Nothing could
more jnstify the enactment of rigorous lnws for
the ctictniliment of their pawers and privileges,
And nothing conld so fnclte and encournge
among the trrosponsible and unthinking that
spirit of anarchy which 1s opposed not only 1o
all lnws In general, but to all corporations in par-
tlemlar.  These midnlght hghway ralders are
themselves corparate anarchists, When (Chénler
wrate, with mordant pen, of “the men to whom
sppary lnw 18 burdensome, every restrafnt in-
ssupportable and all government odlous: men
“for whom honesty means the most trying af all
syokes,” he liad In mind not so much the sans-
enlntte moh of the slums as the “men of light
anil leading,” such as Danton, Tiesmortling and
Robespierre, tpon whom the just fndgment of
Lime has set the seal of execration, In lie man-
et the worst enemy of socil order taday s not
the hoers brawler, but the jawhreaking or Inw-
evading enrporation, In its insolenoe of wealth
and influence, Corpoarnte anarchism—that I8 the

cpetmy.

THE HOME OF PRIZEFIGHTING.

Afrer the battle at Coney Island on Iriday
night hetween Joffrles and Sharkey no one, we
suppose, can doubt that New-York Is the true
liome of prizefighting In the nited  States,
“That combat for the heavyweight ehnmplonship
wis everywhere heralded s the most lmportant
pugilistie ovent of recent xears. 1t sroused n-
sense excltenent at every cotitre of nterest i
the prize ring, atttacted an epormous epowil of
sjecctntors and was reported from moment to
moment &1l over the conntry, The police wera
in attendance to protect the andlence and the
fighters from disturbanes and to make sure that
notliing should accnr to nterrupt the perform-
ance,  And all this was done in a Stite which
has been tn the habit of pointing with scorn to
other Stntos in which prizefights are permitted,
nnder the alleged sanction of¥n statute wliich
was intended to make prizefights impossible 1o
Now-York, That purt of the so-calld Horion
law vehieh 1s beld to nullify the rigid prohini
tions of the Pennl Code and 1o prevent the pubs
He authorities from stopping snely a combat as
thatef Friday night 1s as follaws:

Frovided, however, that rparring exhibitions
with gloves of not less than five ounces in
wolght may be held by a domesth inearpornted
tion In A bullding leased by it for
athletie purposes oniy for at least one Vear, or
in o bullding owned and ocoupled by such asso-
clation

It appears to Le a commonly accepted bellef
that thils amendment to the Penal Code, ostens!-
By and perhaps netnally passed with honest in-
tent for a wood purpese, anthorizes encounters
which are prizefights in everyihluog but the
name on the programme, and which the whole
pugilistie world knows to he nothing else than
prizefights, It s commonly believed also that
the police under 1helr large powers could stop
such performances if they wanted to do sg, but
evory body realizes that the police don’t want 1o
stop them, and therefore they cantinue. Whether
ar not the Governar conld stap them by ordering
the Sherlff to act under the lIaw forbldding prize-
fielits is an unsettled question,  Our oploion 18
that such an attempt ought to have besn made
long ago, but in the appirent ahsence of any de-
sire to (nstitute o test ense (tls the obvious duty
of the Legislnture to enact a new law which
epnnot be emploged to affront decent publie
opinfon, disgrace the State dnl spread demorals
{zation, The husiness of prizefighting flonrishes
under the Horton act to/an extent never known
before in the United States, and fig promoters
are correspondingly jorful.  As eondneted under
the protection of that act it is wore bmal, dis-
henest and degrading than the old prize ring
OVer Was,

THE PROGRESS OF THE WAR.

Another week finds the war in South Afriea
still largely 1o a tentative suge, though with
the Boers cautlously continuing thelr advanee.
Kimberley and Mafeking are still holding out
against overwhelming forces of heslegers. At
the latter place even the women simile st the in-
effvetiveness of the Boer hombardment, and the
Britlsh esomander, waking {rom a slesta to re-
celyve o wessenger with a demand for surrender,
politely yawns behind bis band and answers
that e will let the besiegers know when hie has
haidt enough of thelr bhombardment. At Lady:
siiith hoth armies, except for thelr heavy
guns, are probably resting upon thelr arms:
The Boers are unwilling to fueor the heavy
lokses that would be lowvolved In any ar
tempt to take the place by storm, and the
British do not eare to move ont agaln dpiinst
superior numbers,  The lnvestment of the plice,
hewever, procecds apace, and It seems Lkely
so0n to be cut off from 1ts base of supplles, and
indeed fromn all communication with the vonst
Nothing has heen heard directly from it sinoe
Thursday. when a renewsl of the artillery ar
tarck on the town took place, the Britlsh navy
guts replying to the Baers and what 18 de-
seribied as a “terrible artillery  duel” ensuing.
Andt pow the ominots annoptcement s fuade

thit Colenso lins been evacunted and {ts gar-
st withidrawn to the somtlward.  Colenso
fs the pext fmportant statlon on the  radle

ronid sonth of Ladysmiith, bwing fifteen miles
from the latter and Just south of the Tugeln
Hiver, which f8 there a large streame This
gives to Boer possession the entlre northern
wedge of Natel, with the solitary exception of
Jsolated Ladysmith.  This wedge 1s, roughly
speaking, an equilateral trinngle, bounded by
the Tugela River, the Buffalo River and the
Dirakensherg, efich glde measuring about a hun-
dred miles.

