The various trust companies which clear through
the Clearing House banks received yesterday copies
of the circular containing the rules recently adopted
by the flearing House Committee for the regula¬
tion of trust companies. Accompanying each cir¬

cular waa a blank fo«m showing how the weekly
statement of the trust company's condition must be

filled In.
While the trust company officers who spoke for

lubllcatlon on the gul <¦ ct yesterday declared their

entire willingness to ? Milsh the weekly reports re¬

quired by the Clear!] House Committee. It was

leported In Wall Str«· that the companies, as a

rule were by no mea ? pleased with the new-

regulations. Those already clearing through
Clearing House banks or "non-member" banks, li

was pointed out, would naturally be reluctant to

decline to forvard such reports, fearing that re¬

fusal might be construe 1 a« an admission that

their condition was weak. The recently organ¬

ized trust comíanles, w hi, a under the regulations
cannot be admitted to the privilege of clearing
through the Clearing House within a year from

the time of beginning business, aie understood to

be in a resentful state of mind, both those which

have already opened their doors for business and

TO THE REPORTS.RUBBER CON¬

SOLIDATIONS.
Wall Street was inclined yesterday not to give too

great .·' measure of credi nee to the reports of nego¬

tiations for the consolidation into a single gigantic
corporation, with a capital of |\?,000,000, of all the

rubber, bicycle, bicycle tire and automobile com¬

panies of the United States, as well as the more

important vehicle manufacturing concerns. Charlea
R. Flint, who was mentioned In the stories as one

of the chief promoters of the combination, took a

prominent part in the organization of the United
Slates Rubber Company and tho Rubber Ooods

Manufacturing Company, and had much to do with

the formation recently of the American Bicycle
Company; but one of his personal representatives
yesterday denied that Mr. Flint was In any way

Interested In the organization of a company having
the alleged s"ope and purpose of the rumored iM).-
OOò.OOO combination. Mr. Flint's energies of late,

apparently, have been directed mainly to the per¬
fecting of plans for bringing the bicycle tire In¬

dustry under control of the Rubber Goods Manu¬
facturing Company, for announcement was made
lat- yesterday afternoon that the Rubber Goods

company had purchased a majority Interest In the

capital stork of the Hartford Rubber Works Com¬

pany, the Indianapolis Rubber Company, the

Peoría Rubber and Manufacturing Company and

the rubber manufacturing plant of the Indiana

Bicycle Company. These acquisitions are expected
to prove of benefit to the companies Involved and

give the Hubh· r Goods company an interest In

ruhber manufacturing properties. This same com¬

pany. It Is also declared, secures control of about

one hundred patents, covering the manufacture of
rubber tires and other bicycle parts. It was said
by Charles R. Flint that no advance would be
inaile in the price of bicycle tires, but that, on the
contrary, the prices of some makes of rubber Urea
would be reduced
