PRIZEFIGHTING I\ NEW YORK.
Albany dispatches published yesterday leave

x».i doubt thai Assemblyman Lewis means to
renew his creditable fight for the repeal of the
Bortón law. and lie cannot do 8 hotter service
to the State than by making It bis chief busi¬
ness at the coming session to carry that (fehl
through, in the language of the prise ring, to a

finish. We hope thai Mr. Lewis do«-s not un¬

derestimate the task to whi.h be is promptly
committing himself. It is one which is likely
to require all tin- energy and skill that he can
furnish ami enlist. The abominable Industry
¦whi.h be expects to destroy possesses large re¬

sources and will find means to employ them
shrewdly In its own defence. That was indicat¬
ed at Albany last winter, when publie Informa¬
tion \\.-is - -atity and public opinion feeble, so

thai a greal effort was not needed to amend the
repeal bill Into such a shape that it was judged
desirable by Mr. Lewis himself to strike out the
enacting clause. At the next session, with
lucrative Interests obviously at stake, all the
money and illicit Influence whi.h can be ad¬
vantageously tise.l will be thrown into the scale.
What attitude the Republican organization

will take, secretly or publicly, cannot yet be
determined, but there la no doubt as to what
Tammany wants and will Strenuously endeavor
to get Professional pugilism under the practica]
sanction of the- Horton law Is exactly suited
to Tammany tastes. Its very atmosphere is
congenial. It puts much money into the pockets
of men of Influence in Tammany circles, and
variously Interests and employs other men who
are useful In promoting Tammany purposes.
And how perfectly the law has been'in a de to

play Into their hands! At other times and
places prizefighting has been a precarious and
hazardous occupation. Here, in the State of
New-York, and especially in the city of New-
York. It is amply protected. There is no risk
in making all the arrangements for a champion¬
ship contest, iu giving It the widest publicity,
In exciting eager attention In all parts of the
country, in attracting a multitude of spectators,
In bringing the actual encounter to a prede¬
termined conclusion and in taking the pro¬
ceeds of a brutal and filthy swindle.

COALING STATIONS.
Rear Admirai Bradford's plea for more coal-

lug stations is one which deserv« s the attention
of Congress ami the country. Whatever op¬

ponents of such expondlt ures have been a ole to

urge ngalnst them hitherto, there can he no

question In the mind of any Intelligent nnd

patriotic American that It Is a condition ami
not a theory of coaling stations which now con¬

fronts us. Whether we wanted to expand or

not, we have expanded, and expanded irrevo¬
cably. The most convinced antl-expnnslonlsts
themselves are now agreed to that. They say
the question Is settled nnd that there Is no use

of fighting over dead issues. Rnther the pr»»l>
lern is to face the actual situation, prepare for
it and strive to make our new undertaking a
sneeess.

To the s-tninllng and security of our expanded
power convenient and well «protected «waling
stations are as «asesossUf ns a good colonial civil
service, Intelligent government ;'or the benefit
of the outlying territories and an adequate
Army and Nary. Indesd, a nary cannot be

adequate without suitable coaling stations along
the routes it may Im- called to traverse. We do

not seek nor aspect wars, but we should alwnyu
be prepared for them, and therefore should have

safe coaling places which we could use In time

of war within reach of the stations where we

should be likely t>> dispose our fleets It Is In¬

deed dlthVult to forecast where those places will

be. Mho would have agreed two years ago

thai we Deeded a coaling station for our Asiatic

fleet1 Yet when war was declared with Spain
we needed one sorely, for we were driven from

neutral ports, and if Admiral Dewey had not

been able at orne t<> conquer n harbor for him¬
self our vessels might have suffered severely.
As a result of the Spanish war and Hawaiian
annexation we now have possibilities for an

admirable series of stations across the Pacific
and well Into Asiatic waters, where we are

likely to have great trade Interests. The Sa-

iiionn settlement, too, increases our holding
about Pago Fago and enables us to protect it.

Thus our route to China and Australia Is well

dotted. Klsewhere, however, we are weak.

OB the alternative route to Manila we are at

the mercy of friends and the neutrality laws.

and In spite of our commanding position in the

Caribbean we have not proper outposts for the

Inevitable Isthmian Canal.
The last thing that any American should wish

to do would lie to go on a hunt to pick up mis¬

cellaneous islands all over the world. But we

may wisely keep in mind the fact that the

modern Navy cannot go off cruising for months

independent of a base as could the ships of our

fathers. Therefore when chances come in our

way we should take them and establish supply
depots. And we should heed Hear Admiral
Bradford's warning about having them on our

own territory so that we could use them in time

of hostilities. We are not called upon to go

about the Old and New Worlds demanding that

various nations cede ports to us. but we can

from time to time, without antagonizing any¬

body or grasping anything, secure a few care¬

fully chosen spots where the guardians of nur

growing commerce can be sure of refuge. The
need of such enterprise has been urged by Navy
nien ever since conl supplanted sail power, but

our people were slow to understand Its desir¬

ability. As they come more and more to ap¬

preciate the Navy perhaps they will learn the

value of the Navy's most necessary adjunct.

THE FUTURE OF THE BOER STATES.
We have already referred to the widespread

and serious discussion In (îreat Britain of the

disposition to be made of the Boer States after
the war. Lord Salisbury nt the Lord Mayor's
banquet studiously avoided committing himself
to any policy Bare the general «me of British
supremacy. But men of light and leading else-
where are less reserved. They are discussing
the details of the ease with much frankness. We

may a.1.1. also, that their proposals are markH
with more moderation and leniency toward the

Boers than have hitherto been expected. Not a

few in this country have supposed that after

the war the last vestiges of Boer Independence
will be abolished and the two States be trans¬

formed Into British Crown colonies. That would

be only a following of general precedent H

would be comparable with what Prussia did in

Schleswig-Holstein and In Hanorer, Germany in

Alsace-Lorraine, Russia in Central Asia. France

in Indo-f'hina, Algeria and Madagascar, Japan
In Formosa and the United States in Porto
Kii-s». Indeed, It would be following the example
set by the Boers themselves in this very war.

For if, on overrunning with their armies North¬
ern Natal and Lastern Bechuanaland, the Boers

are Jnstilbvl In proclaiming the annexation of

those regions to their own States, the British
will be justified in similarly annexing ihe

Orange State and the Transvaal as soon as

their armies overrun them.

No such Intention Is, however, apparent. Mr.

Edward Oicey in his leading article In "The

Nineteenth Century" argues thai there must DOt
be any repetition of the policy which followed

Mnjuba Hill, which was meant by Mr. Glad¬
stone for magnanimity, but was interpreied by
the Boers as weakness and cowardice. The ab¬

solute supremacy of Great Brllaln In all South

Africa must be established. There should be,
however, no extinction of the Individualities of

the two States and no permanent occupation of

them by (ireat Britain. They should be left

largely autonomous, though compelled lo recog¬

nize British hegemony, and they should. If pos¬
sible.and Mr. Dicey thinks it p.^xibie.be
brought Into some sort of federal union with the

Cape, Natal and Rhodesia. Such Is Mr. Dicey'a
plan the Inclusion of the two Boer States In a

South African federation under British suze¬

rainty, with local autonomy, but with assured

equal rights for all white men in all the States.

The leading article In "The Fortnightly Re¬

view" is unsigned, which is supposed to be an

Indication of authority too high to be revealed.
It Is less conciliatory In tone. It dwells with

some bitterness upou the i>utch plana and In¬

trigues, extending through many years, for the

expulsion of the British and the establishment
of a purely Dutch confederacy from the Cape to

the Zambesi. That must now be ended, the

writer contends, by drastic mensures. Both the

Orange Free State and the Transvaal must

cense to exist as independent States. The for¬

mer may retain its territorial Integrity and local

self-government, but it must no longer be inde¬

pendent, but a recognized part of the British

Empire« subject to Imperial suzerainty. The

Transvanl, however, should be partitioned, parts
of it going to Natal and to ilechuanalaiul. The
bulk of It may be left intact, and of course the

Boers should be secured in the possession of full

civil and political rights and in the enjoyment
of their chosen modes of life. But they must

henceforth be subjects of the British Empire,
and must concede equal rights to all other sub¬

jects of that empire.
The Hon. Kvelyn Ashley In "The National Re¬

view" speaks for the "stern, unbending Tories."

In his view the British have a free hand and a

clenr field to do as they pbtfise. But they must

not Justify the tnunts that they are mere land

grabbers. They must resist the temptation
simply to annex the Boer State« and turn them
Into British colonies. Mr. Krilger must go. So

must the name of "Smith African Republic."
That part of Zululand which the Boers raided
and annexed Just after the Zulu war must be

restored to Zululand and thus to Natal. Swazi¬

land, too, must be taken from the Transvaal, as

the Hwazls themselves desire. Some territory
on the western border must also be shorn oft".
And there must be equal rights for all white
men. But after that let the Transvaal have the

fullest possible measure of autonomy. As for

the Orange State, he would make It pay an in¬

demnity and partially disarm, and he would

take from It some small pnrts of its territory
which are Inhabited chiefly by Englishmen.
After that he would leave it ns independent as

it has hitherto been
Buch are the views of three representative

Englishmen, seriously and authoritatively put
forth. To what extent they coincide with gov¬

ernmental Intentions we do not know. There

ha«, however, thus far been no Indication that

the Ciovernineiit means ?<> deal with the Boers,

SOME MANNERS l\ A CROWD.
Toblu's remark about the man that lays his

hand on woman save in the way <»f kindness Is

quoted often enough to suggest to the observ¬

ant mind the aeed Of nradiflcattou. There are

¦Still, no doubt, some of those base wretches
whom 'twere gross flattery to name as cowards.
Rut there are many times more of those WbOOS
laying on of hands is not ostensibly «lone in un-

kindness. perhaps actually in kindness, ami yet
Is scarcely l«>ss offensive than that «referred to by
the i»oet. Nor are women the only sufferers.
There Is a sentimental discrimination in their

favor, which we would be the last to decry or to

ignore. Vet the simple fact is that man is Just
as much entitled to inviolability of person a«

woman is, and that the offensive laj lug of hands

upon him is as gross a violation, not of chivalry
but of courtesy and of common right, as in her
case. It Is ngainst It In both cases, for the vln-

«lication of both man and woman, that earnest

voices, if not something more than voices, need

to lie raised.
The average policeman, for example, never

hesitates to lay on his hands In the most confi¬

dent nnd immediate manner, whether upon the

comely woman whom he is escorting across the

street or upon th«t unwary man whom he Is

uiglng back from forbidden ground. What

business has he to do it? The woman «loes n»»t

need his support, and the familiar touch of his

hand upon her arm or waist Is an unwarranted
assault upon her modesty of person. The man,

In the other case, hns not disputed his authority
nor defied his word, and it is an indignity to

treat him as though he had and were n fugitive
or aggressive criminal. The policeman lias n<>

more right to use his hands upon auy one, save

in legal restraint, than any other citizen. The

assumption that his uniform gives him the right
to fondle every pretty woman's arm or grip a

man's shoulder or collar Is one of the grossest
iinpiM'tlneni't's. Nor Is he by any means the only
uniformed offender. The same habits are In-

dulged in by many of the conductors of street¬

cars. It Is sometimes proper, and Indeed neces¬

sary, to assist people to enter or to leave such
vehicles, especially since they nre now con¬

struct«'«! so as to make such Ingress and ejrn-ss

as difficult and as dangerous as possible. Rut it

is perfectly patent that In many If not most

casis such attentions are not only needless, but

gratuitously offensive.
We may go still further, to what Is Indeed the

gist of the «whole matter, namely, that the gen¬

eral public, which suffers from su<'h laying on of

hands, is itself rapidly degenerating Into a prac¬
tice of tiîe same vicious habit. Men in a crowd
are no longer content merely to Jostle their way

With elbows and shouhlers. They have taken to

the use of their hands. On the street, in the

rush for the cars and In making their way

through crowded cars they grip others by the

arm or by the shoulder with the utmost freedom.

The averag»' man, we fancy, has not infre-

quently bad a stranger who was following him

out of s crowded streetcar deliberately put his

bands upon his shoulder and urge him along <»r

try thus t»> push him to one side. It Is a trick

of multitudinous dally practice. Yet what Is it

but assault.' And if the man thus offended
should turn and knock the offender down with a

blow between the eyes, who could maintain that

lie had not provocation? The criminal must suf¬

fer tin' grip of the constable upon him. The

honest snd free man should suffer no such In¬

dignity from any one.

It is not. however, in itself that this habit is

detestable, bad though it thus is. The w»»rst

feature of It Is that it is a mark of Increas¬

ing disregard for the rights, the liberties and

Indeed the very life of the individual It will"

be a sad «lay for this or for any people when

the rights of the person are ma»le inferior to

those of property, or Indeed to any other. Man

Is the supreme thing of all material and cre¬

ated things, and his rights are paramount.
it is well to punish the thief or the swindler.

Rut it is still more Incumbent upon us to punish
him who violates life or limb, it hns been said

In some communities that it wns easier for a

murderer than for a thief to get clenr. There

could be no more nppalling Imlictment of the ad¬

ministration of Justice than that. If true, it

would rank human life lower than gold and sil¬

ver. It is as the first step toward precisely such

a hideous stat« of affairs that this free and easy

laying on of bands is to be deplore«! nnd re¬

sented and suppressed. Crab hold «»f I man's

valise or watehchaln, and there is a hue and cry

and the police come post haste to vindicate the

majesty of outraged law-the law of property.
Rut lay hold with equal la«'k of warrant of the

man himself, ami who cares for the outraged
law in that case the law of the human person?
It Is not that we would regard the law of prop

erty less, but that we would regard the law of

human life and limb and freedom more. That

Is the ground on «Sjhlch the unauthorized laying
on of hands, on woman or on man. Is to be r«>

garde«! as a menace and an Intolerable offence.
