/AT AGUINALDO DESIRED-DUTY OF THIS

COUNTRY IN VIEW OF EXISTING
CTRCUMETANCES.

 Chieago, Nov. 15.—Dean C. Worcester, A mems
‘ber of the Philippine Commission, spoke at Cen-
\tral Music Hall to-night upon “The Philippine
'Question.”” The address, which was delivered
under the auspices of the Hamlilton Club, a local
Republican organization, was recelved with
every manifestation of approval. Professor
Worcester followed in the main the line of argu-
ment regarding the retention of the FPhilip-
pines which has heen published in the report of
the Philippine Commission. There was a large
audience,

Professor Worcester said at the outset that
the issues raised by the Philippine question, dl-
rectly and Indirectly, were more important, mora
far-reaching in thelr consequences than any oth-
ers our nation has heen called upon to meet since
its birth. He deprecated the idea of those will-
ing to make party politics of questions which
Involve the well-being and the future destiny of
millions of their fellow beings, Proceeding, he
said:

If all the accusations Brought by those who
declalm against our so-called “crime in the Phil-
fppines' are true we have indeed committe

eat transgression against the people of those

lands. 1 propose to take up some of the al-
leged facts often quoted in support of the cu-
rlous charges and scrutinize them somewhat
closely. 1 shall try to make an examination
wholly dispassionate,

Professor Worcester then took up the various
arguments presented against the American pol-
‘fey In the Phillppines, and, quoting from Senate

documents, from the proclamations of Agui-
naldo and from a mass of official evidence, most
of which has been made publle heretofore, an-
swered the severa| criticlsms, Iis answers were
directed specially to the arguments “of a gentle-
man who recently addressed an audlence from
the rostrum on which I stand."”

He also stated that members of Aguinaldo’'s
~own Cabinet testified before the Comm!ssion to
Mhe fact that even after his proclamation of
\June 18 he freely admitted that no American
‘had ever promised him independence for his
{people, The speaker added:

t has been often stated that our Consul at

WHAT AGUINALDO WANTED.

After the fall of the city Aguinaldo modestly
demanded of General Merritt the royal palace
for himself, and in addition the principal
churches, a ghare in the public funds and, most
{mportant of all, the arms and ammunition sur-
yendered by the Spanish troops, of which he had
long planned to possess himself. It is needless
to ndd that his requests were refused.

Speaking of the efforis 10 avold a conflict,
Professdr Worcester sald:

I am often asked the question, *Might not all
this have been avolded, if, even after the fall
of Manila, attempts had heen made to come to
an understanding with the insurgents?’ 1 am
glad to be able to say to you that such at-
tempts were made, General Otls, who did not
Bbelleve that the insurgent leaders were plotting
trouble, had repeated interviews with one and
another of them.

After detalling the fruitiess negotiations and
citing from General Otis's letters, Professor
Worcester sali:

The prime cause of the fallure of these final
negotiatiors lay in the fact that the Filipino
Commissioners were unable to formulate any
definite statement of their own deaires. They
did say that they desired Independence under
Urnited States protection, bhut in discussion mada
it evident, firat, that they did not themselves
know what they meant by these words, and,
gecond, that they were not agreed among them-
selves even as to the general demand.

At another polnt the speaker sald:

1 have no hesitation in saying that the United
|Btates did infinitely more than Agulnaldo’s
,army toward driving out and destroyving Span-
ish power In the Philippine Isiands. If our
clalm to sovercignty was shadowy, what shall
we say as to the claim of a trile representing
Jess than one-sixth of the population of the
islands and exercising jurisdiction over only a
small part of the Philippine territory?

As ghowing the bloody work of the !nsur-
Jgents Professor Worcester sald:

At the time I left Manlla the Provines of
‘Batangas was overrun with thieves and mur-
; No attempt was belng mads tn enforce
Jaw and order, The public achools were aban-
doned. Forced contributions had been wrung
ifrom the people at the bayonet point, unt!l many
of them were rulned. Unwlilling contributors
had been punished by having thelr hands hacked
off, and even by being burled allve. The Indi-
wvidual houses in such Important towns as Taal
were {ntrenched, in order that the inhabitants
aight defend themselves agalnst thelr neigh-

ra.

COMPLETE ANARCHY PREVAILED,

The Military Governor of the province, al-
though a Tagalog and an insurgent, had char-
acterized the condition existlng as “complete
anarchy,” and had repeatedly sent In secret 1o
Manila asking for ald to restore order, and

romiging to surrender with his troops If he
would only dispatch a small force to his aid,

The speaker dencunced as false statements
that the Americans had no friends among the
Filipinos, and declared we had many good, true
friends among the leading Fllipinos, He pro-
ceeded:

1 hear it asked, if only & small fractlon of the
Philippine population is in arms against us, and

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{slands? 2

1 answer, first, because we are Waging <lo
most humane war in histary. 1f 1t were simply
n matter d¢ killing, we should not need so large
an army. Two regiments of troops could RO
where they chose in the island of Lugzon to-day
and kill to thelr hearts' content without serlous
risk. It is because we are atempting to p(;-u-
tect the peaceable inhabitants from the depreda-
tions of the lawless that we require so large a
force.

Finally, a word as to the way out. 1s it con-
celvable that we should withdraw our troops,
ds to the ce;ul:: tven-

eance of our enemies and the people at large
fo eivil war and utter anarchy? There can be
but one answer to this question. Our troops
must stay until armed resistance has ceased and
public confidence has been fully restored. The
day will come, gooner or iater, when native sol-
dlers, under American offticers, or under officers
of thelr own, will do a large share of the work

that remalns to be done.
SAFE BASIS FOR ACTION.

in the matter of autonomy we have already
made a safe beginning, and the experiments In
municipal and provinetal governments, which
are even now in Progress, will eventually fur-
nish a safe basls for Congressional actlon.

1n closing, let me say that there dees not live
an “anti-imperialist” who has more sincerg re-
gard for the people of the Philippine Islands, or
a keener Interest In their present and fature
welfare, than mysell. I hnve great falth in
them, 1 believe that under our guidance they
will make rapid progress in etvilizgation, and
wlil soon be able to take an important share In
the burden of their country, but 1 know that
of that burden were thrown

upon them to-day they would fnevitably sink

under it.

Those who affect to helleve that we are cre-
ating bloody dlsorder by our presence in the
Prilippine 1slands; that the natives would con-
tinue to hate us even if we gave them good
government, that they would be hetter off un-
der a very bad government entirely thelr own
than under a very good one adminigtered In
part by others, and that the only logical and
honorahle course open to us {8 to withdraw our
forees and leave the peaceahle and law-ablding
natives of the Philippine 1slands at the mercy of
Agulnaldo and his army, may he sincere In thelr
convictions; but by freely giving volee to them
they are encouraging the ambittous Tagalog
leader to prolong n hopeless strugele. The pro-
longation of this struggle s costing us milllone
of dollars, and, what s far WoOrse, good, red
Ameriean blood. ILet history fix the responsi-
bllity for It

Those of us who believe that the flag should
gtay in the East, and that under its shodow we
should patiently teach to our wards the les-
gons they must learn ere they can take thelr
place in the great family of nations as a free
and united peaple, should stand shoulder to
ghoulder. There is work for us to do. Let
those geoff who will, The future of ten millions
of human beinga and the honor of a great na-
tion mre in our keeping, and the eyes of the
world are upon us, Let us not prove unfalthful
to our trust.

OPERATIONS ON PANAY ISLAND.

RECENT MOVEMENTS UNDER GENERAL
HUGHES-SULU PORTB GENER-
ALLY CLOBED.

WManila, Nov. 15.—Ceneral Hughes, with parts
of the 10th and 26th regiments, moved from
1lollo on Thursday, November 0, to Otton, six
milesa west, for the purpose of capturing Santa
Barbara, the rebel stronghold ten miles north
of Nlollo. Heavy rains preceded the movement
and the roads were partly {mpassatile. The same
nlght Colonel Carpenter, with the 18th Regi-
ment and Battery G, of the 6th Artillery, moved
westerly from Jaro to connect with General
Hughes, Colonel Carpenter was forced to re-
turn to Jaro on aceount of the roads, and the
entire movement Wwas hampered by lack of
proper transportation, Company ¢, of the 2fith
Itegiment, had the only fghting. When thpee
miles out of Jaro thls company charged the
rebel trenches and three of the enemy were

killed. One American was wounded.

Goneral Hughes on November 12 occupled
Tagbanan and Guimbal, on the southern coast,
and also Cordova, In the Interior. The enemy
414 not oppose General Hughea's advance.

Recent orde - from Aguinaldo found In the
.réenches sald:

Do not opposs the Amerlcans' advance.
Burn the villages ag they are evacuated. Divide
the forces into bands of forty. Harass the
Americans on every occaslon offering.

Araneta, the rebel leader of the lsiand of
Panay, has been captured at Taghanan while
attempting to pass the lines into Tiollo, Two
hattallons of the 26th will garrison lloilo and
Jaro, San Miguel, visible from Ilollo, has been
burned by the rebels.

1t is reported that an expedition, evading the
Navy, recently landed arms and ammunition on
the Antlgue coast, and that the rebels threaten
opposition with an armed force of 3,000 men.
These stories are disbelleved.

All ports of the Sulu Islands outside of the
American possessions have heen ordered closed
to commerce.

IMPORTANT (HANGES PROBABLE IN

THE RULES FOR THE NEXT HOUSE.

AUTHORITY TO REFUBE RECOGNITION TO A
MEMBER TO BE TAKEN AWAY-THE
SPEAKER ALSO TO BE OUSTED
FROM THE COMMITTER

ON RULES.

washington, Nov. 15.—It Is now practically
certaln that the next House of Representatives
will readopt the rules of the last House with not
more than threa important amendments, These
will bs nne taking from the Speaker the power
to refuse to recognize a member, another en-
larging the powers of committee chalrmen to
call up measures, and the third changing the
constitution of the Committes on Rules. Among
Kepresentatives now in the clty, including many
leaders, there is no feeling In favor of a mora
radieal modification, and In many cases the

opinion 18 expressed that even these changes go |

too far. The “Reed Rules,” whereby A quorum
can be counted and consideration of motions ean
be refused on the ground that they are dilatory,
will eertainly not be modified.

AN IMPORTANT AMENDMENT.

The most important of the changes Is the flrat |
named. Tha present rules say that any member |

degiring to speak shall addresa the Speaker and,
“on being recognized,” shall proceed, It is pro-
posed to atrike out the words “on being recog-
nized,” which have been Interpreted to glve the
E:nenker power to refuse to recognize a member.
For Instance, Mr. Reed would ask, “For what
purpose does the gentleman rise?” and If he did
not ke the answer he would refuse to permit
the member to speak. With thesa words
atricken out the Speaker would have to recog-
nize & member demanding the floor if there
were no other member holding it. Of courss, ir
the member brought up matter not germane to
the discussion he eould be suppressed, ag now,
by a point of order; but the fact that he was
not speaking to the point wauld have to develop
itgelf in his speech, and an appeal ngainst the
polnt of order would lle to the House, Instead
of the whole power to declde belng lodged in an
autocratio Speaker. "

The present rule ls not one of the “Reed
rules. It was adepted in the XLVIith Con-
gresa by a number of leaders on both sides, who
destred to monopolize the privileges of the floor.
It has always been easy for any prominent
member to gecure the floor provided no one else
had It. Consequently, to shut out the majority
of the members at the pleasurs of the Speaker
was to increase the opportunity of the leaders
and clinch their leadership.

The second modification extends the powers
of the commlittes chalrmen. At present, under
eall of committess, the chalrmen have the power
to call up any mensures on the House calendar.
It !a proposed to glve them power to call any
measures on the unlon calendar as well, and
possibly on the private calendar, Most of the
{mportant measures, including all appropriation

NO LONGER TO DOMINATE THE COMMITTEE,

The third proposed changs will be to reconsti-
tute the Committee on Hules, which Is now com-
posed of the Speaker, two Democrats and two
Hepublicans, The minority repregentation s a
mere farce at the best, and the commlittee Is
really the Speaker, for he holds the balance of
power and can impose his will, The new com-
mittee propoged 18 to consist of five membens,
all Repullicans, and the Speaker a8 to be In-
eligible. Probahly the committee, unlike other
committees, will ha elected by the House instead
of belng named by the Speaker, and will thus
not be under hls personal domination as At
present. It will really be a sort of Hepublican
steering committee, except that it will be clothed
with all the powers ofother committees of the
House.

Hp far as can be learned there will be no real
attempt to change the only two essentlally
“Heed rules” that the House now has. The

ower of the Speaker to count a quorum Is
yased on common gense, and has been approved
by Democrats ns well as Republicans, and there
will probably be no effort at all to change It. If
there be any, It will be feeble, The right to re-
fuse dilatory motions mey be serlously attacked
by sore of the Democrats but, If honestly ad-
ministered, 1t I8 consldered strictly Justifiable
by the Republlcans and by many Democrats.
If any objection !s made to it In framing the
new rules, the objection will be a party one, and
the rule will stand, especinlly as an appeal to
r.'h.' House lies against It and the power of the
Speaker is not arbitrary.

THE SILVER PLATE (COMBINATION.

TESTIMONY IN
BEFORE THE INDUSTRIAL COMMISBION.

Washington, Nov. 15 —The Industrial Commisslon
to-day gave its attentlon to the plated sliverware
business, hearing first Samuel Dodd, president of
the International BSllver Company, and W. H,
Watrous, a dlrector of that company, and after-
wird N. B. Rogers, an {ndependent manufacturer.

Mr. Dodd sald that the International 8liver Com-
pany was organized about a year ago, and
that, with two exceptlons, It was composed of
Connectiout manufacturers, There are in the com-
bination fifteen factories and as many stores, but
it wis the expectation that about ten of the stores
would be closed. There had been an iIncrease of
the lahor force :'-m{rh yod, notwithstanding some of
tha factories had been closed, and thera also had
heen a slight inorease in wages since the com-
bination was effected, Mr. Dodd estimated that the
company manufactures 35 or 8 per cent of the en-
tire plated sllver output of the country, but sald
there was an abundance of competition left, In-
deed, there wers about forty separate establish-
ments still In existence. He stated that the plunts
in the comblnatlon wera worth about haif the
amount of the capltallzation of §20,000,000, and the
pitents the*other half.

N. . Hogers, of C. Rogers & Co.,, sllver plate
manufacturers, of Danbury, Conn., sald that his
company at first had contemplated entering the
International combination but afterward decided
not to do so. Ons nl:}]--rtlnn he made to the method
of organizing was that the negotintions, he sald,
were all conducted In the name of n clerk, who
wid a Aummy and frresponsible. The promoters
recalved & per cent of the common stock, and
the common stock was offered to thosa entering

the pool ns a bonus. The combinatlon had re-
diced prices immediately after organizing, and
the competition since then had beéen extremaly
sharp, but Mr. Rogera was of opinlon that low

irices had Leen at the expense of quality. He sald
e hud heard from a stockholder of the Interna-
tioni! Company that the company had passed Its
first dividend, and at the time the dividend should
hove been declared, had Increased the salarles of
fts mannging directors from §5.000 to §10,000, that
of 1tn president from $7,000 to $12,000, and that of
the tressurer to $25,000.
