pletely at a meeting of the State Railroad Com·

President Roeslter. with
his counsel. Charles A. Colin, appeared for the

Borough Heights Railway Company, of the Brook¬
lyn Rapid Transit system Assistant Corporation
Counsel LukO D Stapleton attended by direction of
the Municipal Assembly, but he did not announce
