The question as to whether a drama by a lyrie
poet is adapted for presentation on the stage
or not Is settled chiefly by the manner in which
the work is handled. In Mr. Swinburne's "Ros-
amund,” however, the subject has a significance
beyond that of the writer's method, It is a
bare, hleak tragedy, the lurld gloom of which
s relleved only by flames of passion too flerce
and sinlster to be borne anywhere save in the
pages of a book.
