In 1&£3 he was married to Sophin Dusenberry, and
ghortly afterward moved to New-York Clty, where
he engaged in the trucking business. In 187 Mr.
Cox moved to Prospect Park, then but partially

the horses, cows and sheep He held this place
untfl seven vears ago. He & still in exeellent
health, and has often been seen on the stroets of
Fiatbush taking his daily walke, His wife died six

years ago, ninety-three years old. Mr. Cox lives
with his grandduughter, Mra, 8.

The chief interest in yesterday's gathering at
the EBtate House was in the canvass for the
office of Supervisor of Bllls. A week ago It ap-
peared that the Governor would appoint Jesse
R. Salmon, of Essex, whose eandidacy was vig-
orpusly urged hy Senator-elect McCarter and
Major Carl Lentz. It was sald that the Gov-
ernor had promised the office to Essex, and
that, as Mr. McCarter had withdrawn his sup-
port from Edgar Willlams and had obtained the
nssont of the Essex Assemblymen to the appoint.
ment of Mr. Salmon, the latter was sure of the
place, Howewver, it now appears that the Gov-
ernor's promise, conditional on the Essex mem-
bera agreeing upon a man, was made when Mr,
Willlame was the only Essex candidate, and was
tantamount to & promiss to appoint him. To
this Mr. MeCarter would not agree. The divi-
sion of the Easex delegation foreed Mr. Wiil-
fams from the field, and Mr. Salmon appeared
in the fleld ready to capture the plum, But the
support which he geots from Essex is not such
as to make his appointment at all certain, it
belng asserted that the Essex Assembly delega-
tlon, while loath to split over this matter, is
really divided between Salmon and Folwell; so
that what the Governor promised to Essex can
hardly be construed so as to apply to Mr, Sal-
man, though it serves to embarrass the Gov-
ernor not a little. At the same time, the Gov-
ernor is being deluged with arguments in be-
half of Charles H. Folwell, whose conduct of
the office of engrossing clerk of the House was
without a flaw. It Is being urged that a man
of his experience is Imperatively needed, espe-
cially as the office of Supervisor of Legislative
Blils !s a new one, and much technical knowl-
edge of the methods of legisiation and of print-
ing |8 necessary to the proper conduct of the
work. This argument {s made with such force
by so many of the membera of the Legislature,
and is so entirely in harmony with the Govern-
or's conception of the requirements of the office,
that it Is hard to belleve that he will be swerved
from the appointment of Mr. Folwell by the
pressure which s being brought to bear In be-
half of Mr. SBalmon.

Thia {s the eftuation as sesn at the BState
House yesterday. The solution, of course, 1s In
the Governors hands. Ha !s embarrassed by
the Interpretation which s put upon his promise
to Essex, though it would certainly secem that
circumstances have absolved him of ell obllga-
tion to any candidate and that he was free
to fill the office according to his judgment of the
quallfications of the candidates.

Notlee was served upon the Controller yes-
terday by ex-Attorney General Stockton of a
suit to test the legality of the reorganization of
the Natlonal Guard. The 24 Regiment was re-
organized out of exlstencs, gome of the cam-
panies being disbanded and others attached to
the other regiments.

LIGHTING COMPANIES WIN,

SUPREME COURT DECISION IN THE BAY-
ONNE CASE REVERSED-A FAR-
REACHING OPINION.

Trenton, Nov. 2§ (Bpecial).—The electrie
companies win a slgnal victory by virtue
cislon given by Justice Van Syckel In the Court of
Errors and Appeals to-day. The Court holds that &
municipality can, without evading the law, grant
to an elestrie light company tha right to use all its
streets by an omnibus erdinancs providing that
when the privilege of erecting poles shall be
granted the streets in which such poles are to be
erected must ba designated. Under this decision
there is nothing to prevent a lighting company
from having a municipality pass an ordinance
designating all of its atreets, and then the company
can go ahead and select the streets it desires, The
decislon applies only to companies which furnish
public light, but as nearly il the electrie come
panies of the State are of that nature it virtually
applies to all. This decision reverses that of the
Supreme Court,