In eonneetion with this evacuation of Colenso
it is of Interest 1o recnll the rumor mentioned by
our London corresponident in his special cnbin
dispatch in yesterday's Tribune, nawely, that
the Boers intend to erush General White ‘at
Ladysmith, march down to Durban, garrison
that place to provent the landing of Britlsh
troops there, nnd then send thelr main army
paek to guard the line of the Oravge River.
Thiut woisld be a fine plan of eampatgn if they
conld earry It out.  Whether they huve ger
tiken the first step. the crushing of General
White, s doubitfal.  Buot In the caprure of o
lenso they will take the second step, even If b
fure the fitst.  To complete the progriatiine they
will have todreive the British from Esteourt and
Weston, across the passes of the Mool Hills,
and out of Pletermaritzburg, and finally crush
the garrison of Durban and drive the Britlsh
warshiips out of 1ts harbor. No doubt they
lave made a good beginniog, at Coleuso, W
there nre a hundred and sevemty nilles of hoed
eumpaigning before them before they reach salt
waler,

However this may he, the Roers are propar-
fng to the best of thelr abllity to contest ine (n-

vaglon of the Urange Siate at the south. We

are Informed that they have begun aperntions
along the Orange River, especially at the ritl-
rosid erossings, Thus on the great trunk line
which runs from Pretoria to Port Ellzabeth, by
way of Bloemfonteln anid Colesherg. they have
vaided Norval's Pont Station, fust sonth of the
Orange River, and if they hnve not eut the lioe
by destroying fhe hridge neross the Orange
River they have it in their power o il g nt
any time,  And 1t seems they have captured
oleshurg.  They have also movd westwand
down the Orange  River, and S TPTR T S [T
stroyed the bridge ar Batha’s  Tiwrift, elzhe
teen miles from Nogval's Pont.  The latter was
the only bridge remaining across the river In
that direction.  Eastward from Norval's Font
they are also busy,  They are in foree nt Berhin-
M, on the Orange side of the river and on the
Hoe of the mllrond swhich esmes up from Enst
London, enters the Opange State gt that point
and copnects with the trunk ne formerly then-
tioned at Springfontein. It i« donbtless within
their power to destroy the rallrond bridge there
at apy time, and that tme will of conrse come
when General Buller advanees thither with hils
invading army. There is another hrldge still
further east, at Allwal North, which towh,
named after Sir Harry Smith's favorite horse,
s much admired by Lady Smith, 18 the terml-
nus, on the Cape Colony side of the river, of a
rallroad branching from the Enst London line.
The Boers are understood to have that bridee In
thetr control, too, and it is the last one in that
direction. Thus every bridge across the Oranee
River has olther been destroved of s in Boer
possession.  That s one serious fact which tien-
eral Buller will hinve to faje.  OF conrse thiere
are plenty of fords, tnt this s not the easiest
time of yenr in whiclh to eross them. Anil at
any time fording sach o river as the Orange In
the face of Boer sharpsliooters and Krupp guns
i not an envinble undertaking.

By no means the least significant ploce of
pews 18 that the Dutel of the Cape are remain:
ing perfectly loral to the Crawn, to which mny
W added this-that in Canadi, Anstralin aml
olsewhere enthusiasm of the most practivnl kKind
in support of the Crown {8 ineseasingly shiown.

AGAINST A NATHINAL UNIVERSITY.

The commitive 1-u|.-|1ur-n-'o’! of promindéut e
ters of the Natlonnl Eduenthonal Associitlon
which has been in sesslon at Whashington b
Inst weell has disapproved the proposition for
the esiablishment there of a Natlonnl Uniyer-
gity, This 15 thie schene that ox-tinvernor Jolin
W, Heyt, chintrmny of the Nationnd eominlttes
wlileh was represented as promoting 1L revetitly
advoented inoour columns with an array of testl
mony as to the valne of whilch we took the Wiy
orty of disagrecing with B, and of arguments
whieh It seomadd to us there wis 00 difenlty in
refuting. It s naturally granifying to tind thint
onr view of the magier 18 eustilned by the dis
tingulshed men who have heen considering the
question in the Jght of all the evidence which
Governor Moyt has been sedulously eolleeting
for many years, and most it not all of whom, a8
we have been informed, were members of his
Natiopal committes and eartiest sujiporters of
hils projest.

In reiilying to Governor Hoyt's recent lottor
wee sald that the et of establlshing a Nationnl
University as “the logieal culinination of the
Amerlesn system of public edueation”™ was frself
witerly NMogleal, nasmuch as thers 18 no Aniert
can system of publie education, the Tned
Sates never having gone luto the business of
slatiorating a Natlonnl system, but having, on
the contrary, given to the States such all e It
kad to bestow in bullding wp thelr own eluens
tlonnl systems.  But in the same wrtiele wo re
torrod particularly to the weulth of educational
material existing niul sonstantly aecumnlnting
at the Natlonal caplial and tp the desienbility
of fostering by sultnble means, and pspeeinlly In
eeroperation with the Swilthsonlin Instlintlon, o
more complete use of this materinl tn Lo
Ditherto heen mnde,  The deelnration of the Ed-
yentlonal Association’s commmittes covering these
two polnts 18 so excellent that we reprint It
from yesterday's Washingtin dispatears:
